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Forward

The New Testament readings in this lectionary are taken from the King
James Version of the Bible. The Prophecies are taken from Brenton's translation of
the Septuagint into English. The Psalms have been translated from the Coptic by
Hegoumen Father Athanasius Iskander. As Fr. Athanasius says in the Forward to
his translation of the Agpeya (Book of the Hours), “Following Burmester's
example, we retained the Coptic word Amenti, rather than using the Latin word
Hades, since the Biblical word Hell has become objectionable.”

This lectionary consists of five volumes: Sundays, Weekdays, Great Lent,
Holy Pascha Week, and Pentecost.

Every effort has been made to avoid errors. However, if errors are found
they can be reported to lectionary@stmaryscopticorthodox.ca, after checking
www.stmaryscopticorthodox.ca/lectionary/errata.html to see if it has already
been reported.

Fr. Athanasius spent many hours translating the Psalms, and checking
references against Coptic and Arabic Lectionaries to make this version accurate.
These volumes would not be possible without his hard work and tireless
dedication to making the texts and spirituality of the Coptic Orthodox Church
available to English-speakers.

And my speech and my
preaching was not with enticing words
of man's wisdom, but in demonstra-
tion of the Spirit and of power: That
your faith should not stand in the wis-
dom of men, but in the power of God.

Howbeit we speak wisdom among
them that are perfect: yet not the wis-
dom of this world, nor of the princes
of this world, that come to nought: But
we speak the wisdom of God in a
mystery, even the hidden wisdom,
which God ordained before the world
unto our glory: Which none of the
princes of this world knew: for had
they known it, they would not have
crucified the Lord of glory. But as it is
written, Eye hath not seen, nor ear
heard, neither have entered into the
heart of man, the things which God

hath prepared for them that love him.
But God hath revealed them unto us
by his Spirit: for the Spirit searcheth
all things, yea, the deep things of God.
For what man knoweth the things of a
man, save the spirit of man which is in
him? even so the things of God
knoweth no man, but the Spirit of
God. Now we have received, not the
spirit of the world, but the spirit
which is of God; that we might know
the things that are freely given to us of
God. Which things also we speak, not

in the words which man's wisdom
teacheth, but which the Holy Ghost
teacheth; comparing spiritual things
with spiritual. But the natural man
receiveth not the things of the Spirit of
God: for they are foolishness unto
him: neither can he know them,
because they are spiritually discerned.
But he that is spiritual judgeth all
things, yet he himself is judged of no
man. For who hath known the mind
of the Lord, that he may instruct him?

For we write none other
things unto you, than what ye read or
acknowledge; and I trust ye shall
acknowledge even to the end; As also
ye have acknowledged us in part, that
we are your rejoicing, even as ye also
are ours in the day of the Lord Jesus.

And such trust have we through
Christ to God-ward: Not that we are
sufficient of ourselves to think any
thing as of ourselves; but our suffi-
ciency is of God; Who also hath made
us able ministers of the new testa-
ment; not of the letter, but of the spirit:
for the letter killeth, but the spirit giv-
eth life.

But Mary stood without at the
sepulchre weeping: and as she wept,
she stooped down, and looked into the
sepulchre, And seeth two angels in
white sitting, the one at the head, and
the other at the feet, where the body of
Jesus had lain. And they say unto her,
Woman, why weepest thou? She saith
unto them, Because they have taken
away my Lord, and I know not where
they have laid him. And when she
had thus said, she turned herself back,
and saw Jesus standing, and knew not

that it was Jesus. Jesus saith unto her,
Woman, why weepest thou? whom
seekest thou? She, supposing him to
be the gardener, saith unto him, Sir, if
thou have borne him hence, tell me
where thou hast laid him, and I will
take him away. Jesus saith unto her,
Mary. She turned herself, and saith
unto him, Rabboni; which is to say,
Master. Jesus saith unto her, Touch
me not; for I am not yet ascended to
my Father: but go to my brethren, and
say unto them, I ascend unto my
Father, and your Father; and fto my
God, and your God. Mary Magdalene
came and told the disciples that she

For I think
that God hath set forth us the apostles
last, as it were appointed to death: for
we are made a spectacle unto the
world, and to angels, and to men. We
are fools for Christ's sake, but ye are
wise in Christ; we are weak, but ye are
strong; ye are honourable, but we are
despised. Even unto this present hour
we both hunger, and thirst, and are
naked, and are buffeted, and have no
certain dwellingplace; And labour,

working with our own hands: being
reviled, we bless; being persecuted,
we suffer it: Being defamed, we
intreat: we are made as the filth of the
world, and are the offscouring of all
things unto this day. I write not these
things to shame you, but as my
beloved sons I warn you. For though
ye have ten thousand instructers in
Christ, yet have ye not many fathers:
for in Christ Jesus I have begotten you
through the gospel. Wherefore 1
beseech you, be ye followers of me.

For therein
is the righteousness of God revealed
from faith to faith: as it is written, The
just shall live by faith.

And the people waited
for Zacharias, and marvelled that he
tarried so long in the temple. And
when he came out, he could not speak
unto them: and they perceived that he
had seen a vision in the temple: for he
beckoned unto them, and remained
speechless. And it came to pass, that,
as soon as the days of his ministration
were accomplished, he departed to his
own house. And after those days his
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wife Elisabeth conceived, and hid her-
self five months, saying, Thus hath the
Lord dealt with me in the days

wherein he looked on me, to take

away my reproach among men. Glory be
to God forever.

What advantage then hath the
Jew? or what profit is there of circum-
cision? Much every way: Cchiefly,
because that unto them were commit-

ted the oracles of God. For what if
some did not believe? shall their unbe-
lief make the faith of God without
effect? God forbid: yea, let God be
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true, but every man a liar; as it is writ-
ten, That thou mightest be justified in
thy sayings, and mightest overcome
when thou art judged. But if our
unrighteousness commend the right-
eousness of God, what shall we say?
Is God unrighteous who taketh ven-
geance? (I speak as a man) God forbid:
for then how shall God judge the
world? For if the truth of God hath
more abounded through my lie unto
his glory; why yet am I also judged as
a sinner? And not rather, (as we be
slanderously reported, and as some
affirm that we say,) Let us do evil, that
good may come? whose damnation is
just.

What then? are we better than
they? No, in no wise: for we have
before proved both Jews and Gentiles,
that they are all under sin; As it is
written, There is none righteous, no,
not one: There is none that understan-
deth, there is none that seeketh after
God. They are all gone out of the way,
they are together become unprofit-
able; there is none that doeth good,
no, not one. Their throat is an open
sepulchre; with their tongues they
have used deceit; the poison of asps is
under their lips: Whose mouth is full
of cursing and bitterness: Their feet
are swift to shed blood: Destruction
and misery are in their ways: And the
way of peace have they not known:
There is no fear of God before their
eyes.

Now we know that what things
soever the law saith, it saith to them
who are under the law: that every
mouth may be stopped, and all the
world may become guilty before God.
Therefore by the deeds of the law
there shall no flesh be justified in his
sight: for by the law is the knowledge
of sin.

But now the righteousness of
God without the law is manifested,
being witnessed by the law and the
prophets; Even the righteousness of
God which is by faith of Jesus Christ
unto all and upon all them that
believe: for there is no difference: For
all have sinned, and come short of the
glory of God; Being justified freely by
his grace through the redemption that
is in Christ Jesus: Whom God hath set
forth to be a propitiation through faith
in his blood, to declare his righteous-
ness for the remission of sins that are
past, through the forbearance of God;
To declare, I say, at this time his right-
eousness: that he might be just, and
the justifier of him which believeth in
Jesus. Where is boasting then? It is
excluded. By what law? of works?
Nay: but by the law of faith. Therefore
we conclude that a man is justified by
faith without the deeds of the law. Is
he the God of the Jews only? is he not
also of the Gentiles? Yes, of the Gen-
tiles also: Seeing it is one God, which
shall justify the circumcision by faith,
and uncircumcision through faith. Do
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we then make void the law through
faith? God forbid: yea, we establish
the law. What shall we say then that
Abraham our father, as pertaining to
the flesh, hath found? For if Abraham

were justified by works, he hath
whereof to glory; but not before God.
For what saith the scripture? Abraham
believed God, and it was counted
unto him for righteousness.

The grace of God the Father be with you all. Amen.

The Catholic Epistle
1 John 1:1-2:2
The Catholic Epistle from the First Epistle of our teacher John. His Blessing be upon us. Amen.

That which was from the begin-
ning, which we have heard, which we
have seen with our eyes, which we
have looked upon, and our hands
have handled, of the Word of life; (For
the life was manifested, and we have
seen i, and bear witness, and shew
unto you that eternal life, which was
with the Father, and was manifested
unto us;) That which we have seen
and heard declare we unto you, that
ye also may have fellowship with us:
and truly our fellowship is with the
Father, and with his Son Jesus Christ.
And these things write we unto you,
that your joy may be full.

This then is the message which
we have heard of him, and declare
unto you, that God is light, and in him
is no darkness at all.

If
we confess our sins, he is faithful and
just to forgive us our sins, and to
cleanse us from all unrighteousness. If
we say that we have not sinned, we
make him a liar, and his word is not in
us.

My little children, these things
write I unto you, that ye sin not. And
if any man sin, we have an advocate
with the Father, Jesus Christ the right-
eous: And he is the propitiation for
our sins.

Do not love the world, nor the things which are in the world. The world shall pass away and all its desires; but he

who does the will of God shall abide forever. Amen.

The Pauline Epistle
Romans 4:4-24
A chapter from the Epistle of our teacher Paul to the Romans. His blessing be upon us. Amen.

