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Forward
The New Testament  readings in  this  lectionary are  taken from the King

James Version of the Bible. The Prophecies are taken from Brenton's translation of
the Septuagint into English. The Psalms have been translated from the Coptic by
Hegoumen Father Athanasius Iskander. As Fr. Athanasius says in the Forward to
his  translation  of  the  Agpeya  (Book  of  the  Hours),  “Following  Burmester's
example, we retained the Coptic word Amenti, rather than using the Latin word
Hades, since the Biblical word Hell has become objectionable.”

This lectionary consists of five volumes: Sundays, Weekdays, Great Lent,
Holy Pascha Week, and Pentecost.

Every effort has been made to avoid errors. However, if errors are found
they  can  be  reported  to  lectionary@stmaryscopticorthodox.ca,  after  checking
www.stmaryscopticorthodox.ca/lectionary/errata.html to  see  if  it  has  already
been reported.

Fr.  Athanasius  spent  many  hours  translating  the  Psalms,  and  checking
references against Coptic and Arabic Lectionaries to make this version accurate.
These  volumes  would  not  be  possible  without  his  hard  work  and  tireless
dedication to making the texts and spirituality of the Coptic Orthodox Church
available to English-speakers.

A chapter from the Second Epistle of our teacher Paul to the Corinthians. His blessing be upon us. Amen.
Knowing therefore the terror of

the  Lord,  we  persuade  men;  but  we
are  made  manifest  unto  God;  and  I
trust also are made manifest  in your
consciences.

For we commend not ourselves
again unto you, but give you occasion
to  glory  on  our  behalf,  that  ye  may
have somewhat to answer them which
glory in appearance, and not in heart.
For whether we be beside ourselves, it
is to God: or whether we be sober, it is
for your cause. For the love of Christ
constraineth  us;  because  we  thus
judge,  that  if  one  died  for  all,  then
were all dead: And that he died for all,
that they which live should not hence-
forth  live  unto  themselves,  but  unto

him  which  died  for  them,  and  rose
again.

Wherefore  henceforth know we
no man after the flesh: yea, though we
have known Christ after the flesh, yet
now  henceforth  know  we  him no
more.  Therefore  if  any  man  be in
Christ, he is a new creature: old things
are passed away; behold, all things are
become  new.  And  all  things  are of
God,  who  hath  reconciled  us  to
himself  by  Jesus  Christ,  and  hath
given to us the ministry of reconcili-
ation; To wit, that God was in Christ,
reconciling  the  world  unto  himself,
not  imputing  their  trespasses  unto
them; and hath committed unto us the
word of reconciliation. Now then we
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are ambassadors for Christ, as though
God did beseech  you by us:  we pray
you in Christ’s stead, be ye reconciled
to God. For he hath made him to be sin
for  us,  who  knew  no  sin;  that  we
might  be  made  the  righteousness  of
God in him.

We  then,  as workers  together
with  him,  beseech  you also  that  ye
receive not the grace of God in vain.
(For he saith,  I  have heard thee in a
time accepted, and in the day of salva-
tion  have  I  succoured  thee:  behold,
now is the accepted time; behold, now
is the  day  of  salvation.)  Giving  no
offence in any thing, that the ministry
be  not  blamed:  But  in  all  things
approving  ourselves  as  the  ministers
of  God,  in  much  patience,  in  afflic-
tions,  in  necessities,  in  distresses,  In
stripes, in imprisonments, in tumults,
in  labours,  in  watchings,  in  fastings;

By pureness, by knowledge, by long-
suffering,  by  kindness,  by  the  Holy
Ghost, by love unfeigned, By the word
of truth, by the power of God, by the
armour of righteousness on the right
hand and on the left, By honour and
dishonour,  by  evil  report  and  good
report:  as  deceivers,  and  yet true;  As
unknown,  and  yet well  known;  as
dying,  and,  behold,  we  live;  as
chastened, and not killed; As sorrow-
ful,  yet  alway  rejoicing;  as  poor,  yet
making many rich; as having nothing,
and yet possessing all things.

O  ye Corinthians,  our  mouth is
open unto you, our heart is enlarged.
Ye are not straitened in us, but ye are
straitened in your own bowels.  Now
for a recompence in the same, (I speak
as  unto  my children,)  be  ye  also
enlarged.

The grace of God the Father be with you all. Amen.

The Catholic Epistle from the First Epistle of our teacher John. His Blessing be upon us. Amen.
Brethren,  I  write  no  new

commandment  unto  you,  but  an  old
commandment which ye had from the
beginning.  The  old commandment  is
the  word which ye have heard from
the  beginning.  Again,  a  new
commandment  I  write  unto  you,
which thing is true in him and in you:
because the darkness is past, and the
true light now shineth. He that  saith
he  is  in  the  light,  and  hateth  his

brother, is in darkness even until now.
He that loveth his brother abideth in
the light, and there is none occasion of
stumbling in him. But he that  hateth
his brother is in darkness, and walketh
in darkness, and knoweth not whither
he goeth, because that darkness hath
blinded his eyes.

I have
written unto you, young men, because
ye  are  strong,  and the  word of  God
abideth in you, and ye have overcome

the wicked one.  Love not  the world,
neither the things that are in the world.
If any man love the world, the love of
the Father is not in him. For all that is
in the world, the lust of the flesh, and
the lust of the eyes, and the pride of
life, is not of the Father, but is of the
world.  And the world passeth away,
and the lust thereof: but he that doeth
the will of God abideth for ever.

Do not love the world, nor the things which are in the world. The world shall pass away and all its desires; but he
who does the will of God shall abide forever. Amen.

The Praxis
Acts 17:16-34

A chapter from the Acts of our fathers the pure Apostles, who were invested with the grace of the Holy Spirit. Their
blessing be with us all. Amen.

Now while Paul waited for them
at  Athens,  his  spirit  was  stirred  in
him,  when  he  saw  the  city  wholly
given to idolatry.  Therefore disputed
he  in  the  synagogue  with  the  Jews,
and with the devout persons,  and in
the market daily with them that met
with  him.  Then  certain  philosophers
of the Epicureans, and of the Stoicks,
encountered  him.  And  some  said,
What  will  this  babbler  say?  other
some, He seemeth to be a setter forth
of strange gods: because he preached
unto them Jesus, and the resurrection.
And they took him, and brought him
unto  Areopagus,  saying,  May  we
know what this new doctrine, whereof
thou  speakest,  is?  For  thou  bringest
certain strange things to our ears: we
would  know  therefore  what  these

things  mean.  (For  all  the  Athenians
and strangers which were there spent
their time in nothing else, but either to
tell, or to hear some new thing.)

Then Paul stood in the midst of
Mars’ hill, and said, Ye men of Athens,
I perceive that in all things ye are too
superstitious. For as I passed by, and
beheld  your  devotions,  I  found  an
altar  with  this  inscription,  TO  THE
UNKNOWN  GOD.  Whom  therefore
ye ignorantly worship,  him declare  I
unto  you.  God that  made  the  world
and all things therein, seeing that he is
Lord  of  heaven  and  earth,  dwelleth
not  in  temples  made  with  hands;
Neither  is  worshipped  with  men’s
hands, as though he needed any thing,
seeing he giveth to all life, and breath,
and all things; And hath made of one
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blood all nations of men for to dwell
on all  the face of the earth, and hath
determined  the  times  before  appoin-
ted,  and  the  bounds  of  their  habita-
tion; That they should seek the Lord, if
haply they might  feel  after  him,  and
find him,  though he be  not  far  from
every one of  us:  For in him we live,
and  move,  and  have  our  being;  as
certain  also  of  your  own poets  have
said,  For  we  are  also  his  offspring.
Forasmuch  then  as  we  are  the
offspring  of  God,  we  ought  not  to
think  that  the  Godhead  is  like  unto
gold, or silver, or stone, graven by art
and  man’s  device.  And  the  times  of
this  ignorance  God  winked  at;  but
now  commandeth  all  men  every

where  to  repent:  Because  he  hath
appointed a day, in the which he will
judge  the  world  in  righteousness  by
that man  whom  he  hath  ordained;
whereof he hath given assurance unto
all  men,  in  that  he  hath  raised  him
from the dead.

And  when  they  heard  of  the
resurrection  of  the  dead,  some
mocked: and others said, We will hear
thee  again  of  this  matter.  So  Paul
departed from among them.  Howbeit
certain  men  clave  unto  him,  and
believed:  among  the  which  was
Dionysius  the  Areopagite,  and  a
woman  named  Damaris,  and  others
with them.

But  I  tell  you  of  a  truth,  many
widows were in Israel in the days of
Elias,  when the  heaven was  shut  up
three  years  and  six  months,  when
great  famine  was  throughout  all  the
land; But unto none of them was Elias
sent, save unto Sarepta, a city of Sidon,
unto a woman that was a widow. And
many lepers were in Israel in the time
of  Eliseus  the  prophet;  and  none  of
them  was  cleansed,  saving  Naaman
the  Syrian. And  all  they  in  the
synagogue,  when  they  heard  these
things,  were  filled  with  wrath,  And
rose up, and thrust him out of the city,
and led him unto the brow of the hill
whereon their city was built, that they
might cast him down headlong. But he
passing  through  the  midst  of  them
went his way.

A chapter from the Acts of our fathers the pure Apostles, who were invested with the grace of the Holy Spirit. Their
blessing be with us all. Amen.

Now about that time Herod the
king stretched forth  his hands to vex
certain  of  the  church.  And  he  killed
James  the  brother  of  John  with  the
sword. And because he saw it pleased
the Jews, he proceeded further to take
Peter  also.  (Then  were  the  days  of
unleavened bread.) And when he had
apprehended  him,  he  put  him in
prison,  and  delivered  him to  four
quaternions  of  soldiers  to  keep  him;
intending  after  Easter  to  bring  him
forth to the people.

Peter  therefore  was  kept  in
prison: but prayer was made without

ceasing  of  the  church  unto  God  for
him.  And  when  Herod  would  have
brought  him  forth,  the  same  night
Peter  was  sleeping  between  two
soldiers, bound with two chains: and
the keepers  before the  door  kept  the
prison.

There-
fore  Herodias  had  a  quarrel  against
him, and would have killed him; but
she could not: For Herod feared John,
knowing that he was a just man and
an holy, and observed him; and when
he  heard  him,  he  did  many  things,
and  heard  him  gladly.  And  when  a
convenient day was come, that Herod
on his birthday made a supper to his
lords,  high captains,  and chief  estates
of Galilee; And when the daughter of
the  said  Herodias  came  in,  and
danced, and pleased Herod and them
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that sat with him, the king said unto
the  damsel,  Ask  of  me  whatsoever
thou wilt, and I will give it thee. And
he  sware  unto  her,  Whatsoever  thou
shalt ask of me, I will give it thee, unto
the half of my kingdom. And she went
forth, and said unto her mother, What
shall I ask? And she said, The head of
John  the  Baptist.  And  she  came  in
straightway with haste unto the king,
and asked, saying, I will that thou give
me by and by in a charger the head of
John  the  Baptist.  And  the  king  was

exceeding sorry; yet for his oath’s sake,
and  for  their  sakes  which  sat  with
him,  he  would  not  reject  her.  And
immediately  the  king  sent  an  execu-
tioner, and commanded his head to be
brought:  and he  went  and beheaded
him  in  the  prison,  And  brought  his
head in a charger, and gave it to the
damsel: and the damsel gave it to her
mother. And when his disciples heard
of it, they came and took up his corpse,
and laid it in a tomb. Glory be to God forever.

with  an  overthrow,  making  them an
ensample unto those that after should
live ungodly;

And  delivered  just  Lot,  vexed
with  the  filthy  conversation  of  the
wicked:  (For  that  righteous  man
dwelling among them, in seeing and
hearing, vexed his righteous soul from
day to day with their unlawful deeds.)

Even  so  ye  also  outwardly  appear
righteous unto men, but within ye are
full  of  hypocrisy  and  iniquity. Woe
unto you, scribes and Pharisees, hypo-
crites!  because ye build the tombs of
the  prophets,  and  garnish  the
sepulchres of the righteous, And say,
If we had been in the days of our fath-

ers, we would not have been partakers
with them in the blood of the proph-
ets. Wherefore  ye  be  witnesses  unto
yourselves, that ye are the children of
them which killed the prophets. Fill ye
up then the measure of your fathers.
Ye serpents,  ye generation  of  vipers,
how can ye escape the damnation of
hell?

Wherefore,  behold,  I  send unto
you  prophets,  and  wise  men,  and
scribes: and some of them ye shall kill
and crucify; and some of them shall ye
scourge  in  your  synagogues,  and
persecute  them from city to city: That
upon you may come all the righteous
blood shed upon the earth,  from the
blood  of  righteous  Abel  unto  the
blood  of  Zacharias  son  of  Barachias,
whom  ye  slew  between  the  temple
and the altar. Verily  I  say unto  you,
All these things shall come upon this
generation.

For there was a
tabernacle  made;  the  first,  wherein
was the candlestick, and the table, and
the  shewbread;  which  is  called  the
sanctuary.

But  into  the  second  went the
high priest alone once every year, not
without  blood,  which  he  offered  for
himself,  and  for the  errors  of  the
people:

The Holy Ghost this signifying,
that the way into the holiest of all was
not  yet  made  manifest,  while  as  the
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first  tabernacle  was  yet  standing:
Which  was a figure for the time then
present,  in  which  were  offered  both
gifts  and  sacrifices,  that  could  not
make him that did the service perfect,

as pertaining to the conscience; Which
stood only  in  meats  and  drinks,  and
divers  washings,  and  carnal  ordin-
ances, imposed on them until the time
of reformation.

But ye are a chosen genera-
tion,  a  royal  priesthood,  an  holy
nation,  a  peculiar  people;  that  ye
should shew forth the praises of him
who hath called you out of  darkness
into  his  marvellous  light:  Which  in
time  past  were not  a  people,  but  are
now the people of God: which had not
obtained  mercy,  but  now  have
obtained mercy.

And it came
to  pass  in  those  days,  that  she  was
sick, and died: whom when they had
washed,  they  laid  her in  an  upper
chamber.  And  forasmuch  as  Lydda
was nigh to  Joppa,  and the disciples

had heard that  Peter was there,  they
sent unto him two men, desiring  him
that  he  would  not  delay  to  come  to
them. Then Peter arose and went with
them.  When  he  was  come,  they
brought him into the upper chamber:
and  all  the  widows  stood  by  him
weeping,  and shewing the  coats  and
garments  which  Dorcas  made,  while
she  was  with  them.  But  Peter  put
them all forth, and kneeled down, and
prayed;  and turning  him to the body
said,  Tabitha,  arise.  And she  opened
her eyes: and when she saw Peter, she
sat up. And he gave her his hand, and
lifted her up, and when he had called
the saints and widows, presented her
alive.  And it  was known throughout
all  Joppa;  and  many  believed  in  the
Lord.  43  And it came to pass, that he
tarried many days in Joppa with one
Simon a tanner.

The word of the Lord abides in this church and in every church. Amen.

Because the foolishness of God is
wiser than men; and the weakness of
God is stronger than men. For ye see
your  calling,  brethren,  how  that  not
many  wise  men  after  the  flesh,  not
many  mighty,  not  many  noble,  are
called: But God hath chosen the foolish
things  of  the  world  to  confound the
wise; and God hath chosen the weak
things  of  the  world  to  confound the
things  which  are  mighty;  And  base
things of the world, and things which
are  despised,  hath  God  chosen,  yea,
and things which are not, to bring to
nought things that are: That no flesh
should  glory  in  his  presence.  But  of
him are ye in Christ Jesus, who of God
is  made  unto  us  wisdom,  and right-
eousness,  and  sanctification,  and
redemption:  That,  according  as  it  is
written, He that glorieth, let him glory
in the Lord.

The Catholic Epistle from the First Epistle of our teacher Peter. His Blessing be upon us. Amen.
Dearly beloved, I beseech you as

strangers  and  pilgrims,  abstain  from
fleshly  lusts,  which  war  against  the
soul; Having your conversation honest
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among  the  Gentiles:  that,  whereas
they  speak  against  you  as  evildoers,
they may by  your good works, which
they shall  behold,  glorify God in the
day of visitation.

Submit  yourselves  to  every
ordinance of man for the Lord’s sake:

For  what  glory  is  it,  if,  when  ye  be
buffeted for your faults, ye shall take
it patiently? but if,  when ye do well,
and suffer  for  it,  ye  take it  patiently,
this  is acceptable with God. For even
hereunto  were  ye  called:  because
Christ also suffered for us, leaving us
an example, that ye should follow his
steps:  Who  did  no  sin,  neither  was
guile found in his mouth: Who, when
he  was  reviled,  reviled  not  again;
when he suffered,  he threatened not;
but  committed  himself to  him  that
judgeth righteously: Who his own self
bare our sins in his own body on the
tree,  that  we,  being  dead  to  sins,
should  live  unto  righteousness:  by
whose stripes ye were healed. For ye
were  as  sheep  going  astray;  but  are
now returned unto the Shepherd and
Bishop of your souls.