Now to him that worketh is the
reward not reckoned of grace, but of
debt. But to him that worketh not, but
believeth on him that justifieth the
ungodly, his faith is counted for right-
eousness. Even as David also
describeth the blessedness of the man,
unto whom God imputeth righteous-
ness without works, Saying, Blessed
are they whose iniquities are forgiven,
and whose sins are covered. Blessed is

the man to whom the Lord will not
impute sin. Cometh this blessedness
then upon the circumcision only, or
upon the uncircumcision also? for we
say that faith was reckoned to Abra-
ham for righteousness. How was it
then reckoned? when he was in cir-
cumcision, or in uncircumcision? Not
in circumcision, but in wuncircum-
cision. And he received the sign of cir-
cumcision, a seal of the righteousness
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of the faith which he had yet being
uncircumcised: that he might be the
father of all them that believe, though
they be not circumcised; that right-
eousness might be imputed unto them
also: And the father of circumcision to
them who are not of the circumcision
only, but who also walk in the steps of
that faith of our father Abraham,
which he had being yet uncircumcised.
For the promise, that he should be the
heir of the world, was not to Abraham,
or to his seed, through the law, but
through the righteousness of faith. For
if they which are of the law be heirs,
faith is made void, and the promise
made of none effect: Because the law
worketh wrath: for where no law is,
there is no transgression. Therefore it
is of faith, that it might be by grace; to
the end the promise might be sure to
all the seed; not to that only which is
of the law, but to that also which is of
the faith of Abraham; who is the
father of us all, (As it is written, I have

made thee a father of many nations,)
before him whom he believed, even
God, who quickeneth the dead, and
calleth those things which be not as
though they were. Who against hope
believed in hope, that he might
become the father of many nations;
according to that which was spoken,
So shall thy seed be. And being not
weak in faith, he considered not his
own body now dead, when he was
about an hundred years old, neither
yet the deadness of Sarah's womb: He
staggered not at the promise of God
through unbelief; but was strong in
faith, giving glory to God; And being
fully persuaded that, what he had
promised, he was able also to per-
form. And therefore it was imputed to
him for righteousness. Now it was not
written for his sake alone, that it was
imputed to him; But for us also, to
whom it shall be imputed, if we
believe on him that raised up Jesus
our Lord from the dead.

1 John 2:7-17
The Catholic Epistle from the First Epistle of our teacher John. His Blessing be upon us. Amen.

Brethren, I write no new com-
mandment unto you, but an old com-
mandment which ye had from the
beginning. The old commandment is
the word which ye have heard from
the beginning. Again, a new com-
mandment I write unto you, which
thing is true in him and in you:
because the darkness is past, and the

true light now shineth. He that saith
he is in the light, and hateth his
brother, is in darkness even until now.
He that loveth his brother abideth in
the light, and there is none occasion of
stumbling in him. But he that hateth
his brother is in darkness, and

A chapter from the Acts of our fathers the pure Apostles, who were invested with the grace of the Holy Spirit. Their

This Moses whom they refused,
saying, Who made thee a ruler and a
judge? the same did God send to be a
ruler and a deliverer by the hand of
the angel which appeared to him in
the bush. He brought them out, after
that he had shewed wonders and
signs in the land of Egypt, and in the
Red sea, and in the wilderness forty
years.

This is that Moses, which said
unto the children of Israel, A prophet
shall the Lord your God raise up unto
you of your brethren, like unto me;

Not as though the word of God
hath taken none effect. For they are
not all Israel, which are of Israel:
Neither, because they are the seed of
Abraham, are they all children: but, In
Isaac shall thy seed be called. That is,
They which are the children of the
flesh, these are not the children of
God: but the children of the promise
are counted for the seed. For this is the
word of promise, At this time will I
come, and Sarah shall have a son. And
not only this; but when Rebecca also
had conceived by one, even by our
father Isaac; (For the children being not
yet born, neither having done any
good or evil, that the purpose of God
according to election might stand, not
of works, but of him that calleth;) It
was said unto her, The elder shall
serve the younger. As it is written,

Jacob have I loved, but Esau have I
hated.

What shall we say then? Is there
unrighteousness with God? God for-
bid. For he saith to Moses, I will have
mercy on whom I will have mercy,
and I will have compassion on whom
I will have compassion. So then it is
not of him that willeth, nor of him that
runneth, but of God that sheweth
mercy. For the scripture saith unto
Pharaoh, Even for this same purpose
have I raised thee up, that I might
shew my power in thee, and that my
name might be declared throughout
all the earth. Therefore hath he mercy
on whom he will have mercy, and
whom he will he hardeneth. Thou wilt
say then unto me, Why doth he yet
find fault? For who hath resisted his
will? Nay but, O man, who art thou
that repliest against God? Shall the
thing formed say to him that formed
it, Why hast thou made me thus? Hath
not the potter power over the clay, of
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the same lump to make one vessel
unto honour, and another unto dis-
honour? What if God, willing to shew
his wrath, and to make his power
known, endured with much longsuf-
fering the vessels of wrath fitted to
destruction: And that he might make
known the riches of his glory on the
vessels of mercy, which he had afore
prepared unto glory, Even us, whom
he hath called, not of the Jews only,
but also of the Gentiles? As he saith
also in Osee, I will call them my
people, which were not my people;
and her beloved, which was not
beloved. And it shall come to pass,
that in the place where it was said
unto them, Ye are not my people; there
shall they be called the children of the
living God. Esaias also crieth concern-
ing Israel, Though the number of the
children of Israel be as the sand of the

sea, a remnant shall be saved: For he
will finish the work, and cut it short in
righteousness: because a short work
will the Lord make upon the earth.
And as Esaias said before, Except the
Lord of Sabaoth had left us a seed, we
had been as Sodoma, and been made
like unto Gomorrha. What shall we
say then? That the Gentiles, which fol-
lowed not after righteousness, have
attained to righteousness, even the
righteousness which is of faith. But
Israel, which followed after the law of
righteousness, hath not attained to the
law of righteousness. Wherefore?
Because they sought it not by faith, but
as it were by the works of the law. For
they stumbled at that stumblingstone;
As it is written, Behold, I lay in Sion a
stumblingstone and rock of offence:
and whosoever believeth on him shall
not be ashamed.

If that which ye have heard from
the beginning shall remain in you, ye
also shall continue in the Son, and in
the Father. And this is the promise
that he hath promised us, even eternal
life. These things have I written unto
you concerning them that seduce you.
But the anointing which ye have
received of him abideth in you, and ye

and even as it hath taught you, ye
shall abide in him.

And the
patriarchs, moved with envy, sold
Joseph into Egypt: but God was with
him, And delivered him out of all his
afflictions, and gave him favour and
wisdom in the sight of Pharaoh king
of Egypt; and he made him governor
over Egypt and all his house. Now
there came a dearth over all the land
of Egypt and Chanaan, and great
affliction: and our fathers found no
sustenance. But when Jacob heard that
there was corn in Egypt, he sent out
our fathers first. And at the second
time Joseph was made known to his
brethren; and Joseph's kindred was
made known unto Pharaoh. Then sent
Joseph, and called his father Jacob to
him, and all his kindred, threescore

and fifteen souls. So Jacob went down
into Egypt, and died, he, and our fath-
ers, And were carried over into
Sychem, and laid in the sepulchre that
Abraham bought for a sum of money
of the sons of Emmor the father of
Sychem. But when the time of the
promise drew nigh, which God had
sworn to Abraham, the people grew
and multiplied in Egypt, Till another
king arose, which knew not Joseph.
The same dealt subtilly with our
kindred, and evil entreated our fath-
ers, so that they cast out their young
children, to the end they might not
live. In which time Moses was born,
and was exceeding fair, and nourished
up in his father's house three months:
And when he was cast out, Pharaoh's
daughter took him up, and nourished
him for her own son. And Moses was
learned in all the wisdom of the Egyp-
tians, and was mighty in words and in

deeds.

And immediately the man was
made whole, and took up his bed, and
walked: and on the same day was the
sabbath.

The Jews therefore said unto
him that was cured, It is the sabbath
day: it is not lawful for thee to carry
thy bed. He answered them, He that
made me whole, the same said unto
me, Take up thy bed, and walk. Then
asked they him, What man is that
which said unto thee, Take up thy
bed, and walk? And he that was
healed wist not who it was: for Jesus
had conveyed himself away, a multi-
tude being in that place. Afterward
Jesus findeth him in the temple, and
said unto him, Behold, thou art made
whole: sin no more, lest a worse thing
come unto thee. The man departed,
and told the Jews that it was Jesus,
which had made him whole. And
therefore did the Jews persecute Jesus,
and sought to slay him, because he
had done these things on the sabbath
day.

But Jesus answered them, My
Father worketh hitherto, and I work.
Therefore the Jews sought the more to
kill him, because he not only had
broken the sabbath, but said also that
God was his Father, making himself
equal with God.

Verily, verily, I say unto thee,
We speak that we do know, and
testify that we have seen; and ye
receive not our witness. If I have told

you earthly things, and ye believe not,
how shall ye believe, if I tell you of
heavenly things? And no man hath
ascended up to heaven, but he that
came down from heaven, even the Son
of man which is in heaven.

And as Moses lifted up the serpent in
the wilderness, even so must the Son
of man be lifted up: That whosoever
believeth in him should not perish,
but have eternal life.

For God so loved the world, that
he gave his only begotten Son, that
whosoever believeth in him should
not perish, but have everlasting life.
For God sent not his Son into the
world to condemn the world; but that
the world through him might be
saved.

He that believeth on him is not
condemned: but he that believeth not
is condemned already, because he
hath not believed in the name of the
only begotten Son of God. And this is
the condemnation, that light is come
into the world, and men loved dark-
ness rather than light, because their
deeds were evil. For every one that
doeth evil hateth the light, neither
cometh to the light, lest his deeds
should be reproved. But he that doeth
truth cometh to the light, that his
deeds may be made manifest, that

they are wrought in God. Glory be to God
forever.

The Pauline Epistle
Hebrews 10:19-39
A chapter from the Epistle of our teacher Paul to the Hebrews. His blessing be upon us. Amen.