Do not love the world, nor the things which are in the world. The world shall pass away and all its desires; but he
who does the will of God shall abide forever. Amen.

Let no man therefore judge you
in meat, or in drink, or in respect of an
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holyday, or of the new moon, or of the
sabbath  days:  Which are a shadow of
things  to  come;  but  the  body  is of
Christ.  Let  no  man  beguile  you  of
your reward in a  voluntary humility
and worshipping of angels, intruding
into  those  things  which  he  hath  not

seen, vainly puffed up by his fleshly
mind,  And  not  holding  the  Head,
from which all the body by joints and
bands  having  nourishment
ministered,  and  knit  together,
increaseth with the increase of God.

These things have I written unto

you that  believe  on  the  name of  the
Son of God; that ye may know that ye
have  eternal  life,  and  that  ye  may
believe on the name of the Son of God.

And this  is  the  confidence  that
we have in  him,  that,  if  we ask  any
thing according to his will, he heareth
us: And if  we know that he hear us,
whatsoever we ask, we know that we
have the petitions that we desired of
him.

For  I  am  not  ashamed  of  the
gospel of Christ: for it is the power of
God unto salvation to every one that
believeth; to the Jew first, and also to
the Greek. For therein is the righteous-
ness  of  God  revealed  from  faith  to
faith: as it is written, The just shall live
by faith.

And the angel of the Lord spake
unto  Philip,  saying,  Arise,  and  go
toward  the  south  unto  the  way  that
goeth  down  from  Jerusalem  unto
Gaza,  which is  desert.  And he  arose
and  went:  and,  behold,  a  man  of
Ethiopia, an eunuch of great authority
under Candace queen of the Ethiopi-
ans,  who  had  the  charge  of  all  her
treasure,  and had come to  Jerusalem
for  to  worship,  Was  returning,  and
sitting  in  his  chariot  read  Esaias  the
prophet.

Nicodemus saith unto him, How can a
man be born when he is old? can he
enter  the  second  time  into  his
mother’s  womb,  and  be  born?  Jesus
answered,  Verily,  verily,  I  say  unto
thee,  Except a man be born of water
and  of the Spirit, he cannot enter into
the  kingdom  of  God. That  which  is
born  of  the  flesh  is  flesh;  and  that
which  is  born  of  the  Spirit  is  spirit.
Marvel  not  that  I  said unto  thee,  Ye
must be born again. The wind bloweth
where it listeth, and thou hearest the
sound  thereof,  but  canst  not  tell
whence  it  cometh,  and  whither  it
goeth: so is every one that is born of
the  Spirit. Nicodemus  answered  and

said unto him, How can these things
be? Jesus answered and said unto him,
Art thou a master of Israel, and know-
est  not  these  things? Verily,  verily,  I
say unto  thee,  We speak that  we do
know, and testify that we have seen;
and  ye  receive  not  our  witness. If  I
have told you earthly things,  and ye
believe not, how shall ye believe, if I
tell  you  of heavenly  things? And  no
man hath ascended up to heaven, but
he that came down from heaven, even
the  Son  of  man  which  is  in  heaven.
And as Moses lifted up the serpent in
the wilderness, even so must the Son
of man be lifted up: That whosoever
believeth  in  him  should  not  perish,
but have eternal life. For God so loved
the world, that he gave his only begot-
ten  Son,  that  whosoever  believeth in
him should not perish, but have ever-
lasting life. For God sent not his Son
into the world to condemn the world;
but that the world through him might
be saved. He that believeth on him is
not condemned: but he that believeth
not is condemned already, because he
hath not believed in the name of the
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only begotten Son of God. And this is
the  condemnation,  that  light  is  come
into the world, and men loved dark-
ness  rather  than  light,  because  their
deeds  were  evil. For  every  one  that
doeth  evil  hateth  the  light,  neither

cometh  to  the  light,  lest  his  deeds
should be reproved. But he that doeth
truth  cometh  to  the  light,  that  his
deeds  may  be  made  manifest,  that
they are wrought in God. Glory be to God
forever.

Epaphras, who is one of you, a servant
of Christ, saluteth you, always labour-
ing fervently for you in prayers,  that
ye may stand perfect and complete in
all  the  will  of  God.  For  I  bear  him
record,  that  he  hath  a  great  zeal  for
you,  and  them  that  are in  Laodicea,

and  them  in  Hierapolis.  Luke,  the
beloved physician,  and Demas,  greet
you. Salute the brethren which are in
Laodicea,  and  Nymphas,  and  the
church  which  is  in  his  house.  And
when this epistle is read among you,
cause that it be read also in the church
of the Laodiceans; and that ye likewise
read  the  epistle from  Laodicea.  And
say  to  Archippus,  Take  heed  to  the
ministry which thou hast received in
the Lord, that thou fulfil it.The saluta-
tion by the hand of me Paul.

powers being made subject unto him.

The former treatise have I made,
O Theophilus, of all  that Jesus began
both to do and teach, Until the day in
which he was taken up, after that he
through  the  Holy  Ghost  had  given
commandments  unto  the  apostles
whom he had chosen: To whom also
he  shewed  himself  alive  after  his
passion  by  many  infallible  proofs,
being  seen  of  them  forty  days,  and
speaking  of  the  things  pertaining  to
the  kingdom  of  God:  And,  being
assembled  together  with  them,
commanded  them  that  they  should
not  depart  from  Jerusalem,  but  wait
for the promise of the Father, which,
saith he, ye have heard of me.

out into the streets  of  the same,  and
say, Even the very dust of your city,
which cleaveth on us, we do wipe off
against  you:  notwithstanding  be  ye
sure of this, that the kingdom of God
is come nigh unto you. But I say unto
you, that it shall be more tolerable in
that day for Sodom, than for that city.
Woe  unto  thee,  Chorazin!  woe  unto
thee,  Bethsaida!  for  if  the  mighty
works  had  been  done  in  Tyre  and
Sidon, which have been done in you,
they had a great while ago repented,
sitting  in  sackcloth  and ashes. But  it
shall  be  more  tolerable  for  Tyre  and
Sidon at  the judgment,  than for you.
And thou, Capernaum, which art exal-
ted to heaven, shalt be thrust down to
hell. He that heareth you heareth me;
and  he  that  despiseth  you  despiseth
me; and he that despiseth me despis-
eth him that sent me.

And the seventy returned again
with joy, saying, Lord, even the devils
are subject unto us through thy name.

Esteeming  the  reproach  of  Christ
greater  riches  than  the  treasures  in
Egypt:  for  he  had  respect  unto  the
recompence of the reward. By faith he
forsook Egypt,  not  fearing the  wrath

of the king: for he endured, as seeing
him who is invisible. Through faith he
kept the passover, and the sprinkling
of  blood,  lest  he  that  destroyed  the
firstborn should touch them. By faith
they passed through the Red sea as by
dry  land:  which the Egyptians assay-
ing to do were drowned. By faith the
walls  of  Jericho fell  down, after  they
were compassed about seven days. By
faith  the  harlot  Rahab  perished  not
with them that believed not, when she
had received the spies with peace.

Abraham, or to his seed, through the
law, but through the righteousness of
faith. For if they which are of the law
be heirs,  faith  is  made void,  and the
promise made of none effect: Because
the law worketh wrath: for where no
law is, there is no transgression. There-
fore  it  is of  faith,  that  it  might  be by
grace; to the end the promise might be
sure to all  the seed;  not  to that  only
which is  of  the  law,  but  to  that  also
which is of the faith of Abraham; who
is the father of us all,

(As  it  is  written,  I  have  made
thee a father of many nations,) before
him whom he believed, even God, who
quickeneth the dead, and calleth those
things  which  be  not  as  though  they
were.  Who  against  hope  believed  in
hope, that he might become the father
of  many  nations,  according  to  that
which was spoken, So shall  thy seed
be.  And being  not  weak  in  faith,  he
considered  not  his  own  body  now
dead, when he was about an hundred
years old, neither yet the deadness of
Sara’s womb: He staggered not at the

promise of God through unbelief; but
was  strong  in  faith,  giving  glory  to
God; And being fully persuaded that,
what  he  had  promised,  he  was  able
also to perform.  And therefore it was
imputed to him for righteousness.

Now it  was not  written for  his
sake alone, that it was imputed to him;
But  for  us  also,  to  whom it  shall  be
imputed,  if  we  believe  on  him  that
raised  up  Jesus  our  Lord  from  the
dead;  Who  was  delivered  for  our
offences, and was raised again for our
justification.

Therefore  being  justified  by
faith,  we  have  peace  with  God
through  our  Lord  Jesus  Christ:  By
whom  also  we  have  access  by  faith
into this grace wherein we stand, and
rejoice  in  hope  of  the  glory  of  God.
And not only so, but we glory in tribu-
lations also:  knowing that  tribulation
worketh  patience;  And  patience,
experience; and experience, hope: And
hope  maketh  not  ashamed;  because
the love of God is shed abroad in our
hearts  by  the  Holy  Ghost  which  is
given unto us.

divers  manners  spake  in  time  past
unto the fathers by the prophets, Hath
in these last days spoken unto us by
his Son, whom he hath appointed heir

of all things, by whom also he made
the worlds;  Who being the brightness
of  his glory, and the express image of
his  person,  and upholding  all  things
by  the  word  of  his  power,  when  he
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had  by  himself  purged  our  sins,  sat
down on the right hand of the Majesty
on high;

Being made so much better than
the angels,  as  he hath by inheritance
obtained a more excellent name than
they. For unto which of the angels said
he at any time, Thou art my Son, this
day have I begotten thee? And again, I
will be to him a Father, and he shall be
to  me  a  Son?  And  again,  when  he
bringeth  in  the  firstbegotten  into  the
world, he saith, And let all the angels
of  God  worship  him.  And  of  the
angels  he  saith,  Who  maketh  his
angels  spirits,  and  his  ministers  a
flame of fire. But unto the Son he saith,
Thy  throne,  O  God,  is for  ever  and
ever: a sceptre of righteousness  is the
sceptre  of  thy  kingdom.  Thou  hast
loved  righteousness,  and  hated
iniquity; therefore God,  even thy God,
hath  anointed  thee  with  the  oil  of
gladness  above  thy  fellows.  And,
Thou, Lord, in the beginning hast laid
the  foundation  of  the  earth;  and the
heavens are the works of thine hands:
They shall perish; but thou remainest;

and they all  shall  wax old as doth a
garment; And as a vesture shalt thou
fold  them  up,  and  they  shall  be
changed:  but  thou art  the same,  and
thy years shall not fail. But to which of
the angels said he at any time, Sit on
my  right  hand,  until  I  make  thine
enemies thy footstool? Are they not all
ministering spirits, sent forth to minis-
ter  for  them  who  shall  be  heirs  of
salvation?

Therefore we ought to give the
more earnest heed to the things which
we  have  heard,  lest  at  any  time  we
should let  them slip.  For  if  the  word
spoken  by  angels  was  stedfast,  and
every transgression and disobedience
received a just recompence of reward;
How shall we escape, if we neglect so
great  salvation;  which  at  the  first
began to be spoken by the Lord, and
was confirmed unto us by them that
heard  him;  God  also  bearing  them
witness, both with signs and wonders,
and with divers miracles, and gifts of
the Holy Ghost, according to his own
will?

Beloved,  when  I  gave  all  dili-
gence  to  write  unto  you  of  the

I will therefore
put  you  in  remembrance,  though  ye
once  knew  this,  how  that  the  Lord,
having  saved  the  people  out  of  the
land  of  Egypt,  afterward  destroyed
them that believed not. And the angels
which  kept  not  their  first  estate,  but
left  their  own  habitation,  he  hath
reserved  in  everlasting  chains  under
darkness  unto  the  judgment  of  the
great day. Even as Sodom and Gomor-
rha, and the cities about them in like
manner,  giving  themselves  over  to
fornication,  and  going  after  strange
flesh,  are  set  forth  for  an  example,
suffering the vengeance of eternal fire.

Likewise also these filthy dream-
ers defile the flesh, despise dominion,
and  speak  evil  of  dignities.  Yet
Michael the archangel, when contend-
ing with the devil  he disputed about
the  body  of  Moses,  durst  not  bring
against  him a  railing  accusation,  but
said, The Lord rebuke thee. But these
speak evil of those things which they
know not: but what they know natur-
ally,  as  brute  beasts,  in  those  things
they  corrupt  themselves.  Woe  unto
them! for they have gone in the way of
Cain, and ran greedily after the error
of Balaam for reward, and perished in
the  gainsaying  of  Core.  These  are
spots  in your feasts  of  charity,  when
they  feast  with  you,  feeding  them-
selves  without  fear:  clouds  they  are
without water, carried about of winds;
trees  whose  fruit  withereth,  without
fruit,  twice  dead,  plucked up by the
roots; Raging waves of the sea, foam-
ing out their  own shame;  wandering
stars,  to whom is reserved the black-
ness of darkness for ever.

Do not love the world, nor the things which are in the world. The world shall pass away and all its desires; but he
who does the will of God shall abide forever. Amen.

The Praxis
Acts 10:1-20

A chapter from the Acts of our fathers the pure Apostles, who were invested with the grace of the Holy Spirit. Their
blessing be with us all. Amen.

There  was  a  certain  man  in
Caesarea called Cornelius, a centurion
of the band called the Italian  band,  A
devout  man, and one that feared God
with all  his house, which gave much

alms to the people, and prayed to God
alway.  He  saw in  a  vision  evidently
about  the  ninth  hour  of  the  day  an
angel  of  God coming in to  him,  and
saying  unto  him,  Cornelius.  And
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when he looked on him, he was afraid,
and  said,  What  is  it,  Lord?  And  he
said unto him, Thy prayers and thine
alms  are  come  up  for  a  memorial
before  God.  And  now  send  men  to
Joppa, and call for  one Simon, whose
surname is Peter: He lodgeth with one
Simon a tanner, whose house is by the
sea side:  he shall  tell  thee what thou
oughtest  to  do.  And when the  angel
which  spake  unto  Cornelius  was
departed, he called two of his house-
hold servants, and a devout soldier of
them that waited on him continually;
And  when  he  had  declared  all  these
things  unto  them,  he  sent  them  to
Joppa.

On the morrow, as they went on
their journey, and drew nigh unto the
city, Peter went up upon the housetop
to pray about the sixth hour: And he
became very hungry, and would have
eaten: but while they made ready, he
fell  into  a  trance,  And  saw  heaven
opened, and a certain vessel descend-
ing unto him, as it  had been a great
sheet knit at the four corners, and let

down to the earth:  Wherein were all
manner  of  fourfooted  beasts  of  the
earth,  and wild  beasts,  and creeping
things, and fowls of the air. And there
came a voice to him, Rise, Peter; kill,
and eat. But Peter said, Not so, Lord;
for I have never eaten any thing that is
common  or  unclean.  And  the  voice
spake unto him again the second time,
What God hath cleansed,  that call not
thou common.  This  was done thrice:
and the vessel was received up again
into heaven. Now while Peter doubted
in himself  what this  vision which he
had  seen  should  mean,  behold,  the
men which were sent from Cornelius
had made enquiry for Simon’s house,
and stood before the gate, And called,
and asked whether Simon, which was
surnamed Peter, were lodged there.

While  Peter  thought  on  the
vision,  the  Spirit  said  unto  him,
Behold,  three  men  seek  thee.  Arise
therefore, and get thee down, and go
with  them,  doubting  nothing:  for  I
have sent them.

Let  both  grow  together
until  the  harvest:  and in  the  time of
harvest  I  will  say  to  the  reapers,
Gather ye together first the tares, and
bind them in  bundles  to  burn  them:

Another  parable  put  he  forth  unto
them, saying, The kingdom of heaven
is  like  to  a  grain  of  mustard  seed,
which a man took, and sowed in his
field: Which indeed is the least of all
seeds: but when it is grown, it is the
greatest among herbs, and becometh a
tree, so that the birds of the air come
and  lodge  in  the  branches  thereof.
Another parable spake he unto them;

The  kingdom  of  heaven  is  like  unto
leaven, which a woman took, and hid
in  three  measures  of  meal,  till  the
whole was leavened. All these things
spake  Jesus  unto  the  multitude  in
parables; and without a parable spake
he  not  unto  them:  That  it  might  be
fulfilled  which  was  spoken  by  the
prophet, saying, I will open my mouth
in parables;  I  will  utter things which
have been kept secret from the found-
ation of the world. Then Jesus sent the
multitude  away,  and  went  into  the
house:  and  his  disciples  came  unto
him,  saying,  Declare  unto  us  the
parable  of  the  tares  of  the  field.  He
answered and said unto them, He that
soweth  the  good  seed  is  the  Son  of
man;  The field is the world; the good
seed are the children of the kingdom;
but  the  tares  are  the  children  of  the
wicked  one; The  enemy  that  sowed
them  is  the  devil;  the  harvest  is  the
end of the world; and the reapers are
the angels. As therefore the tares are
gathered  and  burned  in  the  fire;  so
shall it be in the end of this world. The
Son of man shall send forth his angels,
and they shall gather out of his king-
dom all things that offend, and them
which do iniquity; And shall cast them
into  a  furnace  of  fire:  there  shall  be
wailing  and  gnashing  of  teeth. Then
shall  the righteous shine forth as the
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sun  in  the  kingdom  of  their  Father.
Who hath ears to hear,  let  him hear.