Having therefore, brethren,
boldness to enter into the holiest by
the blood of Jesus, By a new and liv-
ing way, which he hath consecrated
for us, through the veil, that is to say,
his flesh; And having an high priest
over the house of God; Let us draw
near with a true heart in full assurance
of faith, having our hearts sprinkled
from an evil conscience, and our bod-
ies washed with pure water. Let us
hold fast the profession of our faith
without wavering; (for he is faithful
that promised;) And let us consider
one another to provoke unto love and
to good works: Not forsaking the
assembling of ourselves together, as
the manner of some is; but exhorting
one another: and so much the more, as
ye see the day approaching. For if we
sin wilfully after that we have
received the knowledge of the truth,
there remaineth no more sacrifice for
sins, But a certain fearful looking for
of judgment and fiery indignation,
which shall devour the adversaries.
He that despised Moses' law died
without mercy under two or three wit-
nesses: Of how much sorer punish-
ment, suppose ye, shall he be thought
worthy, who hath trodden under foot
the Son of God, and hath counted the
blood of the covenant, wherewith he

was sanctified, an unholy thing, and
hath done despite unto the Spirit of
grace? For we know him that hath
said, Vengeance belongeth unto me, I
will recompense, saith the Lord. And
again, The Lord shall judge his people.
It is a fearful thing to fall into the
hands of the living God. But call to
remembrance the former days, in
which, after ye were illuminated, ye
endured a great fight of afflictions;
Partly, whilst ye were made a gazing-
stock both by reproaches and afflic-
tions; and partly, whilst ye became
companions of them that were so
used. For ye had compassion of me in
my bonds, and took joyfully the spoil-
ing of your goods, knowing in
yourselves that ye have in heaven a
better and an enduring substance.
Cast not away therefore your confid-
ence, which hath great recompence of
reward. For ye have need of patience,
that, after ye have done the will of
God, ye might receive the promise.
For yet a little while, and he that shall
come will come, and will not tarry.
Now the just shall live by faith: but if
any man draw back, my soul shall
have no pleasure in him. But we are
not of them who draw back unto per-
dition; but of them that believe to the
saving of the soul.

How can ye
believe, which receive honour one of
another, and seek not the honour that
cometh from God only? Do not think
that I will accuse you to the Father:
there is one that accuseth you, even
Moses, in whom ye trust. For had ye
believed Moses, ye would have

believed me: for he wrote of me. Glory be
to God forever.

A chapter from the Epistle of our teacher Paul to Romans. His blessing be upon us. Amen.

For I speak to you Gentiles, inas-
much as I am the apostle of the Gen-
tiles, I magnify mine office: If by any
means I may provoke to emulation
them which are my flesh, and might
save some of them. For if the casting
away of them be the reconciling of the
world, what shall the receiving of them

be, but life from the dead? For if the
tirstfruit be holy, the lump is also holy:
and if the root be holy, so are the
branches. And if some of the branches
be broken off, and thou, being a wild
olive tree, wert graffed in among
them, and with them partakest of the
root and fatness of the olive tree; Boast
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not against the branches. But if thou
boast, thou bearest not the root, but
the root thee. Thou wilt say then, The
branches were broken off, that I might
be graffed in. Well; because of unbe-
lief they were broken off, and thou
standest by faith. Be not highminded,
but fear: For if God spared not the nat-
ural branches, take heed lest he also
spare not thee. Behold therefore the
goodness and severity of God: on
them which fell, severity; but toward
thee, goodness, if thou continue in his
goodness: otherwise thou also shalt be
cut off. And they also, if they abide
not still in unbelief, shall be graffed in:
for God is able to graff them in again.
For if thou wert cut out of the olive
tree which is wild by nature, and wert
graffed contrary to nature into a good
olive tree: how much more shall these,
which be the natural branches, be
graffed into their own olive tree?

For I would not, brethren, that
ye should be ignorant of this mystery,
lest ye should be wise in your own
conceits; that blindness in part is
happened to Israel, until the fulness of
the Gentiles be come in. And so all

Israel shall be saved: as it is written,
There shall come out of Sion the
Deliverer, and shall turn away ungod-
liness from Jacob: For this is my cov-
enant unto them, when I shall take
away their sins. As concerning the
gospel, they are enemies for your
sakes: but as touching the election,
they are beloved for the fathers' sakes.
For the gifts and calling of God are
without repentance. For as ye in times
past have not believed God, yet have
now obtained mercy through their
unbelief: Even so have these also now
not believed, that through your mercy
they also may obtain mercy. For God
hath concluded them all in unbelief,
that he might have mercy upon all.

O the depth of the riches both of
the wisdom and knowledge of God!
how unsearchable are his judgments,
and his ways past finding out! For
who hath known the mind of the
Lord? or who hath been his counsel-
lor? Or who hath first given to him,
and it shall be recompensed unto him
again? For of him, and through him,
and to him, are all things: to whom be
glory for ever. Amen.

1 John 5:9-21
The Catholic Epistle from the First Epistle of our teacher John. His Blessing be upon us. Amen.

If we receive the witness of men,
the witness of God is greater: for this
is the witness of God which he hath
testified of his Son. He that believeth
on the Son of God hath the witness in

himself: he that believeth not God
hath made him a liar; because he
believeth not the record that God gave
of his Son. And this is the record, that
God hath given to us eternal life, and
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this life is in his Son. He that hath the
Son hath life; and he that hath not the
Son of God hath not life. These things
have I written unto you that believe
on the name of the Son of God; that ye
may know that ye have eternal life,
and that ye may believe on the name
of the Son of God.

And, behold, immediately there were
three men already come unto the
house where 1 was, sent from
Caesarea unto me. And the spirit bade
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me go with them, nothing doubting.
Moreover these six brethren accom-
panied me, and we entered into the
man's house: And he shewed us how
he had seen an angel in his house,
which stood and said unto him, Send
men to Joppa, and call for Simon,
whose surname is Peter; Who shall tell
thee words, whereby thou and all thy
house shall be saved. And as I began
to speak, the Holy Ghost fell on them,
as on us at the beginning. Then

remembered I the word of the Lord,
how that he said, John indeed bap-
tized with water; but ye shall be bap-
tized with the Holy Ghost. Forasmuch
then as God gave them the like gift as
he did unto us, who believed on the
Lord Jesus Christ; what was I, that I
could withstand God? When they
heard these things, they held their
peace, and glorified God, saying, Then
hath God also to the Gentiles granted
repentance unto life.

And as Jesus passed by, he saw a
man which was blind from his birth.
And his disciples asked him, saying,
Master, who did sin, this man, or his
parents, that he was born blind? Jesus
answered, Neither hath this man
sinned, nor his parents: but that the
works of God should be made mani-
fest in him. I must work the works of
him that sent me, while it is day: the
night cometh, when no man can work.
As long as I am in the world, I am the
light of the world. When he had thus
spoken, he spat on the ground, and
made clay of the spittle, and he anoin-

ted the eyes of the blind man with the
clay, And said unto him, Go, wash in
the pool of Siloam, (which is by inter-
pretation, Sent.) He went his way
therefore, and washed, and came see-
ing.

The neighbours therefore, and
they which before had seen him that
he was blind, said, Is not this he that
sat and begged? Some said, This is he:
others said, He is like him: but he said,
I am he. Therefore said they unto him,
How were thine eyes opened? He
answered and said, A man that is
called Jesus made clay, and anointed
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mine eyes, and said unto me, Go to
the pool of Siloam, and wash: and I
went and washed, and 1 received
sight. Then said they unto him, Where
is he? He said, I know not.

They brought to the Pharisees
him that aforetime was blind. And it
was the sabbath day when Jesus made
the clay, and opened his eyes. Then
again the Pharisees also asked him
how he had received his sight. He said
unto them, He put clay upon mine
eyes, and I washed, and do see. There-
fore said some of the Pharisees, This
man is not of God, because he keepeth
not the sabbath day. Others said, How
can a man that is a sinner do such mir-
acles? And there was a division
among them. They say unto the blind
man again, What sayest thou of him,
that he hath opened thine eyes? He
said, He is a prophet. But the Jews did
not believe concerning him, that he
had been blind, and received his sight,
until they called the parents of him
that had received his sight. And they
asked them, saying, Is this your son,
who ye say was born blind? how then
doth he now see? His parents
answered them and said, We know
that this is our son, and that he was
born blind: But by what means he
now seeth, we know not; or who hath
opened his eyes, we know not: he is of
age; ask him: he shall speak for him-
self. These words spake his parents,
because they feared the Jews: for the
Jews had agreed already, that if any

man did confess that he was Christ, he
should be put out of the synagogue.
Therefore said his parents, He is of
age; ask him. Then again called they
the man that was blind, and said unto
him, Give God the praise: we know
that this man is a sinner. He answered
and said, Whether he be a sinner or
no, I know not: one thing I know, that,
whereas | was blind, now I see. Then
said they to him again, What did he to
thee? how opened he thine eyes? He
answered them, I have told you
already, and ye did not hear: where-
fore would ye hear it again? will ye
also be his disciples? Then they
reviled him, and said, Thou art his
disciple; but we are Moses' disciples.
We know that God spake unto Moses:
as for this fellow, we know not from
whence he is. The man answered and
said unto them, Why herein is a mar-
vellous thing, that ye know not from
whence he is, and yet he hath opened
mine eyes. Now we know that God
heareth not sinners: but if any man be
a worshipper of God, and doeth his
will, him he heareth. Since the world
began was it not heard that any man
opened the eyes of one that was born
blind. If this man were not of God, he
could do nothing. They answered and
said unto him, Thou wast altogether
born in sins, and dost thou teach us?
And they cast him out. Jesus heard
that they had cast him out; and when
he had found him, he said unto him,
Dost thou believe on the Son of God?
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He answered and said, Who is he, both seen him, and it is he that talketh
Lord, that I might believe on him? with thee. And he said, Lord, I believe.