For the time will come when they will
not  endure  sound doctrine;  but  after
their  own  lusts  shall  they  heap  to
themselves  teachers,  having  itching
ears;  And they  shall  turn  away  their
ears  from  the  truth,  and  shall  be
turned unto fables. But watch thou in
all  things,  endure  afflictions,  do  the
work of an evangelist, make full proof
of thy ministry. For I am now ready to
be offered, and the time of my depar-
ture is at hand. I have fought a good
fight, I have finished my course, I have
kept the faith: Henceforth there is laid
up for  me a  crown of  righteousness,
which the  Lord,  the righteous judge,
shall give me at that day: and not to
me only,  but unto all  them also that
love his appearing.

Do thy diligence to come shortly
unto me: For Demas hath forsaken me,
having loved this present world, and
is  departed  unto  Thessalonica;  Cres-
cens  to  Galatia,  Titus  unto Dalmatia.
Only Luke is with me. Take Mark, and
bring him with thee: for he is profit-
able  to  me  for  the  ministry.  And
Tychicus have I sent to Ephesus. The
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cloke that I left at Troas with Carpus,
when thou comest, bring with thee, and
the  books,  but especially  the  parch-
ments. Alexander the coppersmith did
me much  evil:  the  Lord reward him
according to his works:  Of whom be
thou  ware  also;  for  he  hath  greatly
withstood our words.

At that  time Jesus  went  on the
sabbath day through the corn; and his
disciples were an hungred, and began
to pluck the ears of corn, and to eat.
But  when  the  Pharisees  saw  it,  they
said  unto  him,  Behold,  thy  disciples
do that which is not lawful to do upon
the  sabbath  day.  But  he  said  unto
them,  Have ye  not  read what  David
did,  when  he  was  an  hungred,  and
they  that  were  with  him;  How  he
entered into the house of God, and did
eat  the  shewbread,  which  was  not

lawful for him to eat, neither for them
which were with him, but only for the
priests? Or  have  ye  not  read  in  the
law, how that on the sabbath days the
priests  in  the  temple  profane  the
sabbath, and are blameless? But I say
unto  you,  That  in  this  place  is  one
greater than the temple. But if ye had
known what this meaneth, I will have
mercy, and not sacrifice, ye would not
have condemned the guiltless. For the
Son  of  man  is  Lord  even  of  the
sabbath day. Glory be to God forever.

Some
men’s sins are open beforehand, going
before  to  judgment;  and  some  men
they  follow  after.  Likewise  also  the
good  works  of  some are  manifest
beforehand;  and they that  are  other-
wise cannot be hid.

Let  as  many  servants  as  are
under  the  yoke  count  their  own
masters worthy of all honour, that the
name of God and  his doctrine be not
blasphemed.  And  they  that  have
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believing masters, let them not despise
them,  because  they  are  brethren;  but
rather  do  them service,  because  they

are faithful and beloved, partakers of
the  benefit.  These  things  teach  and
exhort.

Now I Paul myself beseech you

by  the  meekness  and  gentleness  of
Christ,  who  in  presence  am base
among you, but being absent am bold
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toward you: But I beseech  you,  that I
may not  be  bold when I  am present
with  that  confidence,  wherewith  I
think to be bold against some, which
think of us as if we walked according
to the flesh. For though we walk in the
flesh,  we do  not  war  after  the  flesh:
(For  the  weapons  of  our  warfare  are
not carnal, but mighty through God to
the  pulling  down  of  strong  holds;)
Casting down imaginations, and every
high thing that  exalteth itself  against
the knowledge of  God,  and bringing
into  captivity  every  thought  to  the
obedience of Christ;  And having in a
readiness to revenge all disobedience,
when your obedience is fulfilled.

Do  ye  look  on  things  after  the
outward appearance? If any man trust
to himself that he is Christ’s, let him of
himself think this again, that, as he  is
Christ’s,  even so  are we Christ’s.  For
though I should boast somewhat more
of our authority, which the Lord hath
given  us  for  edification,  and  not  for
your  destruction,  I  should  not  be
ashamed: That I may not seem as if I
would  terrify  you  by  letters.  For  his
letters,  say  they,  are weighty  and
powerful;  but  his bodily  presence  is
weak,  and  his speech  contemptible.
Let such an one think this, that, such

as we are in word by letters when we
are absent, such will we be also in deed
when we are present.

For we dare not make ourselves
of the number, or compare ourselves
with some that commend themselves:
but  they  measuring  themselves  by
themselves,  and  comparing  them-
selves  among  themselves,  are  not
wise. But we will not boast of things
without our measure, but according to
the  measure  of  the  rule  which  God
hath  distributed  to  us,  a  measure  to
reach even unto  you.  For  we stretch
not  ourselves beyond  our measure,  as
though we reached not unto you: for
we are come as far as to you also in
preaching the  gospel  of  Christ:  Not
boasting of  things without  our meas-
ure, that is, of other men’s labours; but
having  hope,  when  your  faith  is
increased, that we shall be enlarged by
you according to our rule abundantly,
To  preach  the  gospel  in  the  regions
beyond  you,  and not  to  boast  in
another  man’s  line  of  things  made
ready to our hand. But he that glori-
eth, let him glory in the Lord. For not
he  that  commendeth  himself  is
approved,  but  whom  the  Lord
commendeth.

The Catholic Epistle from the First Epistle of our teacher Peter. His Blessing be upon us. Amen.
Forasmuch  then  as  Christ  hath

suffered  for  us  in  the  flesh,  arm
yourselves  likewise  with  the  same
mind: for he that hath suffered in the
flesh hath ceased from sin; That he no
longer should live the rest of  his time
in the flesh to the lusts of men, but to
the will  of  God.  For the time past of
our life  may  suffice  us  to  have
wrought the will of the Gentiles, when
we  walked  in  lasciviousness,  lusts,
excess  of  wine,  revellings,  banquet-
ings, and abominable idolatries:

Wherein  they  think  it  strange
that ye run not with them to the same
excess  of  riot,  speaking  evil  of  you:

And  above  all  things
have  fervent  charity  among
yourselves: for charity shall cover the
multitude of sins. Use hospitality one
to another without grudging. As every
man  hath  received  the  gift,  even  so
minister  the same one to another,  as
good stewards of  the manifold grace
of God. If any man speak, let him speak
as  the  oracles  of  God;  if  any  man
minister,  let him do it as of the ability
which  God  giveth:  that  God  in  all
things may be glorified through Jesus
Christ, to whom be praise and domin-
ion for ever and ever. Amen.

A chapter from the Epistle of our teacher Paul to the Galatians. His blessing be upon us. Amen.
Paul,  an  apostle,  (not  of  men,

neither  by  man,  but  by  Jesus  Christ,
and God the Father,  who raised him
from the dead;) And all  the brethren
which are with me, unto the churches
of Galatia: Grace  be to you and peace
from  God  the  Father,  and  from our

Lord Jesus Christ,  Who gave himself
for our sins, that he might deliver us
from this  present  evil  world,  accord-
ing to the will of God and our Father:
To whom  be glory for ever and ever.
Amen.
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I  marvel  that  ye  are  so  soon
removed  from  him  that  called  you
into the grace of Christ  unto another
gospel: Which is not another; but there
be some that trouble you, and would
pervert  the  gospel  of  Christ.  But
though we, or an angel from heaven,
preach any other gospel unto you than
that  which  we  have  preached  unto
you, let him be accursed.  As we said
before, so say I now again, If any man
preach any other gospel unto you than
that  ye  have  received,  let  him  be
accursed.

For do I now persuade men, or
God? or do I seek to please men? for if
I yet pleased men, I should not be the
servant  of  Christ.  But  I  certify  you,
brethren,  that  the  gospel  which  was
preached of me is not after man. For I
neither received it of man, neither was
I  taught  it,  but  by  the  revelation  of
Jesus Christ. For ye have heard of my

conversation in time past in the Jews’
religion,  how that  beyond measure  I
persecuted  the  church  of  God,  and
wasted  it:  And profited  in  the  Jews’
religion  above  many  my  equals  in
mine own nation, being more exceed-
ingly zealous of  the traditions of  my
fathers. But when it pleased God, who
separated  me  from  my  mother’s
womb, and called me by his grace, To
reveal  his  Son  in  me,  that  I  might
preach him among the heathen; imme-
diately I conferred not with flesh and
blood: Neither went I up to Jerusalem
to  them  which  were  apostles  before
me;  but  I  went  into  Arabia,  and
returned again unto Damascus.  Then
after  three  years  I  went  up to  Jerus-
alem to see Peter, and abode with him
fifteen days.  But other of the apostles
saw  I  none,  save  James  the  Lord’s
brother.

A chapter from the Epistle of our teacher Paul to the Hebrews. His blessing be upon us. Amen.
For there is verily a disannulling

of the commandment going before for
the  weakness  and  unprofitableness
thereof.  For  the  law  made  nothing
perfect, but the bringing in of a better
hope did; by the which we draw nigh
unto  God.  And  inasmuch  as  not
without  an  oath  he  was  made  priest:
(For those priests were made without
an oath; but this with an oath by him
that  said  unto  him,  The  Lord  sware
and will not repent, Thou  art a priest
for  ever  after  the  order  of
Melchisedec:)  By  so  much was  Jesus
made  a  surety  of  a  better  testament.
And  they  truly  were  many  priests,
because  they  were  not  suffered  to
continue by reason of death: But this
man, because he continueth ever, hath
an  unchangeable  priesthood.  Where-
fore he is able also to save them to the
uttermost that come unto God by him,
seeing he ever liveth to make interces-
sion for them. For such an high priest
became  us,  who  is holy,  harmless,
undefiled, separate from sinners, and
made  higher  than  the  heavens;  Who

needeth  not  daily,  as  those  high
priests,  to  offer  up sacrifice,  first  for
his  own  sins,  and  then  for  the
people’s: for this he did once, when he
offered  up  himself.  For  the  law
maketh men high priests which have
infirmity;  but  the  word  of  the  oath,
which  was  since  the  law,  maketh the
Son, who is consecrated for evermore.

Now  of  the  things  which  we
have spoken this is the sum: We have
such an high priest, who is set on the
right hand of the throne of the Majesty
in the heavens; A minister of the sanc-
tuary,  and  of  the  true  tabernacle,
which the Lord pitched, and not man.
For  every  high  priest  is  ordained  to
offer gifts and sacrifices: wherefore  it
is of  necessity  that  this  man  have
somewhat also to offer. For if he were
on  earth,  he  should  not  be  a  priest,
seeing that there are priests that offer
gifts according to the law:  Who serve
unto  the  example  and  shadow  of
heavenly  things,  as  Moses  was
admonished  of  God  when  he  was
about to make the tabernacle: for, See,
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saith  he,  that thou  make  all  things
according  to  the  pattern  shewed  to
thee in the mount.

But  now  hath  he  obtained  a
more excellent ministry, by how much
also  he  is  the  mediator  of  a  better
covenant, which was established upon
better promises. For if that first  coven-
ant had been faultless, then should no
place have been sought for the second.
For finding fault with them, he saith,
Behold, the days come, saith the Lord,
when I will make a new covenant with
the house of Israel and with the house
of Judah: Not according to the coven-
ant  that  I  made with their  fathers  in
the day when I took them by the hand
to lead them out of the land of Egypt;
because  they  continued  not  in  my

covenant,  and  I  regarded  them  not,
saith the Lord. For this is the covenant
that  I  will  make  with  the  house  of
Israel after those days, saith the Lord; I
will put my laws into their mind, and
write them in their hearts: and I will
be to them a God, and they shall be to
me a people: And they shall not teach
every  man his  neighbour,  and every
man  his  brother,  saying,  Know  the
Lord: for all shall know me, from the
least  to  the  greatest.  For  I  will  be
merciful to their unrighteousness, and
their  sins  and  their  iniquities  will  I
remember no more. In that he saith, A
new  covenant,  he  hath made the first
old.  Now  that  which  decayeth  and
waxeth old is ready to vanish away.

He that
doeth  good  is  of  God:  but  he  that
doeth evil hath not seen God.

I had many things
to write,  but I  will  not  with ink and
pen write unto thee: But I trust I shall
shortly  see  thee,  and we shall  speak
face  to  face.

high  priest,  that  is  passed  into  the
heavens, Jesus the Son of God, let us
hold fast  our profession. For we have
not  an  high  priest  which  cannot  be
touched with the feeling of our infirm-
ities; but was in all points tempted like
as we are, yet without sin. Let us there-
fore  come boldly  unto  the  throne  of

grace, that we may obtain mercy, and
find grace to help in time of need.

For every high priest taken from
among  men  is  ordained  for  men  in
things  pertaining to God, that he may
offer both gifts and sacrifices for sins:
Who  can  have  compassion  on  the
ignorant, and on them that are out of
the  way;  for  that  he  himself  also  is
compassed  with  infirmity.  And  by
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reason  hereof  he  ought,  as  for  the
people, so also for himself, to offer for
sins. 4 And no man taketh this honour
unto himself,  but he that is  called of
God, as was Aaron. So also Christ glor-
ified not himself to be made an high
priest; but he that said unto him, Thou
art  my  Son,  to  day  have  I  begotten
thee. As he saith also in another place,
Thou  art a  priest  for  ever  after  the
order of Melchisedec. Who in the days
of his flesh, when he had offered up
prayers and supplications with strong
crying  and  tears  unto  him  that  was
able to save him from death, and was
heard  in  that  he  feared;  Though  he
were a Son, yet learned he obedience
by the things which he suffered; And
being  made  perfect,  he  became  the

author  of  eternal  salvation  unto  all
them that obey him;
 Called  of  God  an  high  priest
after  the  order  of  Melchisedec.  Of
whom  we  have  many  things  to  say,
and hard to be uttered, seeing ye are
dull of hearing. For when for the time
ye ought to be teachers, ye have need
that one teach you again which be the
first principles of the oracles of God;
and are become such as have need of
milk,  and  not  of  strong  meat.  For
every one that useth milk  is unskilful
in the word of righteousness: for he is
a babe.  But strong meat belongeth to
them that  are  of  full  age,  even those
who by reason of use have their senses
exercised  to  discern  both  good  and
evil.

Now about that time Herod the
king stretched forth  his hands to vex
certain  of  the  church.  And  he  killed
James  the  brother  of  John  with  the
sword. And because he saw it pleased
the Jews, he proceeded further to take
Peter  also.  (Then  were  the  days  of
unleavened bread.) And when he had
apprehended  him,  he  put  him in
prison,  and  delivered  him to  four
quaternions  of  soldiers  to  keep  him;
intending  after  Easter  to  bring  him
forth to the people.

Peter  therefore  was  kept  in
prison: but prayer was made without
ceasing  of  the  church  unto  God  for
him.  And  when  Herod  would  have
brought  him  forth,  the  same  night
Peter  was  sleeping  between  two
soldiers, bound with two chains: and
the keepers  before  the  door kept  the
prison. And, behold, the angel of the
Lord  came  upon  him,  and  a  light
shined  in  the  prison:  and  he  smote
Peter on the side, and raised him up,
saying,  Arise  up  quickly.  And  his
chains fell off from his hands. And the

angel said unto him, Gird thyself, and
bind on thy sandals.  And so he did.
And  he  saith  unto  him,  Cast  thy
garment  about  thee,  and  follow  me.
And he went out,  and followed him;
and  wist  not  that  it  was  true  which
was done by the angel; but thought he
saw a vision. When they were past the
first and the second ward, they came
unto  the  iron  gate  that  leadeth  unto
the city; which opened to them of his
own accord:  and they went  out,  and
passed  on  through  one  street;  and
forthwith  the  angel  departed  from
him.  And  when  Peter  was  come  to
himself,  he  said,  Now  I  know  of  a
surety,  that  the  Lord  hath  sent  his
angel,  and hath  delivered  me out  of
the  hand of  Herod,  and  from all  the
expectation of the people of the Jews.
And  when  he  had  considered  the
thing,  he  came to the  house of  Mary
the  mother  of  John,  whose  surname
was Mark; where many were gathered
together  praying.  And  as  Peter
knocked  at  the  door  of  the  gate,  a
damsel  came  to  hearken,  named
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Rhoda.  And  when  she  knew  Peter’s
voice,  she  opened  not  the  gate  for
gladness,  but  ran  in,  and  told  how
Peter stood before the gate. And they
said unto her, Thou art mad. But she
constantly  affirmed  that  it  was  even
so. Then said they, It is his angel. But
Peter  continued knocking:  and when
they  had  opened  the  door,  and  saw
him,  they  were  astonished.  But  he,
beckoning unto them with the hand to
hold their peace,  declared unto them
how the Lord had brought him out of
the  prison.  And  he  said,  Go  shew
these  things  unto  James,  and  to  the
brethren. And he departed, and went
into another place. Now as soon as it
was  day,  there  was  no  small  stir
among the soldiers, what was become
of Peter. And when Herod had sought
for  him,  and  found  him  not,  he

examined  the  keepers,  and
commanded that they should be put to
death.  And  he  went  down  from
Judaea to Caesarea, and there abode.