And Jesus said unto him, Thou hast And he worshipped him. Glory be to God
forever.

A chapter from the First Epistle of our teacher Paul to the Corinthians. His blessing be upon us. Amen.

If any man that is called a
brother be a fornicator, or covetous, or
an idolater, or a railer, or a drunkard,
or an extortioner; with such an one no
not to eat. For what have I to do to
judge them also that are without? do
not ye judge them that are within? But
them that are without God judgeth.
Therefore put away from among
yourselves that wicked person.

Dare any of you, having a mat-
ter against another, go to law before
the unjust, and not before the saints?
Do ye not know that the saints shall
judge the world? and if the world
shall be judged by you, are ye
unworthy to judge the smallest mat-
ters? Know ye not that we shall judge
angels? how much more things that
pertain to this life? If then ye have
judgments of things pertaining to this
life, set them to judge who are least
esteemed in the church. I speak to
your shame. Is it so, that there is not a

wise man among you? no, not one
that shall be able to judge between his
brethren? But brother goeth to law
with brother, and that before the
unbelievers. Now therefore there is
utterly a fault among you, because ye
go to law one with another. Why do
ye not rather take wrong? why do ye
not rather suffer yourselves to be
defrauded? Nay, ye do wrong, and
defraud, and that your brethren. Know
ye not that the unrighteous shall not
inherit the kingdom of God?

For this Melchisedec, king of

him; To whom also Abraham gave a
tenth part of all; first being by inter-
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pretation King of righteousness, and
after that also King of Salem, which is,
King of peace; Without father, without
mother, without descent, having
neither beginning of days, nor end of
life; but made like unto the Son of
God; abideth a priest continually.
Now consider how great this man
was, unto whom even the patriarch
Abraham gave the tenth of the spoils.
And verily they that are of the sons of
Levi, who receive the office of the
priesthood, have a commandment to
take tithes of the people according to
the law, that is, of their brethren,
though they come out of the loins of
Abraham: But he whose descent is not
counted from them received tithes of
Abraham, and blessed him that had
the promises. And without all contra-
diction the less is blessed of the better.
And here men that die receive tithes;
but there he receiveth them, of whom it
is witnessed that he liveth. And as I
may so say, Levi also, who receiveth
tithes, payed tithes in Abraham. For

he was yet in the loins of his father,
when Melchisedec met him. If there-
fore perfection were by the Levitical
priesthood, (for under it the people
received the law,) what further need
was there that another priest should
rise after the order of Melchisedec,
and not be called after the order of
Aaron? For the priesthood being
changed, there is made of necessity a
change also of the law. For he of
whom these things are spoken per-
taineth to another tribe, of which no
man gave attendance at the altar. For
it is evident that our Lord sprang out
of Juda; of which tribe Moses spake
nothing concerning priesthood. And it
is yet far more evident: for that after
the similitude of Melchisedec there
ariseth another priest, Who is made,
not after the law of a carnal com-
mandment, but after the power of an
endless life. For he testifieth, Thou art
a priest for ever after the order of
Melchisedec.

2 John 1-13
The Catholic Epistle from the Second Epistle of our teacher John. His Blessing be upon us. Amen.

The elder unto the elect lady and
her children, whom I love in the truth;
and not I only, but also all they that
have known the truth; For the truth's
sake, which dwelleth in us, and shall
be with us for ever.

Having many things to write
unto you, I would not write with
paper and ink: but I trust to come unto
you, and speak face to face, that our
joy may be full. The children of thy
elect sister greet thee.

Then spake the Lord to Paul in
the night by a vision, Be not afraid,
but speak, and hold not thy peace: For
I am with thee, and no man shall set
on thee to hurt thee: for I have much
people in this city. And he continued
there a year and six months, teaching
the word of God among them.

And when Gallio was the
deputy of Achaia, the Jews made
insurrection with one accord against
Paul, and brought him to the judg-
ment seat, Saying, This fellow per-
suadeth men to worship God contrary
to the law. And when Paul was now
about to open his mouth, Gallio said
unto the Jews, If it were a matter of
wrong or wicked lewdness, O ye Jews,

reason would that I should bear with
you: But if it be a question of words
and names, and of your law, look ye to
it; for I will be no judge of such mat-
ters.

And Paul after this tarried there
yet a good while, and then took his
leave of the brethren, and sailed
thence into Syria, and with him
Priscilla and Aquila; having shorn his
head in Cenchrea: for he had a vow.
And he came to Ephesus, and left
them there: but he himself entered
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into the synagogue, and reasoned
with the Jews. When they desired him
to tarry longer time with them, he con-
sented not; But bade them farewell,

saying, I must by all means keep this
feast that cometh in Jerusalem: but I
will return again unto you, if God
will.

So I sware in my
wrath, They shall not enter into my

rest.) Take heed, brethren, lest there be
in any of you an evil heart of unbelief,
in departing from the living God. But
exhort one another daily, while it is
called To day; lest any of you be
hardened through the deceitfulness of
sin. For we are made partakers of
Christ, if we hold the beginning of our
confidence stedfast unto the end;
While it is said, To day if ye will hear
his voice, harden not your hearts, as in
the provocation. For some, when they
had heard, did provoke: howbeit not
all that came out of Egypt by Moses.
But with whom was he grieved forty
years? was it not with them that had
sinned, whose carcases fell in the wil-
derness? And to whom sware he that
they should not enter into his rest, but
to them that believed not? So we see
that they could not enter in because of
unbelief.

Let us therefore fear, lest, a
promise being left us of entering into
his rest, any of you should seem to
come short of it. For unto us was the
gospel preached, as well as unto them:
but the word preached did not profit
them, not being mixed with faith in
them that heard it.

I thank my God, I speak with
tongues more than ye all: Yet in the
church I had rather speak five words
with my understanding, that by my
voice I might teach others also, than
ten thousand words in an unknown
tongue. Brethren, be not children in
understanding: howbeit in malice be
ye children, but in understanding be
men. In the law it is written, With men
of other tongues and other lips will I
speak unto this people; and yet for all

that will they not hear me, saith the
Lord. Wherefore tongues are for a
sign, not to them that believe, but to
them that believe not: but prophesy-
ing serveth not for them that believe
not, but for them which believe. If
therefore the whole church be come
together into one place, and all speak
with tongues, and there come in those
that are unlearned, or unbelievers, will
they not say that ye are mad? But if all
prophesy, and there come in one that
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believeth not, or one unlearned, he is
convinced of all, he is judged of all:
And thus are the secrets of his heart
made manifest; and so falling down
on his face he will worship God, and
report that God is in you of a truth.
How is it then, brethren? when ye
come together, every one of you hath
a psalm, hath a doctrine, hath a
tongue, hath a revelation, hath an
interpretation. Let all things be done
unto edifying. If any man speak in an
unknown tongue, let it be by two, or at
the most by three, and that by course;

and let one interpret. But if there be no
interpreter, let him keep silence in the
church; and let him speak to himself,
and to God. Let the prophets speak
two or three, and let the other judge. If
any thing be revealed to another that
sitteth by, let the first hold his peace.
For ye may all prophesy one by one,
that all may learn, and all may be
comforted. And the spirits of the
prophets are subject to the prophets.
For God is not the author of confusion,
but of peace.

shall understand. For which cause
also I have been much hindered from
coming to you. But now having no
more place in these parts, and having
a great desire these many years to
come unto you; Whensoever I take my
journey into Spain, I will come to you:
for I trust to see you in my journey,
and to be brought on my way thither-
ward by you, if first I be somewhat
filled with your company. But now I go
unto Jerusalem to minister unto the
saints. For it hath pleased them of
Macedonia and Achaia to make a cer-
tain contribution for the poor saints
which are at Jerusalem. It hath pleased
them verily; and their debtors they
are. For if the Gentiles have been
made partakers of their spiritual
things, their duty is also to minister
unto them in carnal things. When
therefore I have performed this, and
have sealed to them this fruit, I will
come by you into Spain. And I am
sure that, when I come unto you, I
shall come in the fulness of the bless-
ing of the gospel of Christ.

And Barnabas and Saul returned
from Jerusalem, when they had ful-
filled their ministry, and took with
them John, whose surname was Mark.

man. For who hath known the mind

of the Lord, that he may instruct him?
But we have the mind of Christ.

And there sat a certain man at
Lystra, impotent in his feet, being a
cripple from his mother's womb, who
never had walked: The same heard
Paul speak: who stedfastly beholding
him, and perceiving that he had faith
to be healed, Said with a loud voice,
Stand upright on thy feet.

Let a man so account of us, as of
the ministers of Christ, and stewards
of the mysteries of God. Moreover it is
required in stewards, that a man be
found faithful. But with me it is a very
small thing that I should be judged of
you, or of man's judgment: yea, I
judge not mine own self. For I know
nothing by myself; yet am I not hereby
justified: but he that judgeth me is the
Lord. Therefore judge nothing before
the time, until the Lord come, who

both will bring to light the hidden
things of darkness, and will make
manifest the counsels of the hearts:
and then shall every man have praise
of God. And these things, brethren, I
have in a figure transferred to myself
and to Apollos for your sakes; that ye
might learn in us not to think of men
above that which is written, that no
one of you be puffed up for one
against another. For who maketh thee
to differ from another? and what hast
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thou that thou didst not receive? now
if thou didst receive it, why dost thou
glory, as if thou hadst not received it?
Now ye are full, now ye are rich, ye
have reigned as kings without us: and
I would to God ye did reign, that we
also might reign with you. For I think
that God hath set forth us the apostles
last, as it were appointed to death: for
we are made a spectacle unto the
world, and to angels, and to men. We
are fools for Christ's sake, but ye are
wise in Christ; we are weak, but ye are
strong; ye are honourable, but we are
despised. Even unto this present hour

we both hunger, and thirst, and are
naked, and are buffeted, and have no
certain dwellingplace; And labour,
working with our own hands: being
reviled, we bless; being persecuted,
we suffer it: Being defamed, we
intreat: we are made as the filth of the
world, and are the offscouring of all
things unto this day. I write not these
things to shame you, but as my
beloved sons I warn you. For though
ye have ten thousand instructers in
Christ, yet have ye not many fathers:
for in Christ Jesus I have begotten you
through the gospel. Wherefore 1
beseech you, be ye followers of me.