And  Herod  was  highly
displeased  with  them  of  Tyre  and
Sidon: but they came with one accord
to him, and, having made Blastus the
king’s  chamberlain  their  friend,
desired  peace;  because  their  country
was nourished by the king’s  country.
And upon a set day Herod, arrayed in
royal apparel, sat upon his throne, and
made an oration unto them. And the
people  gave a  shout,  saying,  It  is the
voice of a god, and not of a man. And
immediately  the  angel  of  the  Lord
smote him, because he gave not God
the glory: and he was eaten of worms,
and gave up the ghost.  But the word
of God grew and multiplied.

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And again, Behold I and the children
which God hath given me.

Forasmuch then as the children
are  partakers  of  flesh  and  blood,  he
also himself likewise took part of the
same;  that  through  death  he  might
destroy  him  that  had  the  power  of
death,  that  is,  the  devil;  And deliver
them who through fear of death were
all  their  lifetime  subject  to  bondage.
For  verily  he  took  not  on  him  the

nature of angels; but he took on him the
seed  of  Abraham.  Wherefore  in  all
things it behoved him to be made like
unto  his brethren, that he might be a
merciful  and  faithful  high  priest  in
things  pertaining to  God,  to  make
reconciliation  for  the  sins  of  the
people.  For  in  that  he  himself  hath
suffered being tempted, he is  able to
succour them that are tempted.

Now all this was done,
that  it  might  be  fulfilled  which  was
spoken  of  the  Lord  by  the  prophet,
saying, Behold, a virgin shall be with
child, and shall bring forth a son, and
they  shall  call  his  name  Emmanuel,
which being interpreted is, God with
us.  Then  Joseph  being  raised  from
sleep did as the angel of the Lord had
bidden  him,  and  took  unto  him  his
wife:  And knew her  not  till  she had
brought forth her firstborn son: and he
called  his  name  JESUS. Glory  be  to  God
forever.

The Pauline Epistle
Galatians 3:15-4:18

A chapter from the Epistle of our teacher Paul to the Galatians. His blessing be upon us. Amen.
Brethren,  I  speak  after  the

manner  of  men;  Though  it  be but  a
man’s covenant, yet if it be confirmed,
no  man  disannulleth,  or  addeth
thereto. Now to Abraham and his seed
were the promises made. He saith not,
And to  seeds,  as  of  many;  but  as  of
one, And to thy seed, which is Christ.

And this I say,  that the covenant, that
was  confirmed  before  of  God  in
Christ,  the  law,  which  was  four
hundred and thirty years after, cannot
disannul,  that  it  should  make  the
promise  of  none  effect.  For  if  the
inheritance be of the law, it is no more
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of promise: but God gave  it to Abra-
ham by promise.

Wherefore then  serveth the law?
It  was  added  because  of  transgres-
sions,  till  the  seed  should  come  to
whom the promise was made;  and it
was ordained by angels in the hand of
a mediator.  Now a mediator is not  a
mediator of one, but God is one.  Is the
law then against the promises of God?
God forbid: for if there had been a law
given  which  could  have  given  life,
verily righteousness should have been
by  the  law.  But  the  scripture  hath
concluded  all  under  sin,  that  the
promise by faith of Jesus Christ might
be  given  to  them  that  believe.  But
before faith came, we were kept under
the law, shut up unto the faith which
should  afterwards  be  revealed.
Wherefore  the  law  was  our  school-
master to bring us unto Christ, that we
might  be  justified  by  faith.  But  after
that  faith  is  come,  we  are  no  longer
under  a  schoolmaster.  For  ye  are  all
the children of God by faith in Christ
Jesus.  For  as  many  of  you  as  have
been baptized into Christ have put on
Christ. There is neither Jew nor Greek,
there is neither bond nor free, there is
neither male nor female: for ye are all
one  in  Christ  Jesus.  And  if  ye  be
Christ’s, then are ye Abraham’s seed,
and heirs according to the promise.

Now I say, That the heir, as long
as he is a child, differeth nothing from
a servant, though he be lord of all; But

is  under  Thooutors  and  governors
until the time appointed of the father.
Even so we, when we were children,
were in bondage under the elements
of the world: But when the fulness of
the time was come, God sent forth his
Son,  made of a woman, made under
the  law,  To  redeem  them  that  were
under the law, that we might receive
the adoption of sons. And because ye
are sons, God hath sent forth the Spirit
of  his  Son  into  your  hearts,  crying,
Abba,  Father.  Wherefore thou art  no
more a servant, but a son; and if a son,
then an heir of God through Christ.

Howbeit  then,  when  ye  knew
not  God,  ye  did  service  unto  them
which by nature are no gods. But now,
after  that  ye  have  known  God,  or
rather are known of God, how turn ye
again  to  the  weak  and  beggarly
elements,  whereunto  ye  desire  again
to  be  in  bondage?  Ye  observe  days,
and months,  and times,  and years.  I
am afraid of you, lest I have bestowed
upon you labour in vain.
 Brethren, I beseech you, be as I
am;  for  I  am as  ye  are:  ye  have  not
injured  me  at  all.  Ye  know  how
through  infirmity  of  the  flesh  I
preached the gospel  unto you at  the
first. And my temptation which was in
my flesh ye despised not, nor rejected;
but received me as an angel of  God,
even as Christ Jesus. Where is then the
blessedness ye spake of? for I bear you
record, that, if  it had been possible, ye
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would  have  plucked  out  your  own
eyes, and have given them to me. Am
I  therefore  become  your  enemy,
because I tell you the truth?

They  zealously  affect  you,  but
not well; yea, they would exclude you,

that  ye  might  affect  them.  But  it  is
good to be zealously affected always
in  a good  thing,  and not only when I
am present with you.

Beloved, believe not every spirit,

In this was mani-
fested  the  love  of  God  toward  us,
because that God sent his only begot-
ten Son into the world, that we might
live through him. Herein is love, not
that we loved God, but that he loved
us, and sent his Son  to be the propiti-
ation for our sins. Beloved, if God so
loved us,  we  ought  also  to  love  one
another. No man hath seen God at any
time.  If  we  love  one  another,  God
dwelleth in us, and his love is perfec-
ted  in  us.  Hereby  know we that  we
dwell in him, and he in us, because he
hath given us of his Spirit.

And we have seen and do testify
that the Father sent the Son  to be the
Saviour of the world.

Do not love the world, nor the things which are in the world. The world shall pass away and all its desires; but he
who does the will of God shall abide forever. Amen.

But  Jerusalem  which  is
above is free, which is the mother of
us  all.  For  it  is  written,  Rejoice,  thou
barren  that  bearest  not;  break  forth
and cry,  thou  that  travailest  not:  for
the desolate hath many more children
than she which hath an husband. Now
we,  brethren,  as  Isaac  was,  are  the
children  of  promise.  But  as  then  he

that  was  born  after  the  flesh  perse-
cuted him that was born after the Spirit,
even so  it  is now. Nevertheless what
saith the scripture? Cast out the bond-
woman and her son: for the son of the
bondwoman shall not be heir with the
son  of  the  freewoman.  So  then,
brethren,  we  are  not  children  of  the
bondwoman, but of the free.

Stand fast therefore in the liberty
wherewith Christ  hath made us free,
and be not entangled again with the
yoke of bondage.

The Catholic Epistle from the First Epistle of our teacher John. His Blessing be upon us. Amen.
Whosoever  shall  confess  that

Jesus is the Son of God, God dwelleth
in him, and he in God.

For  this  is
the  love  of  God,  that  we  keep  his
commandments:  and  his  command-
ments  are  not  grievous.  For  whatso-
ever  is  born  of  God  overcometh  the
world:  and  this  is  the  victory  that
overcometh the world, even our faith.

Do not love the world, nor the things which are in the world. The world shall pass away and all its desires; but he
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who does the will of God shall abide forever. Amen.

I say again, Let no man think me

a  fool;  if  otherwise,  yet  as  a  fool
receive me, that I may boast myself a
little. That which I speak, I speak it not
after the Lord, but as it were foolishly,
in this confidence of boasting. Seeing
that many glory after the flesh, I will
glory also. For ye suffer fools gladly,
seeing  ye  yourselves are  wise.  For  ye
suffer, if a man bring you into bond-
age, if a man devour you, if a man take
of you, if a man exalt himself, if a man
smite  you  on  the  face.  I  speak  as
concerning  reproach,  as  though  we
had been weak.  Howbeit  whereinso-
ever any is bold, (I speak foolishly,) I
am bold also.

Are they Hebrews? so  am I. Are
they Israelites? so  am I.  Are they the
seed of  Abraham? so  am I.  Are  they
ministers of Christ? (I speak as a fool)
I  am more; in labours more abundant,
in  stripes  above  measure,  in  prisons
more  frequent,  in  deaths  oft.  Of  the
Jews five times received I forty stripes
save  one.  Thrice  was  I  beaten  with
rods,  once  was  I  stoned,  thrice  I
suffered shipwreck, a night and a day
I have been in the deep; In journeyings
often,  in perils of  waters,  in perils  of
robbers, in perils by mine own country-
men, in perils by the heathen, in perils
in the city,  in perils in the wilderness,
in perils  in  the  sea,  in perils  among
false brethren; In weariness and pain-
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fulness, in watchings often, in hunger
and  thirst,  in  fastings  often,  in  cold
and  nakedness.  Beside  those  things
that  are  without,  that  which  cometh
upon  me  daily,  the  care  of  all  the
churches. Who is weak, and I am not
weak?  who  is  offended,  and  I  burn
not? If I must needs glory, I will glory
of  the  things  which  concern  mine
infirmities. The God and Father of our
Lord Jesus Christ, which is blessed for
evermore,  knoweth  that  I  lie  not.  In
Damascus the governor under Aretas
the king kept  the city of the Damas-
cenes  with  a  garrison,  desirous  to
apprehend  me:  And  through  a
window in a basket was I let down by
the wall, and escaped his hands.
 It is not expedient for me doubt-
less to glory. I will come to visions and
revelations of the Lord. I knew a man
in  Christ  above  fourteen  years  ago,
(whether in the body, I cannot tell; or
whether out of the body, I cannot tell:
God knoweth;) such an one caught up
to the third heaven. And I knew such
a man, (whether in the body, or out of
the body, I cannot tell: God knoweth;)
How that he was caught up into para-
dise,  and  heard  unspeakable  words,
which  it  is  not  lawful  for  a  man  to
utter. Of such an one will I glory: yet

of myself I will not glory, but in mine
infirmities. For though I would desire
to glory, I shall not be a fool; for I will
say  the  truth:  but  now I  forbear,  lest
any  man  should  think  of  me  above
that which he seeth me to be, or that he
heareth  of  me.  And lest  I  should  be
exalted  above  measure  through  the
abundance  of  the  revelations,  there
was given to me a thorn in the flesh,
the messenger of  Satan to buffet  me,
lest  I  should be exalted above meas-
ure. For this thing I besought the Lord
thrice,  that  it  might  depart  from me.
And  he  said  unto  me,  My  grace  is
sufficient for thee: for my strength is
made  perfect  in  weakness. Most
gladly therefore will I rather glory in
my  infirmities,  that  the  power  of
Christ may rest upon me. Therefore I
take  pleasure  in  infirmities,  in
reproaches, in necessities, in persecu-
tions,  in  distresses  for  Christ’s  sake:
for when I am weak, then am I strong.

I am become a fool in glorying;
ye have compelled me: for I ought to
have been commended of you: for in
nothing am I behind the very chiefest
apostles,  though  I  be  nothing.  Truly
the signs of an apostle were wrought
among  you  in  all  patience,  in  signs,
and wonders, and mighty deeds.

And  in  those  days,  when  the
number  of  the  disciples  was  multi-
plied, there arose a murmuring of the
Grecians  against  the  Hebrews,
because their widows were neglected
in  the  daily  ministration.  Then  the
twelve  called  the  multitude  of  the
disciples  unto them, and said, It is not
reason that we should leave the word
of  God,  and serve tables.  Wherefore,

brethren,  look  ye  out  among  you
seven men of honest report, full of the
Holy  Ghost  and  wisdom,  whom  we
may  appoint  over  this  business.  But
we will  give ourselves continually to
prayer,  and  to  the  ministry  of  the
word.  And  the  saying  pleased  the
whole  multitude:  and  they  chose
Stephen, a man full of faith and of the
Holy  Ghost,  and  Philip,  and
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Prochorus,  and  Nicanor,  and Timon,
and  Parmenas,  and  Nicolas  a  pros-
elyte  of  Antioch:  Whom  they  set
before  the  apostles:  and  when  they
had prayed,  they laid  their hands on
them.

plied in Jerusalem greatly; and a great
company of the priests were obedient
to the faith.

And  into
whatsoever  city  ye  enter,  and  they
receive you, eat such things as are set
before you: And heal the sick that are
therein, and say unto them, The king-
dom of  God is  come nigh unto you.
But into whatsoever city ye enter, and
they  receive  you  not,  go  your  ways
out into the streets  of  the same,  and
say, Even the very dust of your city,
which cleaveth on us, we do wipe off
against  you:  notwithstanding  be  ye
sure of this, that the kingdom of God
is come nigh unto you. But I say unto
you, that it shall be more tolerable in

that day for Sodom, than for that city.
Woe  unto  thee,  Chorazin!  woe  unto
thee,  Bethsaida!  for  if  the  mighty
works  had  been  done  in  Tyre  and
Sidon, which have been done in you,
they had a great while ago repented,
sitting  in  sackcloth  and ashes. But  it
shall  be  more  tolerable  for  Tyre  and
Sidon at  the judgment,  than for you.
And thou, Capernaum, which art exal-
ted to heaven, shalt be thrust down to
hell. He that heareth you heareth me;
and  he  that  despiseth  you  despiseth
me; and he that despiseth me despis-
eth him that sent me.

And the seventy returned again
with joy, saying, Lord, even the devils
are subject unto us through thy name.
And he said unto them, I beheld Satan
as lightning fall from heaven. Behold,
I  give  unto  you  power  to  tread  on
serpents  and  scorpions,  and  over  all
the power of the enemy: and nothing
shall by any means hurt you. Notwith-
standing  in  this  rejoice  not,  that  the
spirits are subject unto you; but rather
rejoice, because your names are writ-
ten in heaven. Glory be to God forever.

Take  heed  that  ye  despise  not
one of these little ones; for I say unto

you,  That  in  heaven  their  angels  do
always behold the face of  my Father

is come to save that  which was lost.
How  think  ye?  if  a  man  have  an
hundred  sheep,  and  one  of  them  be
gone  astray,  doth  he  not  leave  the
ninety  and  nine,  and  goeth  into  the
mountains, and seeketh that which is
gone astray? And if so be that he find
it,  verily I  say unto you, he rejoiceth
more of that  sheep, than of the ninety
and nine which went not astray. Even
so  it  is  not  the  will  of  your  Father
which is in heaven, that one of these
little ones should perish.

And if he shall neglect to
hear them, tell  it unto the church: but
if  he  neglect  to  hear  the  church,  let
him be unto thee as an heathen man
and a publican. Verily I say unto you,
Whatsoever  ye  shall  bind  on  earth
shall be bound in heaven: and whatso-
ever  ye  shall  loose  on  earth  shall  be
loosed  in  heaven.

And this  is  the word which by

the gospel is preached unto you.

malice, and all guile, and hypocrisies,
and envies, and all evil speakings, As
newborn babes, desire the sincere milk
of  the  word,  that  ye  may  grow
thereby:  If  so  be  ye  have  tasted that
the Lord is gracious.

But ye are a chosen genera-
tion,  a  royal  priesthood,  an  holy
nation,  a  peculiar  people;  that  ye
should shew forth the praises of him
who hath called you out of  darkness
into  his  marvellous  light:  Which  in
time  past  were not  a  people,  but  are
now the people of God: which had not
obtained  mercy,  but  now  have
obtained mercy.

Do not love the world, nor the things which are in the world. The world shall pass away and all its desires; but he
who does the will of God shall abide forever. Amen.

For Christ  is the end of the law

for  righteousness  to  every  one  that
believeth.

That  the  man  which  doeth  those
things  shall  live  by  them.  But  the
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righteousness which is of faith speak-
eth on this wise, Say not in thine heart,
Who shall ascend into heaven? (that is,
to bring Christ down  from above:)  Or,
Who shall descend into the deep? (that
is,  to bring up Christ  again from the
dead.) But what saith it? The word is
nigh thee,  even in thy mouth,  and in
thy  heart:  that  is,  the  word  of  faith,
which  we  preach;  That  if  thou  shalt
confess  with  thy  mouth  the  Lord
Jesus, and shalt believe in thine heart
that  God  hath  raised  him  from  the
dead, thou shalt be saved. For with the
heart  man  believeth  unto  righteous-
ness; and with the mouth confession is
made unto salvation. For the scripture
saith,  Whosoever  believeth  on  him
shall not be ashamed.