The grace of God the Father be with you all. Amen.

The Catholic Epistle
2 Peter 1:19-2:9
The Catholic Epistle from the Second Epistle of our teacher Peter. His Blessing be upon us. Amen.

We have also a more sure word
of prophecy; whereunto ye do well
that ye take heed, as unto a light that
shineth in a dark place, until the day
dawn, and the day star arise in your
hearts: Knowing this first, that no
prophecy of the scripture is of any
private interpretation. For the proph-
ecy came not in old time by the will of
man: but holy men of God spake as
they were moved by the Holy Ghost.

But there were false prophets
also among the people, even as there
shall be false teachers among you,
who privily shall bring in damnable
heresies, even denying the Lord that
bought them, and bring upon them-
selves swift destruction. And many

shall follow their pernicious ways; by
reason of whom the way of truth shall
be evil spoken of. And through covet-
ousness shall they with feigned words
make merchandise of you: whose
judgment now of a long time lingereth
not, and their damnation slumbereth
not. For if God spared not the angels
that sinned, but cast them down to
hell, and delivered them into chains of
darkness, to be reserved unto judg-
ment; And spared not the old world,
but saved Noah the eighth person, a
preacher of righteousness, bringing in
the flood upon the world of the
ungodly; And turning the cities of
Sodom and Gomorrah into ashes con-
demned them with an overthrow,
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making them an ensample unto those
that after should live ungodly; And
delivered just Lot, vexed with the
filthy conversation of the wicked: (For
that righteous man dwelling among
them, in seeing and hearing, vexed his

righteous soul from day to day with
their unlawful deeds;) The Lord
knoweth how to deliver the godly out
of temptations, and to reserve the
unjust unto the day of judgment to be
punished.

Do not love the world, nor the things which are in the world. The world shall pass away and all its desires; but he

who does the will of God shall abide forever. Amen.

The Praxis
Acts 17:1-12
A chapter from the Acts of our fathers the pure Apostles, who were invested with the grace of the Holy Spirit. Their

blessing be with us all. Amen.

Now when they had passed
through Amphipolis and Apollonia,
they came to Thessalonica, where was
a synagogue of the Jews: And Paul, as
his manner was, went in unto them,
and three sabbath days reasoned with
them out of the scriptures, Opening
and alleging, that Christ must needs
have suffered, and risen again from
the dead; and that this Jesus, whom I
preach unto you, is Christ. And some
of them believed, and consorted with
Paul and Silas; and of the devout
Greeks a great multitude, and of the
chief women not a few.

But the Jews which believed not,
moved with envy, took unto them cer-
tain lewd fellows of the baser sort, and
gathered a company, and set all the
city on an uproar, and assaulted the
house of Jason, and sought to bring
them out to the people. And when
they found them not, they drew Jason
and certain brethren unto the rulers of

the city, crying, These that have
turned the world upside down are
come hither also; Whom Jason hath
received: and these all do contrary to
the decrees of Caesar, saying that
there is another king, one Jesus. And
they troubled the people and the
rulers of the city, when they heard
these things. And when they had
taken security of Jason, and of the
other, they let them go.

And the brethren immediately
sent away Paul and Silas by night
unto Berea: who coming thither went
into the synagogue of the Jews. These
were more noble than those in Thes-
salonica, in that they received the
word with all readiness of mind, and
searched the scriptures daily, whether
those things were so. Therefore many
of them believed; also of honourable
women which were Greeks, and of
men, not a few.

Wherefore I say unto you, All
manner of sin and blasphemy shall be
forgiven unto men: but the blasphemy
against the Holy Ghost shall not be for-
given unto men. And whosoever
speaketh a word against the Son of
man, it shall be forgiven him: but
whosoever speaketh against the Holy
Ghost, it shall not be forgiven him,
neither in this world, neither in the
world to come. Either make the tree
good, and his fruit good; or else make
the tree corrupt, and his fruit corrupt:
for the tree is known by his fruit. O
generation of vipers, how can ye,
being evil, speak good things? for out
of the abundance of the heart the
mouth speaketh. A good man out of
the good treasure of the heart bringeth
forth good things: and an evil man out
of the evil treasure bringeth forth evil
things. But I say unto you, That every
idle word that men shall speak, they
shall give account thereof in the day of
judgment.

She turned herself, and saith
unto him, Rabboni; which is to say,
Master. Jesus saith unto her, Touch
me not; for I am not yet ascended to
my Father: but go to my brethren, and
say unto them, I ascend unto my
Father, and your Father; and fo my

The Pauline Epistle
1 Corinthians 9:1-27
A chapter from the First Epistle of our teacher Paul to the Corinthians. His blessing be upon us. Amen.

Am I not an apostle? am I not
free? have I not seen Jesus Christ our
Lord? are not ye my work in the Lord?
If I be not an apostle unto others, yet
doubtless I am to you: for the seal of
mine apostleship are ye in the Lord.
Mine answer to them that do examine
me is this, Have we not power to eat
and to drink? Have we not power to

lead about a sister, a wife, as well as
other apostles, and as the brethren of
the Lord, and Cephas? Or I only and
Barnabas, have not we power to for-
bear working? Who goeth a warfare
any time at his own charges? who
planteth a vineyard, and eateth not of
the fruit thereof? or who feedeth a
flock, and eateth not of the milk of the
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flock? Say I these things as a man? or
saith not the law the same also? For it
is written in the law of Moses, Thou
shalt not muzzle the mouth of the ox
that treadeth out the corn. Doth God
take care for oxen? Or saith he it alto-
gether for our sakes? For our sakes, no
doubt, this is written: that he that
ploweth should plow in hope; and
that he that thresheth in hope should
be partaker of his hope. If we have
sown unto you spiritual things, is it a
great thing if we shall reap your car-
nal things? If others be partakers of
this power over you, are not we
rather? Nevertheless we have not
used this power; but suffer all things,
lest we should hinder the gospel of
Christ. Do ye not know that they
which minister about holy things live
of the things of the temple? and they
which wait at the altar are partakers
with the altar? Even so hath the Lord
ordained that they which preach the
gospel should live of the gospel. But I
have used none of these things:
neither have I written these things,
that it should be so done unto me: for
it were better for me to die, than that
any man should make my glorying
void. For though I preach the gospel, 1
have nothing to glory of: for necessity
is laid upon me; yea, woe is unto me,
if I preach not the gospel! For if I do
this thing willingly, I have a reward:
but if against my will, a dispensation

of the gospel is committed unto me.
What is my reward then? Verily that,
when I preach the gospel, I may make
the gospel of Christ without charge,
that I abuse not my power in the gos-
pel. For though I be free from all men,
yet have I made myself servant unto
all, that I might gain the more. And
unto the Jews I became as a Jew, that I
might gain the Jews; to them that are
under the law, as under the law, that I
might gain them that are under the
law; To them that are without law, as
without law, (being not without law
to God, but under the law to Christ,)
that I might gain them that are
without law. To the weak became I as
weak, that I might gain the weak: I am
made all things to all men, that I might
by all means save some. And this I do
for the gospel's sake, that I might be
partaker thereof with you. Know ye
not that they which run in a race run
all, but one receiveth the prize? So
run, that ye may obtain. And every
man that striveth for the mastery is
temperate in all things. Now they do it
to obtain a corruptible crown; but we
an incorruptible. I therefore so run,
not as uncertainly; so fight I, not as
one that beateth the air: But I keep
under my body, and bring it into sub-
jection: lest that by any means, when I
have preached to others, I myself
should be a castaway.

and peace, be multiplied. Blessed be

Jesus Christ: Whom having not seen,
ye love; in whom, though now ye see
him not, yet believing, ye rejoice with
joy unspeakable and full of glory:
Receiving the end of your faith, even
the salvation of your souls. Of which
salvation the prophets have enquired
and searched diligently, who proph-
esied of the grace that should come unto
you: Searching what, or what manner
of time the Spirit of Christ which was
in them did signify, when it testified
beforehand the sufferings of Christ,
and the glory that should follow. Unto
whom it was revealed, that not unto
themselves, but unto us they did min-
ister the things, which are now repor-
ted unto you by them that have
preached the gospel unto you with the
Holy Ghost sent down from heaven;
which things the angels desire to look
into.

Paul, an apostle, (not of men,
neither by man, but by Jesus Christ,
and God the Father, who raised him
from the dead;) And all the brethren
which are with me, unto the churches
of Galatia: Grace be to you and peace
from God the Father, and from our
Lord Jesus Christ, Who gave himself
for our sins, that he might deliver us
from this present evil world, accord-
ing to the will of God and our Father:

I marvel that ye are so soon
removed from him that called you
into the grace of Christ unto another
gospel: Which is not another; but there
be some that trouble you, and would

pervert the gospel of Christ. But
though we, or an angel from heaven,
preach any other gospel unto you than
that which we have preached unto
you, let him be accursed. As we said
before, so say I now again, If any man
preach any other gospel unto you than
that ye have received, let him be
accursed.