For  there  is  no  difference
between  the  Jew  and  the  Greek:  for

the same Lord over all is rich unto all
that  call  upon  him.  For  whosoever
shall call upon the name of the Lord
shall  be  saved.  How  then  shall  they
call  on  him  in  whom  they  have  not
believed? and how shall  they believe
in him of whom they have not heard?
and  how  shall  they  hear  without  a
preacher? And how shall they preach,
except  they  be  sent?  as  it  is  written,
How  beautiful  are  the  feet  of  them
that  preach the gospel  of  peace,  and
bring glad tidings of good things! But
they have not  all  obeyed the  gospel.
For  Esaias  saith,  Lord,  who  hath
believed  our  report?  So  then  faith
cometh by hearing, and hearing by the
word of God. But I say, Have they not
heard?  Yes  verily,  their  sound  went
into all the earth, and their words unto
the ends of the world.

1 John 1:1-2:6

The Catholic Epistle from the First Epistle of our teacher John. His Blessing be upon us. Amen.
That which was from the begin-

ning, which we have heard, which we
have  seen  with  our  eyes,  which  we
have  looked  upon,  and  our  hands
have handled, of the Word of life; (For
the life was manifested, and we have
seen  it,  and  bear  witness,  and  shew
unto you that eternal life, which was
with the Father,  and was manifested
unto  us;)  That  which  we  have  seen
and heard declare we unto you, that
ye also may have fellowship with us:

If we say that we have not
sinned,  we make him a liar,  and his
word is not in us.

My  little  children,  these  things
write I unto you, that ye sin not. And
if any man sin, we have an advocate
with the Father, Jesus Christ the right-

eous:  And  he  is  the  propitiation  for
our  sins:  and  not  for  ours  only,  but
also for the sins of the whole world.

And hereby we do know that we
know him, if we keep his command-
ments. He that saith, I know him, and
keepeth not  his  commandments,  is  a
liar,  and the truth is  not in him. But
whoso keepeth his word, in him verily
is  the  love  of  God perfected:  hereby
know we that we are in him. He that
saith he abideth in him ought himself
also so to walk, even as he walked.

Finally,  my  brethren,  rejoice  in

the Lord. To write the same things to
you, to me indeed is not grievous, but
for  you  it  is safe.  Beware  of  dogs,
beware of evil workers, beware of the
concision. For we are the circumcision,
which worship God in the spirit, and
rejoice  in  Christ  Jesus,  and  have  no
confidence in the flesh.

Though  I  might  also  have
confidence  in  the  flesh.  If  any  other
man thinketh that he hath whereof he
might  trust  in  the  flesh,  I  more:
Circumcised  the  eighth  day,  of  the
stock of Israel, of the tribe of Benjamin,
an Hebrew of the Hebrews; as touch-
ing  the  law,  a  Pharisee;  Concerning
zeal, persecuting the church; touching
the righteousness which is in the law,
blameless. But what things were gain
to me, those I counted loss for Christ.

Yea doubtless,  and I count all  things
but loss for the excellency of the know-
ledge  of  Christ  Jesus  my  Lord:  for
whom I have suffered the loss  of  all
things, and do count them  but dung,
that I may win Christ,

And be found in him, not having
mine own righteousness,  which is  of
the law, but that which is through the
faith  of  Christ,  the  righteousness
which is of God by faith: That I may
know him, and the power of his resur-
rection,  and  the  fellowship  of  his
sufferings,  being  made  conformable
unto  his  death;  If  by  any  means  I
might  attain  unto the  resurrection of
the dead. Not as though I had already
attained,  either  were  already perfect:
but I follow after, if that I may appre-
hend that for which also I am appre-
hended of Christ Jesus.

The Catholic Epistle from the First Epistle of our teacher John. His Blessing be upon us. Amen.
Who is  he  that  overcometh  the

world, but he that believeth that Jesus
is the Son of God?

This  is  he  that  came  by  water
and  blood,  even Jesus  Christ;  not  by
water  only,  but  by water  and blood.
And  it  is  the  Spirit  that  beareth
witness, because the Spirit is truth. For
there  are  three  that  bear  record  in
heaven, the Father, the Word, and the
Holy Ghost:  and these three are one.

These things have I writ-
ten unto you that believe on the name
of the Son of God; that ye may know
that ye have eternal  life,  and that  ye
may believe on the name of the Son of
God.

And this  is  the  confidence  that
we have in  him,  that,  if  we  ask any
thing according to his will, he heareth
us: And if  we know that he hear us,
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whatsoever we ask, we know that we
have the petitions that we desired of
him. If any man see his brother sin a
sin  which  is not  unto  death,  he  shall
ask, and he shall give him life for them
that sin not unto death. There is a sin
unto death: I do not say that he shall
pray for it.  All unrighteousness is sin:
and there is a sin not unto death.

We know that whosoever is born
of  God  sinneth  not;  but  he  that  is
begotten of God keepeth himself, and

that  wicked  one  toucheth  him  not.
And we know that we are of God, and
the whole world lieth in wickedness.
And we know that the Son of God is
come,  and  hath  given  us  an  under-
standing, that we may know him that
is true, and we are in him that is true,
even in his Son Jesus Christ. This is the
true God, and eternal life. Little chil-
dren,  keep  yourselves  from  idols.
Amen.

water,  both  Philip  and  the  eunuch;
and he baptized him.  And when they
were  come  up  out  of  the  water,  the
Spirit of the Lord caught away Philip,
that the eunuch saw him no more: and
he went on his way rejoicing.

Jesus  saw  Nathanael
coming  to  him,  and  saith  of  him,
Behold an Israelite indeed, in whom is
no  guile! Nathanael  saith  unto  him,
Whence  knowest  thou  me?  Jesus

answered and said  unto  him,  Before
that  Philip  called  thee,  when  thou
wast  under  the  fig  tree,  I  saw  thee.
Nathanael  answered  and  saith  unto
him, Rabbi, thou art the Son of God;
thou  art  the  King  of  Israel.  Jesus
answered and said unto him, Because
I said unto thee, I saw thee under the
fig tree, believest thou? thou shalt see
greater things than these. And he saith
unto  him,  Verily,  verily,  I  say  unto
you,  Hereafter  ye  shall  see  heaven
open, and the angels of God ascending
and descending upon the Son of man.

Let not
sin  therefore  reign  in  your  mortal
body,  that  ye  should  obey  it  in  the
lusts  thereof.  Neither  yield  ye  your
members  as instruments  of  unright-
eousness  unto  sin:  but  yield
yourselves unto God, as those that are
alive  from  the  dead,  and  your
members  as instruments of righteous-
ness unto God. For sin shall not have
dominion  over  you:  for  ye  are  not
under the law, but under grace. What
then? shall we sin, because we are not
under the law, but under grace? God
forbid. Know ye not, that to whom ye
yield yourselves servants to obey, his
servants  ye  are  to  whom  ye  obey;
whether of sin unto death, or of obedi-
ence unto righteousness?

And this know, that if
the goodman of the house had known
what  hour  the  thief  would come,  he
would  have  watched,  and  not  have
suffered  his  house  to  be  broken
through. Be  ye  therefore  ready  also:
for the Son of man cometh at an hour
when ye think not.

Then Peter said unto him, Lord,
speakest thou this parable unto us, or
even to all? And the Lord said,  Who
then is that faithful and wise steward,
whom  his lord shall  make ruler over
his  household,  to  give  them  their
portion of meat in due season? Blessed
is that  servant,  whom his  lord when
he  cometh  shall  find  so  doing. Of  a
truth I say unto you, that he will make
him ruler over all that he hath. Glory be to
God forever.

By him therefore let us offer the
sacrifice of praise to God continually,
that  is,  the  fruit  of  our lips  giving
thanks  to  his  name.  But  to  do  good
and  to  communicate  forget  not:  for
with  such  sacrifices  God  is  well
pleased. Obey them that have the rule
over you, and submit yourselves:  for
they watch for your souls, as they that
must give account, that they may do it

with joy, and not with grief: for that is
unprofitable for you.

Pray for us: for we trust we have
a good conscience, in all things willing
to live honestly. But I beseech you the
rather  to  do  this,  that  I  may  be
restored to you the sooner.  Now the
God of peace, that brought again from
the  dead  our  Lord  Jesus,  that  great
shepherd  of  the  sheep,  through  the
blood  of  the  everlasting  covenant,
Make you perfect in every good work
to  do  his  will,  working  in  you  that
which  is  wellpleasing  in  his  sight,
through  Jesus  Christ;  to  whom  be
glory for ever and ever. Amen. And I
beseech you, brethren, suffer the word
of  exhortation:  for  I  have  written  a
letter unto you in few words. Know ye
that  our brother  Timothy  is  set  at
liberty;  with  whom,  if  he  come
shortly, I will see you. Salute all them
that have the rule over you, and all the
saints. They of Italy salute you. Grace
be with you all. Amen.

Now I Paul myself beseech you

by  the  meekness  and  gentleness  of
Christ,  who  in  presence  am base
among you, but being absent am bold
toward you: But I beseech  you,  that I
may not  be  bold when I  am present
with  that  confidence,  wherewith  I
think to be bold against some, which
think of us as if we walked according

to the flesh. For though we walk in the
flesh,  we  do not  war  after  the  flesh:
(For  the  weapons  of  our  warfare  are
not carnal, but mighty through God to
the  pulling  down  of  strong  holds;)
Casting down imaginations, and every
high thing that  exalteth itself  against
the  knowledge of  God,  and bringing
into  captivity  every  thought  to  the
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obedience of Christ;  And having in a
readiness to revenge all disobedience,
when your obedience is fulfilled.

Do  ye  look  on  things  after  the
outward appearance? If any man trust
to himself that he is Christ’s, let him of
himself think this again, that, as he  is
Christ’s,  even so  are we Christ’s.  For
though I should boast somewhat more
of our authority, which the Lord hath
given  us  for  edification,  and  not  for
your  destruction,  I  should  not  be
ashamed: That I may not seem as if I
would  terrify  you  by  letters.  For  his
letters,  say  they,  are weighty  and
powerful;  but  his bodily  presence  is
weak,  and  his speech  contemptible.
Let such an one think this, that, such
as we are in word by letters when we
are absent, such will we be also in deed
when we are present.

For we dare not make ourselves
of the number, or compare ourselves
with some that commend themselves:
but  they  measuring  themselves  by

themselves,  and  comparing  them-
selves  among  themselves,  are  not
wise. But we will not boast of things
without our measure, but according to
the  measure  of  the  rule  which  God
hath  distributed  to  us,  a  measure  to
reach even unto  you.  For  we stretch
not  ourselves beyond  our measure,  as
though we reached not unto you: for
we are come as far as to you also in
preaching the  gospel  of  Christ:  Not
boasting of  things without  our meas-
ure, that is, of other men’s labours; but
having  hope,  when  your  faith  is
increased, that we shall be enlarged by
you according to our rule abundantly,
To  preach  the  gospel  in  the  regions
beyond  you,  and not  to  boast  in
another  man’s  line  of  things  made
ready to our hand. But he that glori-
eth, let him glory in the Lord. For not
he  that  commendeth  himself  is
approved,  but  whom  the  Lord
commendeth.

1 Peter 4:1-11

The Catholic Epistle from the First Epistle of our teacher Peter. His Blessing be upon us. Amen.
Forasmuch  then  as  Christ  hath

suffered  for  us  in  the  flesh,  arm
yourselves  likewise  with  the  same
mind: for he that hath suffered in the
flesh hath ceased from sin; That he no
longer should live the rest of  his time
in the flesh to the lusts of men, but to
the will  of  God. For the time past of

our life  may  suffice  us  to  have
wrought the will of the Gentiles, when
we  walked  in  lasciviousness,  lusts,
excess  of  wine,  revellings,  banquet-
ings, and abominable idolatries:

Wherein  they  think  it  strange
that ye run not with them to the same
excess  of  riot,  speaking  evil  of  you:
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Who shall give account to him that is
ready to judge the quick and the dead.
For  for  this  cause  was  the  gospel
preached also to them that are dead,
that  they might  be  judged according
to men in the flesh, but live according
to God in the spirit.

But  the  end  of  all  things  is  at
hand: be ye therefore sober, and watch
unto  prayer.  And  above  all  things
have  fervent  charity  among
yourselves: for charity shall cover the

multitude of sins. Use hospitality one
to another without grudging. As every
man  hath  received  the  gift,  even  so
minister  the same one to another,  as
good stewards of  the manifold grace
of God. If any man speak, let him speak
as  the  oracles  of  God;  if  any  man
minister,  let him do it as of the ability
which  God  giveth:  that  God  in  all
things may be glorified through Jesus
Christ, to whom be praise and domin-
ion for ever and ever. Amen.

And Barnabas and Saul returned
from  Jerusalem,  when  they  had
fulfilled  their ministry, and took with
them John, whose surname was Mark.

Now  there  were  in  the  church
that  was  at  Antioch certain  prophets
and teachers; as Barnabas, and Simeon
that  was called Niger,  and Lucius of
Cyrene, and Manaen, which had been
brought  up with  Herod the  tetrarch,
and  Saul.  As  they  ministered  to  the
Lord, and fasted, the Holy Ghost said,
Separate me Barnabas and Saul for the
work  whereunto  I  have  called  them.
And  when  they  had  fasted  and
prayed, and laid their hands on them,
they sent them away.

So they, being sent forth by the
Holy  Ghost,  departed  unto  Seleucia;

and  from  thence  they  sailed  to
Cyprus. And when they were at Sala-
mis, they preached the word of God in
the synagogues of the Jews: and they
had  also  John  to  their minister.  And
when they had gone through the isle
unto  Paphos,  they  found  a  certain
sorcerer, a false prophet, a Jew, whose
name  was Barjesus:  Which  was  with
the  deputy  of  the  country,  Sergius
Paulus, a prudent man; who called for
Barnabas  and  Saul,  and  desired  to
hear the word of God. But Elymas the
sorcerer (for so is  his name by inter-
pretation) withstood them, seeking to
turn away the deputy from the faith.
Then  Saul,  (who  also  is  called Paul,)
filled with the Holy Ghost, set his eyes
on him, And said, O full of all subtilty
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and  all  mischief,  thou child  of  the
devil, thou enemy of all righteousness,
wilt thou not cease to pervert the right
ways of the Lord? And now, behold,
the hand of the Lord is upon thee, and
thou shalt be blind, not seeing the sun
for  a  season.

What  advantage  then  hath  the

Jew? or what profit  is there of circum-
cision?  Much  every  way:  chiefly,
because that unto them were commit-
ted  the  oracles  of  God.  For  what  if
some did not believe? shall their unbe-
lief  make  the  faith  of  God  without
effect?  God  forbid:  yea,  let  God  be
true, but every man a liar; as it is writ-
ten, That thou mightest be justified in
thy  sayings,  and  mightest  overcome
when  thou  art  judged.  But  if  our
unrighteousness  commend  the  right-
eousness of God, what shall we say? Is
God  unrighteous  who  taketh
vengeance?  (I  speak  as  a  man)  God
forbid: for then how shall God judge
the world? For if the truth of God hath
more abounded through my lie unto
his glory; why yet am I also judged as
a  sinner?  And  not  rather,  (as  we  be
slanderously  reported,  and  as  some
affirm that we say,) Let us do evil, that
good may come? whose damnation is
just.  What  then?  are  we  better  than
they?  No,  in  no  wise:  for  we  have
before proved both Jews and Gentiles,
that  they  are  all  under  sin;  As  it  is
written,  There  is  none  righteous,  no,
not one: There is none that understan-
deth,  there is  none that  seeketh after
God. They are all gone out of the way,
they are together become unprofitable;

there is none that doeth good, no, not
one. Their throat is an open sepulchre;
with  their  tongues  they  have  used
deceit;  the  poison  of  asps  is under
their lips: Whose mouth is full of curs-
ing and bitterness: Their feet  are swift
to shed blood: Destruction and misery
are in  their  ways:  And  the  way  of
peace have they not known:  There is
no fear of God before their eyes.

Now we know that what things
soever the law saith,  it  saith to them
who  are  under  the  law:  that  every
mouth  may  be  stopped,  and  all  the
world may become guilty before God.
Therefore  by  the  deeds  of  the  law
there shall no flesh be justified in his
sight: for by the law is the knowledge
of  sin.  But  now the  righteousness  of
God  without  the  law  is  manifested,
being  witnessed  by  the  law  and  the
prophets;  Even  the  righteousness  of
God  which is by faith of  Jesus Christ
unto  all  and  upon  all  them  that
believe: for there is no difference: For
all have sinned, and come short of the
glory of God; Being justified freely by
his grace through the redemption that
is in Christ Jesus: Whom God hath set
forth to be a propitiation through faith
in his blood, to declare his righteous-
ness for the remission of sins that are
past, through the forbearance of God;

To declare, I say, at this time his right-
eousness:  that  he  might  be  just,  and
the justifier of him which believeth in
Jesus.  Where  is boasting  then?  It  is
excluded.  By  what  law?  of  works?
Nay: but by the law of faith. Therefore
we conclude that a man is justified by
faith without the deeds of the law.  Is

he the God of the Jews only? is he not
also  of  the  Gentiles?  Yes,  of  the
Gentiles  also:  Seeing  it  is one  God,
which shall justify the circumcision by
faith,  and  uncircumcision  through
faith. Do we then make void the law
through  faith?  God  forbid:  yea,  we
establish the law.