For do I now persuade men, or
God? or do I seek to please men? for if
I yet pleased men, I should not be the
servant of Christ. But I certify you,
brethren, that the gospel which was
preached of me is not after man. For I
neither received it of man, neither was
I taught it, but by the revelation of
Jesus Christ. For ye have heard of my
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conversation in time past in the Jews'
religion, how that beyond measure I
persecuted the church of God, and
wasted it: And profited in the Jews'
religion above many my equals in
mine own nation, being more exceed-
ingly zealous of the traditions of my
fathers. But when it pleased God, who
separated me from my mother's
womb, and called me by his grace, To
reveal his Son in me, that I might
preach him among the heathen; imme-
diately I conferred not with flesh and
blood: Neither went I up to Jerusalem
to them which were apostles before

me; but I went into Arabia, and
returned again unto Damascus. Then
after three years I went up to Jerus-
alem to see Peter, and abode with him
fifteen days. But other of the apostles
saw | none, save James the Lord's
brother. Now the things which I write
unto you, behold, before God, I lie not.
Afterwards I came into the regions of
Syria and Cilicia; And was unknown
by face unto the churches of Judaea
which were in Christ: But they had
heard only, That he which persecuted
us in times past now preacheth the
faith which once he destroyed. And
they glorified God in me.

1 give thee
charge in the sight of God, who
quickeneth all things, and before Christ
Jesus, who before Pontius Pilate wit-
nessed a good confession; That thou
keep this commandment without spot,
unrebukeable, until the appearing of
our Lord Jesus Christ: Which in his
times he shall shew, who is the blessed
and only Potentate, the King of kings,
and Lord of lords; Who only hath
immortality, dwelling in the light
which no man can approach unto;
whom no man hath seen, nor can see:
to whom be honour and power ever-
lasting. Amen.

James 3:1-12
The Catholic Epistle from the Epistle of our teacher James. His Blessing be upon us. Amen.

My brethren, be not many mas-
ters, knowing that we shall receive the
greater condemnation.

If any man
offend not in word, the same is a per-
fect man, and able also to bridle the
whole body. Behold, we put bits in the
horses' mouths, that they may obey
us; and we turn about their whole
body. Behold also the ships, which
though they be so great, and are driven
of fierce winds, yet are they turned
about with a very small helm, whith-
ersoever the governor listeth. Even so
the tongue is a little member, and
boasteth great things. Behold, how

great a matter a little fire kindleth!
And the tongue is a fire, a world of
iniquity: so is the tongue among our
members, that it defileth the whole
body, and setteth on fire the course of
nature; and it is set on fire of hell. For
every kind of beasts, and of birds, and
of serpents, and of things in the sea, is
tamed, and hath been tamed of man-
kind: But the tongue can no man tame;
it is an unruly evil, full of deadly
poison. Therewith bless we God, even
the Father; and therewith curse we
men, which are made after the similit-
ude of God. Out of the same mouth
proceedeth blessing and cursing. My
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brethren, these things ought not so to
be. Doth a fountain send forth at the
same place sweet water and Dbitter?
Can the fig tree, my brethren, bear

olive berries? either a vine, figs? so
can no fountain both yield salt water
and fresh.

And when Gallio was the
deputy of Achaia, the Jews made
insurrection with one accord against
Paul, and brought him to the judg-
ment seat, Saying, This fellow per-
suadeth men to worship God contrary
to the law. And when Paul was now
about to open his mouth, Gallio said
unto the Jews, If it were a matter of
wrong or wicked lewdness, O ye Jews,
reason would that I should bear with
you: But if it be a question of words
and names, and of your law, look ye to
it; for I will be no judge of such mat-
ters. And he drave them from the
judgment seat. Then all the Greeks
took Sosthenes, the chief ruler of the
synagogue, and beat him before the
judgment seat. And Gallio cared for
none of those things.

And Paul after this tarried there
yet a good while, and then took his

leave of the brethren, and sailed
thence into Syria, and with him
Priscilla and Aquila; having shorn his
head in Cenchrea: for he had a vow.
And he came to Ephesus, and left
them there: but he himself entered
into the synagogue, and reasoned
with the Jews. When they desired him
to tarry longer time with them, he con-
sented not; But bade them farewell,
saying, I must by all means keep this
feast that cometh in Jerusalem: but I
will return again unto you, if God
will. And he sailed from Ephesus.
And when he had landed at Caesarea,
and gone up, and saluted the church,
he went down to Antioch. And after
he had spent some time there, he
departed, and went over all the coun-
try of Galatia and Phrygia in order,
strengthening all the disciples.

And they did eat, and were all
filled: and there was taken up of frag-
ments that remained to them twelve
baskets. Glory be to God forever.

Then went in also
that other disciple, which came first to
the sepulchre, and he saw, and
believed. For as yet they knew not the
scripture, that he must rise again from
the dead. Then the disciples went
away again unto their own home.

But Mary stood without at the
sepulchre weeping: and as she wept,
she stooped down, and looked into the
sepulchre, And seeth two angels in
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white sitting, the one at the head, and
the other at the feet, where the body of
Jesus had lain. And they say unto her,
Woman, why weepest thou? She saith
unto them, Because they have taken
away my Lord, and I know not where
they have laid him. And when she
had thus said, she turned herself back,
and saw Jesus standing, and knew not
that it was Jesus. Jesus saith unto her,
Woman, why weepest thou? whom
seekest thou? She, supposing him to
be the gardener, saith unto him, Sir, if
thou have borne him hence, tell me

where thou hast laid him, and I will
take him away. Jesus saith unto her,
Mary. She turned herself, and saith
unto him, Rabboni; which is to say,
Master. Jesus saith unto her, Touch
me not; for I am not yet ascended to
my Father: but go to my brethren, and
say unto them, I ascend unto my
Father, and your Father; and fo my
God, and your God. Mary Magdalene
came and told the disciples that she
had seen the Lord, and that he had

spoken these things unto her. Gilory be to
God forever.

every name: That at the name of Jesus
every knee should bow, of things in
heaven, and things in earth, and things

under the earth; And that every
tongue should confess that Jesus
Christ is Lord, to the glory of God the
Father.

The Catholic Epistle
1 Peter 1:25-2:10
The Catholic Epistle from the First Epistle of our teacher Peter. His Blessing be upon us. Amen.

And this is the word which by
the gospel is preached unto you.
Wherefore laying aside all malice, and
all guile, and hypocrisies, and envies,
and all evil speakings, As newborn
babes, desire the sincere milk of the
word, that ye may grow thereby: If so
be ye have tasted that the Lord is gra-
cious. To whom coming, as unto a liv-
ing stone, disallowed indeed of men,
but chosen of God, and precious, Ye
also, as lively stones, are built up a
spiritual house, an holy priesthood, to
offer up spiritual sacrifices, acceptable
to God by Jesus Christ. Wherefore also
it is contained in the scripture, Behold,
I lay in Sion a chief corner stone, elect,
precious: and he that believeth on him
shall not be confounded.

The Praxis
Acts 19:11-22
A chapter from the Acts of our fathers the pure Apostles, who were invested with the grace of the Holy Spirit. Their

And God wrought special mir-
acles by the hands of Paul: So that
from his body were brought unto the
sick handkerchiefs or aprons, and the

diseases departed from them, and the
evil spirits went out of them.

Then certain of the vagabond
Jews, exorcists, took upon them to call
over them which had evil spirits the
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name of the Lord Jesus, saying, We
adjure you by Jesus whom Paul
preacheth. And there were seven sons
of one Sceva, a Jew, and chief of the
priests, which did so. And the evil
spirit answered and said, Jesus I
know, and Paul I know; but who are
ye? And the man in whom the evil
spirit was leaped on them, and over-
came them, and prevailed against
them, so that they fled out of that
house naked and wounded. And this
was known to all the Jews and Greeks
also dwelling at Ephesus; and fear fell
on them all, and the name of the Lord
Jesus was magnified.

So he sent into Macedonia two
of them that ministered unto him,
Timotheus and Erastus; but he himself
stayed in Asia for a season.

the Living God, to Whom is glory forever.

Now a certain man was sick,
named Lazarus, of Bethany, the town
of Mary and her sister Martha. (It was
that Mary which anointed the Lord
with ointment, and wiped his feet
with her hair, whose brother Lazarus
was sick.) Therefore his sisters sent
unto him, saying, Lord, behold, he
whom thou lovest is sick. When Jesus
heard that, he said, This sickness is not

unto death, but for the glory of God,
that the Son of God might be glorified
thereby. Now Jesus loved Martha, and
her sister, and Lazarus. When he had
heard therefore that he was sick, he
abode two days still in the same place
where he was. Then after that saith he
to his disciples, Let us go into Judaea
again. His disciples say unto him,
Master, the Jews of late sought to
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stone thee; and goest thou thither
again? Jesus answered, Are there not
twelve hours in the day? If any man
walk in the day, he stumbleth not,
because he seeth the light of this
world. But if a man walk in the night,
he stumbleth, because there is no light
in him. These things said he: and after
that he saith unto them, Our friend
Lazarus sleepeth; but I go, that I may
awake him out of sleep. Then said his
disciples, Lord, if he sleep, he shall do
well. Howbeit Jesus spake of his
death: but they thought that he had
spoken of taking of rest in sleep. Then
said Jesus unto them plainly, Lazarus
is dead. And I am glad for your sakes
that I was not there, to the intent ye
may believe; nevertheless let us go
unto him. Then said Thomas, which is
called Didymus, unto his fellowdis-
ciples, Let us also go, that we may die
with him. Then when Jesus came, he
found that he had lain in the grave
four days already. Now Bethany was
nigh unto Jerusalem, about fifteen fur-
longs off: And many of the Jews came
to Martha and Mary, to comfort them
concerning  their  brother. Then
Martha, as soon as she heard that
Jesus was coming, went and met him:
but Mary sat still in the house. Then
said Martha unto Jesus, Lord, if thou
hadst been here, my brother had not
died. But I know, that even now,
whatsoever thou wilt ask of God, God
will give it thee. Jesus saith unto her,
Thy brother shall rise again. Martha