The grace of God the Father be with you all. Amen.

The Catholic Epistle from the First Epistle of our teacher John. His Blessing be upon us. Amen.
That which was from the begin-

ning, which we have heard, which we

If we say that we have no sin, we
deceive ourselves, and the truth is not
in  us.  If  we  confess  our  sins,  he  is
faithful and just to forgive us our sins,
and  to  cleanse  us  from  all  unright-
eousness.  If we say that we have not
sinned,  we make him a liar,  and his
word is not in us.

 My little children, these things
write I unto you, that ye sin not. And
if any man sin, we have an advocate
with the Father, Jesus Christ the right-
eous:  And  he  is  the  propitiation  for
our  sins:  and  not  for  ours  only,  but
also for the sins of the whole world.

And hereby we do know that we
know him, if we keep his command-
ments. He that saith, I know him, and
keepeth not  his  commandments,  is  a
liar,  and the truth is  not in him. But
whoso keepeth his word, in him verily
is  the  love  of  God perfected:  hereby
know we that we are in him.  He that
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saith he abideth in him ought himself
also so to walk, even as he walked.

Do not love the world, nor the things which are in the world. The world shall pass away and all its desires; but he
who does the will of God shall abide forever. Amen.

But beware of men: for
they will deliver you up to the coun-
cils, and they will scourge you in their
synagogues;  And ye shall be brought
before  governors  and  kings  for  my
sake, for a testimony against them and
the  Gentiles. But  when  they  deliver
you up, take no thought how or what
ye shall speak: for it shall be given you

in that same hour what ye shall speak.
For  it  is  not  ye  that  speak,  but  the
Spirit  of  your Father which speaketh
in you. And the brother shall deliver
up the brother to death, and the father
the  child:  and the  children  shall  rise
up  against  their parents,  and  cause
them to be put to death. And ye shall
be  hated  of  all  men for  my  name’s
sake: but he that endureth to the end
shall be saved.

And the  same time there  arose
no  small  stir  about  that  way.  For  a
certain  man named  Demetrius,  a
silversmith, which made silver shrines
for Diana, brought no small gain unto
the  craftsmen;  Whom  he  called
together  with  the  workmen  of  like

occupation,  and  said,  Sirs,  ye  know
that by this craft we have our wealth.
Moreover  ye  see  and  hear,  that  not
alone  at  Ephesus,  but  almost
throughout  all  Asia,  this  Paul  hath
persuaded  and  turned  away  much
people,  saying that  they be  no gods,
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which are  made with hands:  So that
not only this our craft is in danger to
be  set  at  nought;  but  also  that  the
temple  of  the  great  goddess  Diana
should be despised, and her magnifi-
cence should be destroyed, whom all
Asia and the world worshippeth. And
when  they  heard  these  sayings,  they
were  full  of  wrath,  and  cried  out,
saying,  Great  is Diana  of  the
Ephesians.  And  the  whole  city  was
filled  with  confusion:  and  having
caught Gaius and Aristarchus, men of
Macedonia,  Paul’s  companions  in
travel,  they  rushed  with  one  accord
into  the  theatre.  And  when  Paul
would  have  entered  in  unto  the
people, the disciples suffered him not.
And certain of the chief of Asia, which
were his friends, sent unto him, desir-
ing  him that he would not adventure
himself  into  the  theatre.  Some there-
fore  cried  one  thing,  and  some
another:  for  the  assembly  was
confused; and the more part knew not
wherefore  they  were  come  together.
And they drew Alexander out of the
multitude,  the  Jews  putting  him
forward.  And  Alexander  beckoned
with the hand, and would have made

his defence unto the people. But when
they knew that he was a Jew, all with
one  voice  about  the  space  of  two
hours cried out, Great  is Diana of the
Ephesians.  And  when  the  townclerk
had appeased the people, he said,  Ye
men  of  Ephesus,  what  man  is  there
that knoweth not how that the city of
the Ephesians is  a worshipper of the
great goddess Diana, and of the image
which fell down from Jupiter? Seeing
then  that  these  things  cannot  be
spoken against, ye ought to be quiet,
and to do nothing rashly. For ye have
brought  hither  these  men,  which  are
neither  robbers  of  churches,  nor  yet
blasphemers  of  your  goddess.  38

Wherefore  if  Demetrius,  and  the
craftsmen which are with him, have a
matter  against  any  man,  the  law  is
open, and there are deputies: let them
implead one another. But if ye enquire
any thing concerning other matters, it
shall  be  determined  in  a  lawful
assembly. For we are in danger to be
called  in  question  for  this  day’s
uproar, there being no cause whereby
we  may  give  an  account  of  this
concourse.  And  when  he  had  thus
spoken, he dismissed the assembly.

And  Jesus
answered and said,  Verily I say unto
you,  There  is  no  man  that  hath  left
house, or brethren, or sisters, or father,
or  mother,  or  wife,  or  children,  or
lands,  for my sake,  and the gospel’s,
But  he  shall  receive  an  hundredfold
now  in  this  time,  houses,  and
brethren,  and  sisters,  and  mothers,
and children, and lands, with persecu-
tions; and in the world to come eternal
life.

 Do thy diligence to come shortly
unto me: For Demas hath forsaken me,
having loved this present world, and
is  departed  unto  Thessalonica;  Cres-
cens  to  Galatia,  Titus  unto Dalmatia.
Only Luke is with me. Take Mark, and
bring him with thee: for he is profit-
able  to  me  for  the  ministry.  And
Tychicus have I sent to Ephesus. The
cloke that I left at Troas with Carpus,
when thou comest, bring with thee, and
the  books,  but especially  the  parch-
ments. Alexander the coppersmith did
me much evil:  the  Lord reward him
according to his works:  Of whom be
thou  ware  also;  for  he  hath  greatly
withstood our words.

The Holy Ghost  this signifying,
that the way into the holiest of all was
not  yet  made  manifest,  while  as  the
first  tabernacle  was  yet  standing:

Which  was a figure for the time then
present,  in  which  were  offered  both
gifts  and  sacrifices,  that  could  not
make him that did the service perfect,
as pertaining to the conscience; Which
stood only  in  meats  and  drinks,  and
divers  washings,  and  carnal  ordin-
ances, imposed on them until the time
of reformation. But Christ being come
an high priest of good things to come,
by a  greater  and more perfect  taber-
nacle, not made with hands, that is to
say,  not  of  this  building;  Neither  by
the blood of goats and calves, but by
his own blood he entered in once into
the  holy  place,  having  obtained
eternal redemption for us.

And the  same time there  arose
no  small  stir  about  that  way.  For  a
certain  man named  Demetrius,  a
silversmith, which made silver shrines
for Diana, brought no small gain unto
the  craftsmen;  Whom  he  called
together  with  the  workmen  of  like
occupation,  and  said,  Sirs,  ye  know
that by this craft we have our wealth.
Moreover  ye  see  and  hear,  that  not
alone  at  Ephesus,  but  almost
throughout  all  Asia,  this  Paul  hath
persuaded  and  turned  away  much
people,  saying that  they be  no gods,
which are  made with hands:  So that
not only this our craft is in danger to
be  set  at  nought;  but  also  that  the
temple  of  the  great  goddess  Diana
should be despised, and her magnifi-
cence should be destroyed, whom all
Asia and the world worshippeth. And
when  they  heard  these  sayings,  they
were  full  of  wrath,  and  cried  out,
saying,  Great  is Diana  of  the
Ephesians.  And  the  whole  city  was
filled  with  confusion:  and  having
caught Gaius and Aristarchus, men of
Macedonia,  Paul’s  companions  in
travel,  they  rushed  with  one  accord
into  the  theatre.  And  when  Paul
would  have  entered  in  unto  the
people, the disciples suffered him not.
And certain of the chief of Asia, which
were his friends, sent unto him, desir-

ing  him that he would not adventure
himself  into  the  theatre.  Some there-
fore  cried  one  thing,  and  some
another:  for  the  assembly  was
confused; and the more part knew not
wherefore  they  were  come  together-
.And they drew Alexander out of the
multitude,  the  Jews  putting  him
forward.  And  Alexander  beckoned
with the hand, and would have made
his defence unto the people. But when
they knew that he was a Jew, all with
one  voice  about  the  space  of  two
hours cried out, Great  is Diana of the
Ephesians.  And  when  the  townclerk
had appeased the people, he said,  Ye
men  of  Ephesus,  what  man  is  there
that knoweth not how that the city of
the Ephesians is  a worshipper of the
great goddess Diana, and of the image
which fell down from Jupiter? Seeing
then  that  these  things  cannot  be
spoken against, ye ought to be quiet,
and to do nothing rashly. For ye have
brought  hither  these  men,  which  are
neither  robbers  of  churches,  nor  yet
blasphemers of your goddess. Where-
fore  if  Demetrius,  and the  craftsmen
which  are  with  him,  have  a  matter
against any man, the law is open, and
there  are  deputies:  let  them implead
one  another.  But  if  ye  enquire  any
thing concerning other matters, it shall
be  determined in  a  lawful  assembly.
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For we are in danger to be called in
question  for  this  day’s  uproar,  there
being no cause whereby we may give

an  account  of  this  concourse.  And
when  he  had  thus  spoken,  he
dismissed the assembly.

If  any  man’s
work shall be burned, he shall suffer
loss: but he himself shall be saved; yet
so as by fire.

But God, who is rich in mercy,
for his great love wherewith he loved
us, Even when we were dead in sins,
hath  quickened  us  together  with
Christ,  (by  grace  ye  are  saved;)  And
hath raised  us up together, and made
us sit  together  in  heavenly  places in
Christ Jesus: That in the ages to come
he might shew the exceeding riches of
his  grace  in  his kindness  toward  us
through Christ Jesus. For by grace are
ye saved through faith; and that not of
yourselves: it is the gift of God: Not of
works, lest any man should boast. For
we  are  his  workmanship,  created  in
Christ Jesus unto good works, which
God  hath  before  ordained  that  we
should walk in them.

Wherefore  remember,  that  ye
being in time past Gentiles in the flesh,
who are called Uncircumcision by that
which is called the Circumcision in the
flesh made by hands; That at that time
ye  were  without  Christ,  being  aliens
from the commonwealth of Israel, and

strangers from the covenants of prom-
ise, having no hope, and without God
in the world:  But now in Christ Jesus
ye  who  sometimes  were  far  off  are
made nigh by the blood of Christ.

For  he  is  our  peace,  who  hath
made  both  one,  and  hath  broken
down  the  middle  wall  of  partition
between  us;  Having  abolished  in  his
flesh  the  enmity,  even the  law  of
commandments  contained in  ordin-
ances; for to make in himself of twain
one new man,  so making peace; And
that he might reconcile both unto God
in one body by the cross, having slain
the  enmity  thereby:  And  came  and
preached  peace  to  you  which  were
afar off,  and to them that were nigh.
For through him we both have access
by  one  Spirit  unto  the  Father.  Now
therefore ye are no more strangers and
foreigners, but fellowcitizens with the
saints,  and of  the household of  God;
And are built upon the foundation of
the apostles and prophets, Jesus Christ
himself being the chief corner stone; In
whom  all  the  building  fitly  framed
together groweth unto an holy temple
in the Lord: In whom ye also are buil-
ded together for an habitation of God
through the Spirit.

Beloved, let us love one another:

for love is of God; and every one that
loveth  is  born  of  God,  and knoweth
God.

Herein is our love made perfect,
that we may have boldness in the day
of judgment: because as he is,  so are
we in this world. There is no fear in
love; but perfect love casteth out fear:
because  fear  hath  torment.  He  that
feareth is not made perfect in love. We
love him, because he first loved us.

Do not love the world, nor the things which are in the world. The world shall pass away and all its desires; but he
who does the will of God shall abide forever. Amen.

For  there  is  no  difference
between  the  Jew  and  the  Greek:  for
the same Lord over all is rich unto all
that  call  upon  him.  For  whosoever
shall call upon the name of the Lord
shall  be  saved.  How  then  shall  they
call  on  him  in  whom  they  have  not
believed? and how shall  they believe
in him of whom they have not heard?
and  how  shall  they  hear  without  a
preacher? And how shall they preach,
except  they  be  sent?  as  it  is  written,
How  beautiful  are  the  feet  of  them
that  preach the gospel  of  peace,  and
bring glad tidings of good things! But
they have not  all  obeyed the  gospel.
For  Esaias  saith,  Lord,  who  hath
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believed  our  report?  So  then  faith
cometh by hearing, and hearing by the
word of God. But I say, Have they not

heard?  Yes  verily,  their  sound  went
into all the earth, and their words unto
the ends of the world.

Through faith
we understand that  the  worlds  were
framed by the  word of  God,  so  that
things which are seen were not made
of things which do appear.

By faith Abel offered unto God a
more excellent sacrifice than Cain, by
which he obtained witness that he was
righteous,  God testifying of  his  gifts:
and by it he being dead yet speaketh.
By faith Enoch was translated that he
should  not  see  death;  and  was  not
found,  because  God  had  translated
him: for before his translation he had
this  testimony,  that  he  pleased  God.
But  without  faith  it  is impossible  to
please him: for he that cometh to God

must believe that he is, and that he is a
rewarder of them that diligently seek
him. By faith Noah, being warned of
God of things not seen as yet, moved
with  fear,  prepared  an  ark  to  the
saving of his house; by the which he
condemned  the  world,  and  became
heir of the righteousness which is by
faith. By faith Abraham, when he was
called to go out into a place which he
should after receive for an inheritance,
obeyed; and he went out, not knowing
whither  he  went.  By  faith  he
sojourned in the land of promise, as in
a strange country,  dwelling in taber-
nacles with Isaac and Jacob, the heirs
with him of the same promise:  For he
looked for a city which hath founda-
tions,  whose  builder  and  maker  is
God.

A chapter from the Second Epistle of our teacher Paul to the Corinthians. His blessing be upon us. Amen.
For we preach not ourselves, but

Christ  Jesus  the  Lord;  and  ourselves
your servants for Jesus’ sake. For God,

who commanded the light to shine out
of darkness, hath shined in our hearts,
to  give the light  of  the knowledge of
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the glory of God in the face of Jesus
Christ.  But  we  have  this  treasure  in
earthen vessels, that the excellency of
the power may be of God, and not of
us.

We  are troubled  on  every  side,
yet  not  distressed;  we  are perplexed,
but not in despair; Persecuted, but not
forsaken;  cast  down,  but  not
destroyed;  Always  bearing  about  in
the body the dying of the Lord Jesus,
that  the  life  also  of  Jesus  might  be
made  manifest  in  our  body.  For  we
which  live  are  alway  delivered  unto
death for Jesus’ sake, that the life also
of  Jesus  might  be  made  manifest  in
our  mortal  flesh.  So  then  death
worketh  in  us,  but  life  in  you.  We
having the same spirit of faith, accord-
ing  as  it  is  written,  I  believed,  and
therefore  have  I  spoken;  we  also
believe, and therefore speak; Knowing
that he which raised up the Lord Jesus
shall  raise  up  us  also  by  Jesus,  and
shall  present  us with  you.  For  all
things  are for  your  sakes,  that  the
abundant  grace  might  through  the
thanksgiving of many redound to the
glory  of  God.  For  which  cause  we
faint  not;  but  though  our  outward
man  perish,  yet  the  inward  man is
renewed  day  by  day.  For  our  light
affliction, which is but for a moment,
worketh for us a far more exceeding
and eternal weight of glory;  While we
look not at the things which are seen,
but at the things which are not seen:

for  the  things  which  are  seen  are
temporal; but the things which are not
seen are eternal.

For we know that if our earthly
house  of  this tabernacle  were
dissolved, we have a building of God,
an  house  not  made  with  hands,
eternal in the heavens. For in this we
groan, earnestly desiring to be clothed
upon  with  our  house  which  is  from
heaven: If so be that being clothed we
shall not be found naked. For we that
are in  this tabernacle do groan, being
burdened:  not  for  that  we  would  be
unclothed,  but  clothed  upon,  that
mortality  might  be  swallowed up  of
life. Now he that hath wrought us for
the  selfsame  thing  is God,  who  also
hath given unto us the earnest of the
Spirit. Therefore we are always confid-
ent,  knowing  that,  whilst  we  are  at
home in the body, we are absent from
the Lord: (For we walk by faith, not by
sight:)  We  are  confident,  I  say,  and
willing  rather  to  be  absent  from  the
body, and to be present with the Lord.
Wherefore  we  labour,  that,  whether
present or absent, we may be accepted
of him. For we must all appear before
the judgment seat of Christ; that every
one may receive the things done in his
body, according to that he hath done,
whether  it  be good or  bad.  Knowing
therefore  the  terror  of  the  Lord,  we
persuade men; but we are made mani-
fest  unto  God;  and  I  trust  also  are
made manifest in your consciences.