saith unto him, I know that he shall
rise again in the resurrection at the
last day. Jesus said unto her, I am the
resurrection, and the life: he that
believeth in me, though he were dead,
yet shall he live: And whosoever liv-
eth and believeth in me shall never
die. Believest thou this? She saith unto
him, Yea, Lord: I believe that thou art
the Christ, the Son of God, which
should come into the world. And
when she had so said, she went her
way, and called Mary her sister
secretly, saying, The Master is come,
and calleth for thee. As soon as she
heard that, she arose quickly, and
came unto him. Now Jesus was not
yet come into the town, but was in
that place where Martha met him. The
Jews then which were with her in the
house, and comforted her, when they
saw Mary, that she rose up hastily and
went out, followed her, saying, She
goeth unto the grave to weep there.
Then when Mary was come where
Jesus was, and saw him, she fell down
at his feet, saying unto him, Lord, if
thou hadst been here, my brother had
not died. When Jesus therefore saw
her weeping, and the Jews also weep-
ing which came with her, he groaned
in the spirit, and was troubled, And
said, Where have ye laid him? They
said unto him, Lord, come and see.
Jesus wept. Then said the Jews,
Behold how he loved him! And some
of them said, Could not this man,
which opened the eyes of the blind,
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have caused that even this man
should not have died? Jesus therefore
again groaning in himself cometh to
the grave. It was a cave, and a stone
lay upon it. Jesus said, Take ye away
the stone. Martha, the sister of him
that was dead, saith unto him, Lord,
by this time he stinketh: for he hath
been dead four days. Jesus saith unto
her, Said I not unto thee, that, if thou
wouldest believe, thou shouldest see
the glory of God? Then they took
away the stone from the place where
the dead was laid. And Jesus lifted up
his eyes, and said, Father, I thank thee

that thou hast heard me. And I knew
that thou hearest me always: but
because of the people which stand by I
said it, that they may believe that thou
hast sent me. And when he thus had
spoken, he cried with a loud voice,
Lazarus, come forth. And he that was
dead came forth, bound hand and foot
with graveclothes: and his face was
bound about with a napkin. Jesus
saith unto them, Loose him, and let
him go. Then many of the Jews which
came to Mary, and had seen the things

which Jesus did, believed on him. Glory
be to God forever.

Bless, O Lord, the reading of the Holy Gospel, according to
St. Matthew. Blessed be He Who comes in the Name of the Lord. Our Lord, God, Saviour, and King of us all, Jesus Christ,

Son of the Living God, to Whom is glory forever.
In the end of the sabbath, as it

began to dawn toward the first day of
the week, came Mary Magdalene and
the other Mary to see the sepulchre.

1 Corinthians 9:1-27
A chapter from the First Epistle of our teacher Paul to the Corinthians. His blessing be upon us. Amen.

Am I not an apostle? am I not
free? have I not seen Jesus Christ our
Lord? are not ye my work in the Lord?
If I be not an apostle unto others, yet
doubtless I am to you: for the seal of
mine apostleship are ye in the Lord.
Mine answer to them that do examine
me is this, Have we not power to eat
and to drink? Have we not power to
lead about a sister, a wife, as well as
other apostles, and as the brethren of
the Lord, and Cephas? Or I only and
Barnabas, have not we power to for-
bear working? Who goeth a warfare
any time at his own charges? who
planteth a vineyard, and eateth not of
the fruit thereof? or who feedeth a
flock, and eateth not of the milk of the
flock? Say I these things as a man? or
saith not the law the same also? For it
is written in the law of Moses, Thou
shalt not muzzle the mouth of the ox
that treadeth out the corn. Doth God
take care for oxen? Or saith he it alto-
gether for our sakes? For our sakes, no
doubt, this is written: that he that
ploweth should plow in hope; and
that he that thresheth in hope should
be partaker of his hope. If we have
sown unto you spiritual things, is it a

great thing if we shall reap your car-
nal things? If others be partakers of
this power over you, are not we
rather? Nevertheless we have not
used this power; but suffer all things,
lest we should hinder the gospel of
Christ. Do ye not know that they
which minister about holy things live
of the things of the temple? and they
which wait at the altar are partakers
with the altar? Even so hath the Lord
ordained that they which preach the
gospel should live of the gospel. But 1
have used none of these things:
neither have I written these things,
that it should be so done unto me: for
it were better for me to die, than that
any man should make my glorying
void. For though I preach the gospel, 1
have nothing to glory of: for necessity
is laid upon me; yea, woe is unto me,
if I preach not the gospel! For if I do
this thing willingly, I have a reward:
but if against my will, a dispensation
of the gospel is committed unto me.
What is my reward then? Verily that,
when I preach the gospel, I may make
the gospel of Christ without charge,
that I abuse not my power in the gos-
pel. For though I be free from all men,
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yet have I made myself servant unto
all, that I might gain the more. And
unto the Jews I became as a Jew, that I
might gain the Jews; to them that are
under the law, as under the law, that |
might gain them that are under the
law; To them that are without law, as
without law, (being not without law
to God, but under the law to Christ,)
that I might gain them that are
without law. To the weak became I as
weak, that I might gain the weak: [ am
made all things to all men, that I might
by all means save some. And this I do
for the gospel's sake, that I might be

partaker thereof with you. Know ye
not that they which run in a race run
all, but one receiveth the prize? So
run, that ye may obtain. And every
man that striveth for the mastery is
temperate in all things. Now they do it
to obtain a corruptible crown; but we
an incorruptible. I therefore so run,
not as uncertainly; so fight I, not as
one that beateth the air: But I keep
under my body, and bring it into sub-
jection: lest that by any means, when I
have preached to others, I myself
should be a castaway.

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The Praxis
Acts 19:23-41
A chapter from the Acts of our fathers the pure Apostles, who were invested with the grace of the Holy Spirit. Their

blessing be with us all. Amen.

And the same time there arose
no small stir about that way. For a cer-
tain man named Demetrius, a silver-
smith, which made silver shrines for
Diana, brought no small gain unto the
craftsmen; Whom he called together
with the workmen of like occupation,
and said, Sirs, ye know that by this
craft we have our wealth. Moreover
ye see and hear, that not alone at Eph-
esus, but almost throughout all Asia,
this Paul hath persuaded and turned
away much people, saying that they
be no gods, which are made with
hands: So that not only this our craft is
in danger to be set at nought; but also
that the temple of the great goddess
Diana should be despised, and her
magnificence should be destroyed,
whom all Asia and the world wor-
shippeth. And when they heard these
sayings, they were full of wrath, and
cried out, saying, Great is Diana of the
Ephesians. And the whole city was
filled with confusion: and having
caught Gaius and Aristarchus, men of
Macedonia, Paul's companions in
travel, they rushed with one accord
into the theatre. And when Paul
would have entered in unto the
people, the disciples suffered him not.
And certain of the chief of Asia, which
were his friends, sent unto him, desir-
ing him that he would not adventure

himself into the theatre. Some there-
fore cried one thing, and some
another: for the assembly was con-
fused; and the more part knew not
wherefore they were come together.
And they drew Alexander out of the
multitude, the Jews putting him for-
ward. And Alexander beckoned with
the hand, and would have made his
defence unto the people. But when
they knew that he was a Jew, all with
one voice about the space of two
hours cried out, Great is Diana of the
Ephesians. And when the townclerk
had appeased the people, he said, Ye
men of Ephesus, what man is there
that knoweth not how that the city of
the Ephesians is a worshipper of the
great goddess Diana, and of the image
which fell down from Jupiter? Seeing
then that these things cannot be
spoken against, ye ought to be quiet,
and to do nothing rashly. For ye have
brought hither these men, which are
neither robbers of churches, nor yet
blasphemers of your goddess. Where-
fore if Demetrius, and the craftsmen
which are with him, have a matter
against any man, the law is open, and
there are deputies: let them implead
one another. But if ye enquire any
thing concerning other matters, it shall
be determined in a lawful assembly.
For we are in danger to be called in
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question for this day's uproar, there
being no cause whereby we may give
an account of this concourse. And

when he had thus spoken, he dis-
missed the assembly.

And he
beheld them, and said, What is this
then that is written, The stone which
the builders rejected, the same is
become the head of the corner? Who-
soever shall fall upon that stone shall
be broken; but on whomsoever it shall
fall, it will grind him to powder.

And the chief priests and the
scribes the same hour sought to lay

Wherefore
take unto you the whole armour of
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God, that ye may be able to withstand
in the evil day, and having done all, to
stand. Stand therefore, having your
loins girt about with truth, and having
on the breastplate of righteousness;
And your feet shod with the prepara-
tion of the gospel of peace; Above all,
taking the shield of faith, wherewith
ye shall be able to quench all the fiery
darts of the wicked. And take the hel-
met of salvation, and the sword of the
Spirit, which is the word of God: Pray-
ing always with all prayer and sup-
plication in the Spirit, and watching
thereunto with all perseverance and
supplication for all saints; And for me,
that utterance may be given unto me,

that I may open my mouth boldly, to
make known the mystery of the gos-
pel, For which I am an ambassador in
bonds: that therein I may speak
boldly, as I ought to speak.

But that ye also may know my
affairs, and how I do, Tychicus, a
beloved brother and faithful minister
in the Lord, shall make known to you
all things: Whom I have sent unto you
for the same purpose, that ye might
know our affairs, and that he might
comfort your hearts.

And the world passeth away,
and the lust thereof: but he that doeth
the will of God abideth for ever.

Do not love the world, nor the things which are in the world. The world shall pass away and all its desires; but he

And there
were many lights in the upper cham-
ber, where they were gathered
together. And there sat in a window a
certain young man named Eutychus,
being fallen into a deep sleep: and as
Paul was long preaching, he sunk
down with sleep, and fell down from
the third loft, and was taken up dead.
And Paul went down, and fell on him,
and embracing him said, Trouble not
yourselves; for his life is in him. When
he therefore was come up again, and
had broken bread, and eaten, and
talked a long while, even till break of
day, so he departed. And they
brought the young man alive, and
were not a little comforted.