1 Peter 2:18-3:7

The Catholic Epistle from the First Epistle of our teacher Peter. His Blessing be upon us. Amen.
Servants,  be subject  to  your

masters with all  fear;  not only to the
good  and  gentle,  but  also  to  the
froward. For this  is thankworthy, if a
man  for  conscience  toward  God
endure  grief,  suffering  wrongfully.
For  what  glory  is  it,  if,  when  ye  be
buffeted for your faults, ye shall take
it patiently? but if,  when ye do well,
and suffer  for  it,  ye  take it  patiently,
this  is acceptable with God. For even
hereunto  were  ye  called:  because
Christ also suffered for us, leaving us
an example, that ye should follow his
steps:  Who  did  no  sin,  neither  was
guile found in his mouth: Who, when
he  was  reviled,  reviled  not  again;

And when they were come to
him,  he  said  unto  them,  Ye  know,
from  the  first  day  that  I  came  into
Asia,  after  what manner I  have been
with  you  at  all  seasons,  Serving  the
Lord  with  all  humility  of  mind,  and
with  many  tears,  and  temptations,
which befell me by the lying in wait of
the Jews: And how I kept back nothing
that was profitable  unto you, but have
shewed  you,  and  have  taught  you
publickly,  and from  house  to  house,
Testifying both to the Jews, and also to
the  Greeks,  repentance  toward  God,
and  faith  toward  our  Lord  Jesus
Christ.

And  the  multitude  cometh
together again, so that they could not
so much as eat bread. And when his
friends heard of it, they went out to lay
hold  on  him:  for  they  said,  He  is
beside himself. Glory be to God forever.

So  Moses  brought  up  the  chil-

drink. and they came to Merrha, and
could not drink of Merrha, for it was
bitter; therefore he named the name of
that place, Bitterness. And the people
murmured  against  Moses,  saying,
What  shall  we  drink?  And  Moses
cried  to  the  Lord,  and  the  Lord
shewed him a tree, and he cast it into
the  water,  and  the  water  was
sweetened: there he established to him
ordinances and judgments,  and there
he proved him, and said, If thou wilt

your iniquities from your souls before
mine eyes; cease from your iniquities;

wrong,  plead  for  the  orphan,  and
obtain  justice  for  the  widow.  And
come, let us reason together, saith the
Lord:  and  though  your  sins  be  as
purple,  I  will  make  them  white  as
snow; and though they be as scarlet, I
will make them white as wool.

Thy  princes  are
rebellious,  companions  of  thieves,
loving  bribes,  seeking  after  rewards;
not  pleading  for  orphans,  and  not
heeding the cause of widows. There-
fore thus saith the Lord,  the Lord of
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hosts, Woe to the mighty men of Israel;
for  my wrath shall  not  cease against
mine  adversaries,  and  I  will  execute
judgement  on  mine  enemies.  And  I
will  bring  my  hand  upon  thee,  and
purge  thee  completely,  and  I  will
destroy  the  rebellious,  and  will  take

away from thee all transgressors. And
I  will  establish  thy  judges  as  before,
and  thy  counsellors  as  at  the  begin-
ning:  and  afterward  thou  shalt  be
called  the  city  of  righteousness,  the
faithful mother-city of Sion.  Glory  to  the
Holy Trinity.

Be glad,  thou thirsty  desert:  let

the wilderness exult, and flower as the
lily.  And the  desert  places  of  Jordan
shall blossom and rejoice; the glory of
Libanus has been given to it, and the
honour  of  Carmel;  and  my  people
shall see the glory of the Lord, and the
majesty of God. Be strong, ye relaxed
hands and palsied knees. Comfort one
another,  ye  fainthearted;  be  strong,
fear  not;  behold,  our  God  renders
judgement,  and he will  render  it;  he
will come and save us.

Thus saith the Lord, who makes

a  way in  the  sea,  and a  path  in  the
mighty  water;  who  brought  forth
chariots  and  horse,  and  a  mighty

multitude:  but  they  have  lain  down,
and shall not rise: they are extinct, as
quenched flax.  Remember ye not the
former  things,  and  consider  not  the
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ancient things.  Behold, I  will do new
things,  which  shall  presently  spring
forth, and ye shall know them: and I
will  make  a  way  in  the  wilderness,
and rivers in the dry land. the beasts
of  the  field  shall  bless  me,  the  owls
and young ostriches; for I have given
water in the wilderness, and rivers in
the  dry  land,  to  give  drink  to  my
chosen race,  my people whom I have
preserved to tell forth my praises.

I  have not caused thee
to serve with sacrifices, neither have I
wearied  thee  with  frankincense.
Neither  hast  thou  purchased  for  me
victims  for  silver,  neither  have  I
desired  the  fat  of  thy  sacrifices:  but
thou didst stand before me in thy sins,
and in thine iniquities. I, even I, am he
that  blots  out  thy  transgressions  for
mine  own  sake,  and  thy  sins;  and  I
will not remember  them.  But do thou
remember,  and  let  us  plead  together:
do  thou  first  confess  thy  transgres-

sions,  that  thou  mayest  be  justified.
Your  fathers  first,  and  your  princes
have transgressed against me. And the
princes  have  defiled  my  sanctuaries:
so I gave Jacob  to enemies to destroy,
and Israel to reproach.

But now hear, Jacob my servant;
and Israel, whom I have chosen. Thus
saith  the  Lord  God  that  made  thee,
and  he  that  formed  thee  from  the
womb; Thou shalt yet be helped: fear
not,  my  servant  Jacob;  and  beloved
Israel, whom I have chosen. For I will
give water to the thirsty that walk in a
dry land: I will put my Spirit upon thy
seed, and my blessings upon thy chil-
dren: and they shall spring up as grass
between brooks, and as willows on the
banks of running water. One shall say, I
am  God’s;  and  another  shall  call
himself  by  the  name  of  Jacob;  and
another shall write with his hand, I am
God’s,  and  shall  call  himself  by  the
name  of  Israel.

Thus  saith  the  Lord  Almighty;

Behold, I will save my people from the
east  country,  and  the  west  country;
and  I  will  bring  them  in,  and  cause
them to  dwell  in  the  midst  of  Jerus-
alem: and they shall be to me a people,

and I will be to them a God, in truth
and in righteousness.

Thus  saith  the  Lord  Almighty;
Let your hands be strong, ye that hear
in these days these words out of  the
mouth of the prophets,  from the day
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that  the house of  the Lord Almighty
was founded, and from the time that
the temple was built.

But  I  will
shew peace:  the  vine  shall  yield  her
fruit,  and  the  land  shall  yield  her
produce, and the heaven shall give its
dew: and I will give as an inheritance
all these things to the remnant of my
people. And it shall come to pass, as
ye were a curse among the nations, O
house of Juda, and house of Israel; so
will I save you, and ye shall be a bless-
ing:  be  of  good  courage,  and
strengthen your hands. For thus saith

the Lord Almighty; As I took counsel
to  afflict  you  when  your  fathers
provoked  me,  saith  the  Lord
Almighty, and I repented not: so have
I prepared and taken counsel in these
days to do good to Jerusalem and to
the house of Juda: be ye of good cour-
age.  These  are the  things  which  ye
shall  do;  speak truth every one with
his neighbour; judge truth and peace-
able  judgment in  your gates:  and let
none  of  you  devise  evil  in  his  heart
against his neighbour; and love not a
false oath: for all  these things I  hate,
saith the Lord Almighty.

And  the  word  of  the  Lord
Almighty  came  to  me,  saying,  Thus
saith  the  Lord  Almighty,  The  fourth
fast, and the fifth fast, and the seventh
fast, and the tenth fast, shall be to the
house  of  Juda  for  joy  and  gladness,
and  for  good  feasts;  and  ye  shall
rejoice;  and  love  ye  the  truth  and
peace.

And  the
Lord shall be king over all the earth: in
that day there shall be one Lord, and
his  name  one,  compassing  all  the
earth,  and the wilderness  from Gabe

unto  Remmon  south  of  Jerusalem.

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The Pauline Epistle
Hebrews 10:22-38a

A chapter from the Epistle of our teacher Paul to the Hebrews. His blessing be upon us. Amen.
Let  us  draw  near  with  a  true

heart in full assurance of faith, having
our  hearts  sprinkled  from  an  evil
conscience,  and  our  bodies  washed
with pure water. Let us hold fast the
profession of our faith without waver-
ing;  (for he  is faithful that promised;)
And  let  us  consider  one  another  to
provoke unto love and to good works:
Not  forsaking  the  assembling  of
ourselves  together,  as  the  manner  of
some is; but exhorting one another: and
so much the more, as ye see the day
approaching.  For  if  we  sin  wilfully
after that we have received the know-
ledge of the truth, there remaineth no
more  sacrifice  for  sins,  But  a  certain
fearful  looking  for  of  judgment  and
fiery indignation, which shall devour
the  adversaries.  He  that  despised
Moses’ law died without mercy under
two or three witnesses: Of how much
sorer  punishment,  suppose  ye,  shall
he be thought worthy, who hath trod-
den under  foot  the  Son of  God,  and
hath counted the blood of the coven-
ant,  wherewith he was sanctified,  an

unholy thing,  and hath done despite
unto the Spirit of grace? For we know
him that  hath  said,  Vengeance  belon-
geth unto me, I will recompense, saith
the  Lord.  And again,  The Lord shall
judge his people. It is a fearful thing to
fall into the hands of the living God.
But  call  to  remembrance  the  former
days, in which, after ye were illumin-
ated, ye endured a great fight of afflic-
tions;  Partly,  whilst  ye  were  made a
gazingstock  both  by  reproaches  and
afflictions;  and  partly,  whilst  ye
became companions of them that were
so used. For ye had compassion of me
in  my  bonds,  and  took  joyfully  the
spoiling  of  your  goods,  knowing  in
yourselves  that  ye  have  in  heaven a
better  and  an  enduring  substance.
Cast not away therefore your confid-
ence, which hath great recompence of
reward. For ye have need of patience,
that,  after  ye  have  done  the  will  of
God,  ye  might  receive  the  promise.
For yet a little while, and he that shall
come  will  come,  and  will  not  tarry.
Now the just shall live by faith.

The Gospel

A Psalm of David.
Thou shalt sprinkle me with Thy hyssop, and I shall be clean: Thou shalt

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John 5:1-18
Stand with the fear of God. Let us hear the Holy Gospel. Bless, O Lord, the reading of the Holy Gospel, according to

St. John. Blessed be He Who comes in the Name of the Lord. Our Lord, God, Saviour, and King of us all, Jesus Christ, Son of
the Living God, to Whom is glory forever.

After this there was a feast of the
Jews; and Jesus went up to Jerusalem.
Now  there  is  at  Jerusalem  by  the
sheep market a pool, which is called in
the Hebrew tongue Bethesda,  having
five  porches.  In  these  lay  a  great
multitude  of  impotent  folk,  of  blind,
halt, withered, waiting for the moving
of the water. For an angel went down
at a certain season into the pool, and
troubled  the  water:  whosoever  then
first  after  the  troubling  of  the  water
stepped in was made whole of what-
soever disease he had. And a certain
man was there, which had an infirm-
ity thirty and eight years. When Jesus
saw  him  lie,  and  knew  that  he  had
been now a long time  in that case,  he
saith  unto  him,  Wilt  thou  be  made
whole? The  impotent  man  answered
him,  Sir,  I  have  no  man,  when  the
water is troubled, to put me into the
pool: but while I am coming, another
steppeth down before me. Jesus saith
unto him,  Rise, take up thy bed, and
walk. And immediately the man was
made whole, and took up his bed, and
walked: and on the same day was the
sabbath. The Jews therefore said unto

him that was cured, It is the sabbath
day: it is not lawful for thee to carry
thy bed.  He answered them, He that
made me whole,  the  same said unto
me,  Take up thy bed, and walk. Then
asked  they  him,  What  man  is  that
which  said  unto  thee,  Take  up  thy
bed,  and  walk?  And  he  that  was
healed wist not who it was: for Jesus
had conveyed himself away, a multi-
tude  being  in  that place.  Afterward
Jesus findeth him in the temple,  and
said unto him,  Behold, thou art made
whole: sin no more, lest a worse thing
come  unto  thee. The  man  departed,
and  told  the  Jews  that  it  was  Jesus,
which  had  made  him  whole.  And
therefore did the Jews persecute Jesus,
and  sought  to  slay  him,  because  he
had done these things on the sabbath
day.

But  Jesus  answered  them,  My
Father worketh hitherto,  and I  work.
Therefore the Jews sought the more to
kill  him,  because  he  not  only  had
broken the sabbath, but said also that
God was  his  Father,  making  himself
equal with God. Glory be to God forever.

The Liturgy

The Pauline Epistle
Romans 10:4-18

A chapter from the Epistle of our teacher Paul to the Romans. His blessing be upon us. Amen.
For Christ  is the end of the law

for  righteousness  to  every  one  that
believeth.  For  Moses  describeth  the
righteousness  which  is  of  the  law,
That  the  man  which  doeth  those
things  shall  live  by  them.  But  the
righteousness which is of faith speak-
eth on this wise, Say not in thine heart,
Who shall ascend into heaven? (that is,

to bring Christ down  from above:) Or,
Who shall descend into the deep? (that
is,  to bring up Christ  again from the
dead.) But what saith it? The word is
nigh thee,  even in thy mouth,  and in
thy  heart:  that  is,  the  word  of  faith,
which  we  preach;  That  if  thou  shalt
confess  with  thy  mouth  the  Lord
Jesus, and shalt believe in thine heart
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that  God  hath  raised  him  from  the
dead, thou shalt be saved. For with the
heart  man  believeth  unto  righteous-
ness; and with the mouth confession is
made unto salvation. For the scripture
saith,  Whosoever  believeth  on  him
shall not be ashamed.

For  there  is  no  difference
between  the  Jew  and  the  Greek:  for
the same Lord over all is rich unto all
that  call  upon  him.  For  whosoever
shall  call  upon the name of the Lord
shall  be  saved.  How  then  shall  they
call  on  him  in  whom  they  have  not
believed? and how shall  they believe

in him of whom they have not heard?
and  how  shall  they  hear  without  a
preacher? And how shall they preach,
except  they  be  sent?  as  it  is  written,
How  beautiful  are  the  feet  of  them
that  preach the gospel  of  peace,  and
bring glad tidings of good things! But
they have not  all  obeyed the  gospel.
For  Esaias  saith,  Lord,  who  hath
believed  our  report?  So  then  faith
cometh by hearing, and hearing by the
word of God.  18  But I say, Have they
not  heard?  Yes  verily,  their  sound
went  into  all  the  earth,  and  their
words unto the ends of the world.

The Catholic Epistle
2 Peter 1:12-21

The Catholic Epistle from the Second Epistle of our teacher Peter. His Blessing be upon us. Amen.
Wherefore I will not be negligent

to put you always in remembrance of
these  things,  though  ye  know  them,
and  be  established  in  the  present
truth. Yea, I think it meet, as long as I
am in this tabernacle, to stir you up by
putting you in remembrance; Knowing
that  shortly  I  must  put  off  this my
tabernacle,  even  as  our  Lord  Jesus
Christ  hath  shewed  me.  Moreover  I
will  endeavour  that  ye  may  be  able
after my decease to have these things
always in remembrance.

For  we  have  not  followed
cunningly  devised  fables,  when  we
made known unto you the power and
coming of our Lord Jesus Christ,  but
were eyewitnesses of his majesty. For

he  received  from  God  the  Father
honour  and  glory,  when  there  came
such a voice to him from the excellent
glory,  This  is  my  beloved  Son,  in
whom  I  am  well  pleased.  And  this
voice  which  came  from  heaven  we
heard, when we were with him in the
holy mount.

We have also a more sure word
of  prophecy;  whereunto  ye  do  well
that ye take heed, as unto a light that
shineth in a dark place, until the day
dawn, and the day star arise in your
hearts:  Knowing  this  first,  that  no
prophecy  of  the  scripture  is  of  any
private interpretation. For the proph-
ecy came not in old time by the will of
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man:  but  holy  men of  God spake  as
they were moved by the Holy Ghost.

Do not love the world, nor the things which are in the world. The world shall pass away and all its desires; but he
who does the will of God shall abide forever. Amen.

The Praxis
Acts 3:1-16

A chapter from the Acts of our fathers the pure Apostles, who were invested with the grace of the Holy Spirit. Their
blessing be with us all. Amen.