Whose adorning let
it not be that outward adorning of
plaiting the hair, and of wearing of
gold, or of putting on of apparel; But
let it be the hidden man of the heart, in
that which is not corruptible, even the
ornament of a meek and quiet spirit,
which is in the sight of God of great
price. For after this manner in the old
time the holy women also, who trus-
ted in God, adorned themselves, being
in subjection unto their own hus-
bands: Even as Sarah obeyed Abra-
ham, calling him lord: whose daugh-
ters ye are, as long as ye do well, and
are not afraid with any amazement.
Likewise, ye husbands, dwell with
them according to knowledge, giving
honour unto the wife, as unto the
weaker vessel, and as being heirs
together of the grace of life; that your
prayers be not hindered.

Then cometh
Simon Peter following him, and went
into the sepulchre, and seeth the linen
clothes lie, And the napkin, that was
about his head, not lying with the
linen clothes, but wrapped together in
a place by itself. Then went in also
that other disciple, which came first to
the sepulchre, and he saw, and
believed. For as yet they knew not the
scripture, that he must rise again from
the dead. Then the disciples went
away again unto their own home.

But Mary stood without at the
sepulchre weeping: and as she wept,
she stooped down, and looked into the
sepulchre, And seeth two angels in
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white sitting, the one at the head, and
the other at the feet, where the body of
Jesus had lain.

1 Thessalonians 2:13-3:13
A chapter from the First Epistle of our teacher Paul to the Thessalonians. His blessing be upon us. Amen.

For this cause also thank we
God without ceasing, because, when
ye received the word of God which ye
heard of us, ye received it not as the
word of men, but as it is in truth, the
word of God, which effectually wor-
keth also in you that believe. For ye,
brethren, became followers of the
churches of God which in Judaea are
in Christ Jesus: for ye also have
suffered like things of your own coun-
trymen, even as they have of the Jews:
Who both killed the Lord Jesus, and
their own prophets, and have perse-
cuted us; and they please not God,

Are not even ye in the pres-
ence of our Lord Jesus Christ at his
coming? For ye are our glory and joy.

Wherefore when we could no
longer forbear, we thought it good to
be left at Athens alone; And sent
Timotheus, our brother, and minister
of God, and our fellowlabourer in the
gospel of Christ, to establish you, and
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to comfort you concerning your faith:
That no man should be moved by
these afflictions: for yourselves know
that we are appointed thereunto. For
verily, when we were with you, we
told you before that we should suffer
tribulation; even as it came to pass,
and ye know. For this cause, when I
could no longer forbear, I sent to
know your faith, lest by some means
the tempter have tempted you, and
our labour be in vain. But now when
Timotheus came from you unto us,
and brought us good tidings of your
faith and charity, and that ye have
good remembrance of us always,
desiring greatly to see us, as we also
to see you: Therefore, brethren, we
were comforted over you in all our

affliction and distress by your faith:
For now we live, if ye stand fast in the
Lord. For what thanks can we render
to God again for you, for all the joy
wherewith we joy for your sakes
before our God; Night and day pray-
ing exceedingly that we might see
your face, and might perfect that
which is lacking in your faith? Now
God himself and our Father, and our
Lord Jesus Christ, direct our way unto
you.

And ye shall be hated of all
men for my name's sake: but he that
shall endure unto the end, the same
shall be saved.

But when ye shall see the abom-
ination of desolation, spoken of by
Daniel the prophet, standing where it
ought not, (let him that readeth under-
stand,) then let them that be in Judaea
flee to the mountains: And let him that
is on the housetop not go down into
the house, neither enter therein, to take
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any thing out of his house: And let
him that is in the field not turn back
again for to take up his garment. But
woe to them that are with child, and
to them that give suck in those days!

No, in no wise: for we have
before proved both Jews and Gentiles,
that they are all under sin; As it is
written, There is none righteous, no,
not one: There is none that understan-
deth, there is none that seeketh after
God. They are all gone out of the way,
they are together become unprofit-
able; there is none that doeth good,
no, not one. Their throat is an open
sepulchre; with their tongues they
have used deceit; the poison of asps is
under their lips: Whose mouth is full
of cursing and bitterness: Their feet
are swift to shed blood: Destruction
and misery are in their ways: And the
way of peace have they not known:
There is no fear of God before their
eyes.

Now we know that what things
soever the law saith, it saith to them

who are under the law: that every
mouth may be stopped, and all the
world may become guilty before God.
Therefore by the deeds of the law
there shall no flesh be justified in his
sight: for by the law is the knowledge
of sin.

But now the righteousness of
God without the law is manifested,
being witnessed by the law and the
prophets; Even the righteousness of
God which is by faith of Jesus Christ
unto all and upon all them that
believe: for there is no difference: For
all have sinned, and come short of the
glory of God; Being justified freely by
his grace through the redemption that
is in Christ Jesus: Whom God hath set
forth to be a propitiation through faith
in his blood, to declare his righteous-
ness for the remission of sins that are
past, through the forbearance of God;
To declare, I say, at this time his right-
eousness: that he might be just, and
the justifier of him which believeth in
Jesus. Where is boasting then? It is
excluded. By what law? of works?
Nay: but by the law of faith. Therefore
we conclude that a man is justified by
faith without the deeds of the law. Is
he the God of the Jews only? is he not
also of the Gentiles? Yes, of the Gen-
tiles also: Seeing it is one God, which
shall justify the circumcision by faith,
and uncircumcision through faith. Do
we then make void the law through
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faith? God forbid: yea, we establish
the law.

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Appendix Il
What are the Readings for Today?

It can be confusing to determine what readings apply to a particular day.
The following is intended to be a guide to finding the correct readings. This is
only a guide, and may not cover all possible exceptions.

First, determine the Coptic date. This can be done using Appendix III. Now
look up the Coptic date in “Volume 1: Weekday Readings”. A particular day may
have readings under its entry, or it may point to another day whose readings it
borrows. Once you have found these readings, you have found the base readings
for the day that are read if no more important occasion overrides them.

If the day is a Sunday, then the weekday readings are overridden by the
more important Sunday readings. These can be found in “Volume 2: Sundays”.
For example, on the Second day of Koiak you will notice that the entry points you
to the Sixteenth day of Paoni. So you will turn to the readings for the Sixteenth
day of Paoni, which are also the readings for the Second day of Koiak, unless it is
a Sunday, in which case you turn to the readings for the First Sunday of Koiak.
There is an exception though: If the weekday readings are for a Feast of Our Lord,
the Paramouni of a Feast, or the Feast of the Cross, then the Feast Day readings
remain, and are not superseded by the Sunday readings. Feast days are indicated.
If the Paramouni of a feast falls on a Sunday or Monday, it extends back to Fri-
day. In this case the readings for the Paramouni are used for each of the two or
three days of the Paramouni.

There are rules to govern the fifth Sunday of a month. If the 29™ of a month
falls on a Sunday, the readings of the Feast of the Annunciation on the 29™ of
Phamenouth are used, except during Tobi and Meshir. These readings can be
found in the back of the Sundays Volume. Otherwise, there is one set of readings
for the fifth Sunday of a month from Thoout to Meshir, and another for Phemen-
outh to Mesori. These can be found at the back of “Volume 1: Sundays”. If the
feast of Nairouz falls on the first Sunday of Thoout, then the readings for Nairouz
are used. The readings for the following week are shifted accordingly, and so the
fifth Sunday readings are not used. If there is a fifth Sunday in Athor, the read-
ings of the first Sunday of Koiak are used, and all of the Sundays of Koiak are
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shifted accordingly, as in this case the readings for the Feast of the Nativity will
be read on the Fourth Sunday of Koiak. If the Fifth Sunday of Tobi is the Sunday
before the fast of Nineveh, then the readings of Pre-Lent Leave-Taking, which can
be found in “Volume 3: Great Lent”, are used instead.

You now know which readings to use if a given day is a weekday, a fixed
feast day, or a Sunday. However, the variable seasons have not been accounted
for. The readings for the Fast and Feast of Nineveh, Great Lent, Pascha Week, and
the Season of Pentecost (the Holy Fifty Days) replace normal annual readings. To
know if you are in one of these seasons, consult Appendix IV. The Fast and Feast
of Nineveh last for four days. So, if the current date is within four days of the
start date listed in Appendix IV, turn to the appropriate readings which can be
found in “Volume 3: Great Lent”. From the start of Great Lent until the Feast of
Pentecost the annual readings are superseded by seasonal readings. From the
start of Great Lent until the start of Pascha week, use the appropriate readings
from the same volume. The readings for Pascha week can be found in “Volume 4:
Pascha Week”. From the Feast of the Resurrection to the Feast of Pentecost, the
readings can be found in “Volume 5: Pentecost”. Of course, if a Feast of Our Lord
occurs during one of these seasons its readings take precedence. For example,
when the Feast of the Cross (which is celebrated as a Feast of Our Lord) falls dur-
ing Great Lent, the Lenten readings are replaced by the readings for the feast.

Finally, if two Feasts of Our Lord fall on the same day, the readings for the
greater feast are used. For example, when the Feast of Pentecost and the Feast of
the Entry of Our Lord into Egypt fall on the same day, it is Pentecost that is celeb-
rated, and the readings for Pentecost that are read.

There is an interesting exception regarding the Feast of the Nativity. This
feast always falls on the 29" day of the month of Koiak, which is usually equival-
ent to January 7" on the Gregorian calendar. However, on leap years the 29™ of
Koiak corresponds to January 8™ To avoid confusion, this feast is now always
celebrated on the 7™ of January. That is, on leap years, the current practice is to
use the readings for the 29™ day of Koiak on the 28™ day fo Koiak, and then again
on the 29™ of Koiak. The readings for the 28" of Koiak are skipped, the readings
for the 29" are read two days in a row, and then the rest of the readings proceed
as normal.