Now  Peter  and  John  went  up
together into the temple at the hour of
prayer,  being the  ninth  hour.  And  a
certain  man  lame  from  his  mother’s
womb  was  carried,  whom  they  laid
daily at the gate of the temple which is
called Beautiful,  to ask alms of  them
that  entered  into  the  temple;  Who
seeing Peter and John about to go into
the temple asked an alms. And Peter,
fastening  his  eyes  upon  him  with
John, said, Look on us.  And he gave
heed unto them, expecting to receive
something  of  them.  Then  Peter  said,
Silver and gold have I none; but such
as I have give I thee: In the name of
Jesus Christ  of  Nazareth rise  up and
walk.  And he  took him by the  right
hand, and lifted him up: and immedi-
ately his feet and ankle bones received
strength.  And  he  leaping  up  stood,
and  walked,  and  entered  with  them
into the temple, walking, and leaping,
and praising God. And all the people
saw  him  walking  and  praising  God:
And they knew that it was he which
sat for alms at the Beautiful gate of the
temple:  and  they  were  filled  with

wonder and amazement at that which
had happened unto him.  And as the
lame  man  which  was  healed  held
Peter  and  John,  all  the  people  ran
together unto them in the porch that is
called Solomon’s, greatly wondering.

Of  these  things  put  them in
remembrance,  charging  them before
the  Lord  that  they  strive  not  about
words to no profit,  but to the subvert-
ing  of  the  hearers.  Study  to  shew
thyself  approved  unto  God,  a  work-
man that needeth not to be ashamed,
rightly dividing the word of truth.

A chapter from the Acts of our fathers the pure Apostles, who were invested with the grace of the Holy Spirit. Their
blessing be with us all. Amen.

And  after  they  had  held  their
peace,  James  answered,  saying,  Men
and brethren,  hearken  unto  me:
Simeon hath declared how God at the

first did visit the Gentiles, to take out
of them a people for his name. And to
this agree the words of the prophets;
as it is written, After this I will return,
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and will build again the tabernacle of
David,  which  is  fallen  down;  and  I
will build again the ruins thereof, and
I will set it up: That the residue of men
might seek after the Lord, and all the
Gentiles,  upon  whom  my  name  is
called,  saith  the  Lord,  who doeth all
these things. Known unto God are all
his  works  from the  beginning of  the
world. Wherefore my sentence is, that
we  trouble  not  them,  which  from
among the Gentiles are turned to God:
But that we write unto them, that they
abstain  from pollutions  of  idols,  and
from fornication,  and  from things
strangled, and  from blood.  For Moses
of  old  time  hath  in  every  city  them
that  preach  him,  being  read  in  the
synagogues every sabbath day.

Then pleased it the apostles and
elders, with the whole church, to send
chosen men of their own company to
Antioch  with  Paul  and  Barnabas;
namely, Judas surnamed Barsabas, and
Silas,  chief  men among the brethren:
And they wrote  letters by them after

this manner;  The apostles and elders
and  brethren  send greeting  unto  the
brethren which are of the Gentiles in
Antioch  and  Syria  and  Cilicia:
Forasmuch  as  we  have  heard,  that
certain which went out from us have
troubled you with words,  subverting
your souls, saying, Ye must be circum-
cised, and keep the law: to whom we
gave  no  such commandment:  It
seemed  good  unto  us,  being
assembled  with  one  accord,  to  send
chosen  men  unto  you  with  our
beloved Barnabas and Paul, Men that
have hazarded their lives for the name
of our Lord Jesus Christ. We have sent
therefore  Judas  and  Silas,  who  shall
also tell you the same things by mouth.

For I
neither received it of man, neither was
I  taught  it,  but  by  the  revelation  of
Jesus Christ. For ye have heard of my
conversation in time past in the Jews’
religion,  how that  beyond measure  I
persecuted  the  church  of  God,  and
wasted  it:  And profited  in  the  Jews’
religion  above  many  my  equals  in
mine own nation, being more exceed-
ingly zealous of  the traditions of  my
fathers. But when it pleased God, who
separated  me  from  my  mother’s
womb, and called me by his grace, To
reveal  his  Son  in  me,  that  I  might
preach him among the heathen; imme-
diately I conferred not with flesh and
blood: Neither went I up to Jerusalem
to  them  which  were  apostles  before
me;  but  I  went  into  Arabia,  and
returned again unto Damascus.  Then
after  three  years  I  went  up to  Jerus-

And he that taketh not his cross, and
followeth  after  me,  is  not  worthy  of
me. He that findeth his life shall lose

it:  and he that  loseth his  life  for  my
sake  shall  find  it. He  that  receiveth
you receiveth me, and he that receiv-
eth me receiveth him that sent me. He
that receiveth a prophet in the name of
a  prophet  shall  receive  a  prophet’s
reward; and he that receiveth a right-
eous man in the name of a righteous
man  shall  receive  a  righteous  man’s
reward. And whosoever shall give to
drink  unto  one  of  these  little  ones  a
cup of cold water only in the name of a
disciple, verily I say unto you, he shall
in no wise lose his reward. Glory be to God
forever.

John  bare  witness  of  him,  and
cried, saying, This was he of whom I
spake,  He  that  cometh  after  me  is
preferred before me: for he was before
me.  And  of  his  fulness  have  all  we
received, and grace for grace. For the
law  was  given  by  Moses,  but grace
and truth came by Jesus Christ. Glory be
to God forever.

Romans 10:4-18

A chapter from the Epistle of our teacher Paul to the Romans. His blessing be upon us. Amen.
For Christ  is the end of the law

for  righteousness  to  every  one  that
believeth.  For  Moses  describeth  the
righteousness  which  is  of  the  law,
That  the  man  which  doeth  those
things  shall  live  by  them.  But  the
righteousness which is of faith speak-
eth on this wise, Say not in thine heart,

Who shall ascend into heaven? (that is,
to bring Christ down  from above:) Or,
Who shall descend into the deep? (that
is,  to bring up Christ  again from the
dead.) But what saith it? The word is
nigh thee,  even in thy mouth,  and in

Jesus, and shalt believe in thine heart
that  God  hath  raised  him  from  the
dead, thou shalt be saved. For with the
heart  man  believeth  unto  righteous-
ness; and with the mouth confession is
made unto salvation. For the scripture
saith,  Whosoever  believeth  on  him
shall not be ashamed.

For  there  is  no  difference
between  the  Jew  and  the  Greek:  for
the same Lord over all is rich unto all
that  call  upon  him.  For  whosoever
shall  call  upon the name of the Lord
shall  be  saved.  How  then  shall  they
call  on  him  in  whom  they  have  not

believed? and how shall  they believe
in him of whom they have not heard?
and  how  shall  they  hear  without  a
preacher? And how shall they preach,
except  they  be  sent?  as  it  is  written,
How  beautiful  are  the  feet  of  them
that  preach the gospel  of  peace,  and
bring glad tidings of good things! But
they have not  all  obeyed the  gospel.
For  Esaias  saith,  Lord,  who  hath
believed  our  report?  So  then  faith
cometh by hearing, and hearing by the
word of God. But I say, Have they not
heard?  Yes  verily,  their  sound  went
into all the earth, and their words unto
the ends of the world.

The grace of God the Father be with you all. Amen.

The Catholic Epistle
1 John 1:1-2:6

The Catholic Epistle from the First Epistle of our teacher John. His Blessing be upon us. Amen.
That which was from the begin-

ning, which we have heard, which we
have  seen  with  our  eyes,  which  we
have  looked  upon,  and  our  hands
have handled, of the Word of life; (For
the life was manifested, and we have
seen  it,  and  bear  witness,  and  shew
unto you that eternal life, which was
with the Father,  and was manifested
unto  us;)  That  which  we  have  seen
and heard declare we unto you, that
ye also may have fellowship with us:
and  truly  our  fellowship  is with  the
Father, and with his Son Jesus Christ.
And these things write we unto you,
that your joy may be full.

This then is  the message which
we  have  heard  of  him,  and  declare
unto you, that God is light, and in him
is no darkness at all. If we say that we
have fellowship with him, and walk in
darkness, we lie, and do not the truth:
But if we walk in the light, as he is in
the light, we have fellowship one with
another, and the blood of Jesus Christ
his Son cleanseth us from all sin.

If we say that we have no sin, we
deceive ourselves, and the truth is not
in  us.  If  we  confess  our  sins,  he  is
faithful and just to forgive us our sins,
and  to  cleanse  us  from  all  unright-
eousness.  If we say that we have not
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sinned,  we make him a liar,  and his
word is not in us.

My  little  children,  these  things
write I unto you, that ye sin not. And
if any man sin, we have an advocate
with the Father, Jesus Christ the right-
eous:  And  he  is  the  propitiation  for
our  sins:  and  not  for  ours  only,  but
also for the sins of the whole world.

And hereby we do know that we
know him, if we keep his command-
ments. He that saith, I know him, and
keepeth not  his  commandments,  is  a
liar,  and the truth is  not in him. But
whoso keepeth his word, in him verily
is  the  love  of  God perfected:  hereby
know we that we are in him. He that
saith he abideth in him ought himself
also so to walk, even as he walked.

Do not love the world, nor the things which are in the world. The world shall pass away and all its desires; but he
who does the will of God shall abide forever. Amen.

The Praxis

A chapter from the Acts of our fathers the pure Apostles, who were invested with the grace of the Holy Spirit. Their
blessing be with us all. Amen.

Now  Peter  and  John  went  up
together into the temple at the hour of
prayer,  being the  ninth  hour.  And  a
certain  man  lame  from  his  mother’s
womb  was  carried,  whom  they  laid
daily at the gate of the temple which is
called Beautiful,  to ask alms of  them
that  entered  into  the  temple;  Who
seeing Peter and John about to go into
the temple asked an alms.

And  when  Peter  saw  it,  he
answered unto the people, Ye men of
Israel, why marvel ye at this? or why
look ye so earnestly on us, as though
by our own power or holiness we had
made this man to walk? The God of
Abraham, and of Isaac, and of Jacob,
the God of our fathers, hath glorified
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his Son Jesus; whom ye delivered up,
and  denied  him  in  the  presence  of
Pilate, when he was determined to let
him go.  But  ye denied the Holy One
and the Just, and desired a murderer
to be granted unto you; And killed the
Prince of life, whom God hath raised

from  the  dead;  whereof  we  are
witnesses. And his name through faith
in  his  name  hath  made  this  man
strong, whom ye see and know: yea,
the faith which is by him hath given
him this perfect soundness in the pres-
ence of you all.

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hidden things of dishonesty, not walk-
ing  in  craftiness,  nor  handling  the
word of God deceitfully; but by mani-
festation  of  the  truth  commending
ourselves to every man’s conscience in
the sight of God. But if our gospel be

hid, it is hid to them that are lost:  In
whom  the  god  of  this  world  hath
blinded  the  minds  of  them  which
believe not, lest the light of the glori-
ous gospel of Christ, who is the image
of God, should shine unto them.

Whosoever  believeth  that  Jesus

is the Christ is born of God: and every
one that loveth him that begat loveth
him also  that  is  begotten of  him.  By
this  we  know that  we  love  the  chil-
dren of God, when we love God, and
keep  his  commandments.

He that believeth on the Son of
God  hath  the  witness  in  himself:  he
that believeth not God hath made him
a  liar;  because  he  believeth  not  the
record that God gave of his Son.  And
this is the record, that God hath given
to us eternal life.

his feet. For in that he put all in subjec-
tion under him, he left nothing that is
not  put  under  him.  But  now we see
not yet all things put under him.  But
we see Jesus,  who was made a  little
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lower than the angels for the suffering
of  death,  crowned  with  glory  and
honour;  that  he by the grace of  God
should taste death for every man.

For it became him, for whom are
all things, and by whom are all things,
in bringing many sons unto glory, to
make  the  captain  of  their  salvation
perfect through sufferings. For both he
that sanctifieth and they who are sanc-
tified are all of one: for which cause he
is not ashamed to call them brethren,
Saying,  I  will  declare  thy name unto
my  brethren,  in  the  midst  of  the
church  will  I  sing  praise  unto  thee.
And again, I will put my trust in him.
And again, Behold I and the children
which God hath given me.

Forasmuch then as the children
are  partakers  of  flesh  and  blood,  he
also himself likewise took part of the
same;  that  through  death  he  might
destroy  him  that  had  the  power  of
death,  that  is,  the devil;  And deliver
them who through fear of death were
all  their  lifetime  subject  to  bondage.
For  verily  he  took  not  on  him  the
nature of angels; but he took on him the
seed  of  Abraham.  Wherefore  in  all
things it behoved him to be made like
unto  his brethren, that he might be a
merciful  and  faithful  high  priest  in
things  pertaining to  God,  to  make
reconciliation  for  the  sins  of  the
people.  For  in  that  he  himself  hath
suffered being tempted, he is  able to
succour them that are tempted.

What are the Readings for Today? 

It can be confusing to determine what readings apply to a particular day.
The following is intended to be a guide to finding the correct readings. This is
only a guide, and may not cover all possible exceptions.

First, determine the Coptic date. This can be done using Appendix III. Now
look up the Coptic date in “Volume 1: Weekday Readings”. A particular day may
have readings under its entry, or it may point to another day whose readings it
borrows. Once you have found these readings, you have found the base readings
for the day that are read if no more important occasion overrides them.

If the day is a Sunday, then the weekday readings are overridden by the
more important Sunday readings. These can be found in “Volume 2: Sundays”.
For example, on the Second day of Koiak you will notice that the entry points you
to the Sixteenth day of Paoni. So you will turn to the readings for the Sixteenth
day of Paoni, which are also the readings for the Second day of Koiak, unless it is
a Sunday, in which case you turn to the readings for the First Sunday of Koiak.
There is an exception though: If the weekday readings are for a Feast of Our Lord,
the Paramouni of a Feast, or the Feast of the Cross, then the Feast Day readings
remain, and are not superseded by the Sunday readings. Feast days are indicated.
If the Paramouni of a feast falls on a Sunday or Monday, it extends back to Friday.
In this case the readings for the Paramouni are used for each of the two or three
days of the Paramouni.

There are rules to govern the fifth Sunday of a month. If the 29th of a month
falls on a Sunday, the readings of the Feast of the Annunciation on the 29th of
Phamenouth are used,  except  during Tobi  and Meshir.  These readings can be
found in the back of the Sundays Volume. Otherwise, there is one set of readings
for  the  fifth  Sunday  of  a  month  from  Thoout  to  Meshir,  and  another  for
Phemenouth to Mesori. These can be found at the back of “Volume 1: Sundays”. If
the feast of Nairouz falls on the first Sunday of Thoout,  then the readings for
Nairouz are used. The readings for the following week are shifted accordingly,
and so the fifth Sunday readings are not used. If there is a fifth Sunday in Athor,
the readings of the first Sunday of Koiak are used, and all of the Sundays of Koiak

are shifted accordingly, as in this case the readings for the Feast of the Nativity
will be read on the Fourth Sunday of Koiak. If the Fifth Sunday of Tobi is the
Sunday before the fast of Nineveh, then the readings of Pre-Lent Leave-Taking,
which can be found in “Volume 3: Great Lent”, are used instead.

You now know which readings to use if a given day is a weekday, a fixed
feast day, or a Sunday. However, the variable seasons have not been accounted
for. The readings for the Fast and Feast of Nineveh, Great Lent, Pascha Week, and
the Season of Pentecost (the Holy Fifty Days) replace normal annual readings. To
know if you are in one of these seasons, consult Appendix IV. The Fast and Feast
of Nineveh last for four days. So, if the current date is within four days of the start
date listed in Appendix IV, turn to the appropriate readings which can be found
in  “Volume  3:  Great  Lent”.  From  the  start  of  Great  Lent  until  the  Feast  of
Pentecost  the  annual  readings are  superseded by seasonal  readings.  From the
start of Great Lent until the start of Pascha week, use the appropriate readings
from the same volume. The readings for Pascha week can be found in “Volume 4:
Pascha Week”. From the Feast of the Resurrection to the Feast of Pentecost, the
readings can be found in “Volume 5: Pentecost”. Of course, if a Feast of Our Lord
occurs during one of these seasons its  readings take precedence.  For example,
when the Feast of the Cross (which is celebrated as a Feast of Our Lord) falls
during Great Lent, the Lenten readings are replaced by the readings for the feast.

Finally, if two Feasts of Our Lord fall on the same day, the readings for the
greater feast are used. For example, when the Feast of Pentecost and the Feast of
the Entry of Our Lord into Egypt fall  on the same day,  it  is  Pentecost  that  is
celebrated, and the readings for Pentecost that are read.

There is an interesting exception regarding the Feast of the Nativity. This
feast  always  falls  on  the  29th day  of  the  month  of  Koiak,  which  is  usually
equivalent to January 7th on the Gregorian calendar. However, on leap years the
29th of Koiak corresponds to January 8th.  To avoid confusion, this feast is now
always celebrated on the 7th of January. That is, on leap years, the current practice
is to use the readings for the 29th day of Koiak on the 28th day fo Koiak, and then
again on the 29th of Koiak. The readings for the 28th of Koiak are skipped, the
readings for the 29th are read two days in a row, and then the rest of the readings
proceed as normal.
