And very early in the morning
the first day of the week, they came
unto the sepulchre at the rising of the
sun. And they said among themselves,
Who shall roll us away the stone from
the door of the sepulchre? And when
they looked, they saw that the stone
was rolled away: for it was very great.
And entering into the sepulchre, they
saw a young man sitting on the right
side, clothed in a long white garment;
and they were affrighted. And he
saith unto them, Be not affrighted: Ye
seek Jesus of Nazareth, which was
crucified: he is risen; he is not here:
behold the place where they laid him.
But go your way, tell his disciples and

Peter that he goeth before you into
Galilee: there shall ye see him, as he
said unto you. And they went out
quickly, and fled from the sepulchre;
for they trembled and were amazed:
neither said they any thing to any
man, for they were afraid.

Now when Jesus was risen early
the first day of the week, he appeared
first to Mary Magdalene, out of whom
he had cast seven devils. And she
went and told them that had been
with him, as they mourned and wept.
And they, when they had heard that
he was alive, and had been seen of her,
believed not. Glory be to God forever.

The Liturgy

The Pauline Epistle
1 Corinthians 15:23-50
A chapter from the First Epistle of our teacher Paul to the Corinthians. His blessing be upon us. Amen.

But every man in his own order:
Christ the firstfruits; afterward they
that are Christ's at his coming. Then
cometh the end, when he shall have
delivered up the kingdom to God,
even the Father; when he shall have
put down all rule and all authority

and power. For he must reign, till he
hath put all enemies under his feet.
The last enemy that shall be destroyed
is death. For he hath put all things
under his feet. But when he saith, all
things are put under him, it is manifest
that he is excepted, which did put all
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The Feast of the Ressurection

things under him. And when all
things shall be subdued unto him,
then shall the Son also himself be
subject unto him that put all things
under him, that God may be all in all.
Else what shall they do which are
baptized for the dead, if the dead rise
not at all? why are they then baptized
for the dead? And why stand we in
jeopardy every hour? 1 protest by
your rejoicing which I have in Christ
Jesus our Lord, I die daily. If after the
manner of men I have fought with
beasts at Ephesus, what advantageth it
me, if the dead rise not? let us eat and
drink; for to morrow we die. Be not
deceived: evil communications
corrupt good manners. Awake to
righteousness, and sin not; for some
have not the knowledge of God: I
speak this to your shame.

But some man will say, How are
the dead raised up? and with what
body do they come? Thou fool, that
which thou sowest is not quickened,
except it die: And that which thou
sowest, thou sowest not that body that
shall be, but bare grain, it may chance
of wheat, or of some other grain: But
God giveth it a body as it hath pleased

him, and to every seed his own body.

All flesh is not the same flesh: but there
is one kind of flesh of men, another
flesh of beasts, another of fishes, and

another of birds.  There are also
celestial bodies, and bodies terrestrial:
but the glory of the celestial is one,
and the glory of the terrestrial is
another. There is one glory of the sun,
and another glory of the moon, and
another glory of the stars: for one star
differeth from another star in glory. So
also is the resurrection of the dead. It
is sown in corruption; it is raised in
incorruption: _It is sown in dishonour;
it is raised in glory: it is sown in
weakness; it is raised in power: It is
sown a natural body; it is raised a
spiritual body. There is a natural body,
and there is a spiritual body. And soit
is written, The first man Adam was
made a living soul; the last Adam was
made a quickening spirit. Howbeit
that was not first which is spiritual, but
that which is natural; and afterward
that which is spiritual. The first man
is of the earth, earthy: the second man
is the Lord from heaven. As is the
earthy, such are they also that are
earthy: and as is the heavenly, such are
they also that are heavenly. And as
we have borne the image of the earthy,
we shall also bear the image of the
heavenly. Now this I say, brethren,
that flesh and blood cannot inherit the
kingdom of God; neither doth
corruption inherit incorruption.

The Catholic Epistle
1 Peter 3:15-22
The Catholic Epistle from the First Epistle of our teacher Peter. His Blessing be upon us. Amen.

But sanctify the Lord God in
your hearts: and be ready always to
give an answer to every man that
asketh you a reason of the hope that is

in you with meekness and fear:
Having a good conscience; that,
whereas they speak evil of you, as of
evildoers, they may be ashamed that
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The Feast of the Ressurection

falsely accuse your good conversation
in Christ. For it is better, if the will of
God be so, that ye suffer for well
doing, than for evil doing. For Christ
also hath once suffered for sins, the
just for the unjust, that he might bring
us to God, being put to death in the
flesh, but quickened by the Spirit: By
which also he went and preached unto
the spirits in prison; Which sometime
were disobedient, when once the
longsuffering of God waited in the

days of Noah, while the ark was a
preparing, wherein few, that is, eight
souls were saved by water. The like
figure whereunto even baptism doth
also now save us (not the putting
away of the filth of the flesh, but the
answer of a good conscience toward
God,) by the resurrection of Jesus
Christ: Who is gone into heaven, and
is on the right hand of God; angels
and authorities and powers being
made subject unto him.

Do not love the world, nor the things which are in the world. The world shall pass away and all its desires; but he

who does the will of God shall abide forever. Amen.

And he stooping down,
and looking in, saw the linen clothes
lying; yet went he not in. Then
cometh Simon Peter following him,
and went into the sepulchre, and seeth
the linen clothes lie, And the napkin,
that was about his head, not lying
with the linen clothes, but wrapped
together in a place by itself. Then
went in also that other disciple, which
came first to the sepulchre, and he
saw, and believed. For as yet they
knew not the scripture, that he must
rise again from the dead. Then the
disciples went away again unto their
own home.

But Mary stood without at the
sepulchre weeping: and as she wept,
she stooped down, and looked into the
sepulchre, And seeth two angels in
white sitting, the one at the head, and
the other at the feet, where the body of
Jesus had lain. And they say unto her,
Woman, why weepest thou? She saith
unto them, Because they have taken
away my Lord, and I know not where
they have laid him. And when she
had thus said, she turned herself back,
and saw Jesus standing, and knew not
that it was Jesus. Jesus saith unto her,
Woman, why weepest thou? whom
seekest thou? She, supposing him to
be the gardener, saith unto him, Sir, if
thou have borne him hence, tell me
where thou hast laid him, and I will
take him away. Jesus saith unto her,
Mary. She turned herself, and saith
unto him, Rabboni; which is to say,
Master. Jesus saith unto her, Touch me
not; for I am not yet ascended to my
Father: but go to my brethren, and say
unto them, I ascend unto my Father,
and your Father; and to my God, and
your God. Mary Magdalene came and
told the disciples that she had seen the
Lord, and that he had spoken these
things unto her.

But I would not have you to be
ignorant, brethren, concerning them
which are asleep, that ye sorrow not,
even as others which have no hope.
For if we believe that Jesus died and
rose again, even so them also which
sleep in Jesus will God bring with
him. For this we say unto you by the
word of the Lord, that we which are
alive and remain unto the coming of
the Lord shall not prevent them which
are asleep.

then sudden destruction cometh upon
them, as travail upon a woman with
child; and they shall not escape. But
ye, brethren, are not in darkness, that
that day should overtake you as a
thief. Ye are all the children of light,
and the children of the day: we are not
of the night, nor of darkness.
Therefore let us not sleep, as do others;
but let us watch and be sober. For
they that sleep sleep in the night; and
they that be drunken are drunken in
the night. But let us, who are of the
day, be sober, putting on the
breastplate of faith and love; and for
an helmet, the hope of salvation. For
God hath not appointed us to wrath,
but to obtain salvation by our Lord
Jesus Christ, Who died for us, that,
whether we wake or sleep, we should
live together with him. Wherefore
comfort yourselves together, and edify
one another, even as also ye do.

Dearly beloved, I beseech you as
strangers and pilgrims, abstain from
fleshly lusts, which war against the
soul; Having your conversation honest
among the Gentiles: that, whereas
they speak against you as evildoers,
they may by your good works, which
they shall behold, glorify God in the
day of visitation.

Submit yourselves to every
ordinance of man for the Lord's sake:
whether it be to the king, as supreme;
Or unto governors, as unto them that
are sent by him for the punishment of
evildoers, and for the praise of them
that do well. For so is the will of God,
that with well doing ye may put to
silence the ignorance of foolish men:
As free, and not using your liberty for
a cloke of maliciousness, but as the
servants of God. Honour all men.
Love the brotherhood. Fear God.
Honour the king. Servants, be subject
to your masters with all fear; not only
to the good and gentle, but also to the

froward. For this is thankworthy, if a
man for conscience toward God
endure grief, suffering wrongfully.
For what glory is if, if, when ye be
buffeted for your faults, ye shall take it
patiently? but if, when ye do well, and
suffer for it, ye take it patiently, this is
acceptable with God.  For even
hereunto were ye called: because
Christ also suffered for us, leaving us
an example, that ye should follow his
steps: Who did no sin, neither was
guile found in his mouth: Who, when
he was reviled, reviled not again;
when he suffered, he threatened not;
but committed himself to him that
judgeth righteously: Who his own self
bare our sins in his own body on the
tree, that we, being dead to sins,
should live unto righteousness: by
whose stripes ye were healed. For ye
were as sheep going astray; but are
now returned unto the Shepherd and
Bishop of your souls.

And as the lame
man which was healed held Peter and
John, all the people ran together unto
them in the porch that is called
Solomon's, greatly wondering.

And when Peter saw it, he
answered unto the people, Ye men of
Israel, why marvel ye at this? or why
look ye so earnestly on us, as though
by our own power or holiness we had
made this man to walk? The God of
Abraham, and of Isaac, and of Jacob,
the God of our fathers, hath glorified
his Son Jesus; whom ye delivered up,

and denied him in the presence of
Pilate, when he was determined to let
him go. But ye denied the Holy One
and the Just, and desired a murderer
to be granted unto you; And killed the
Prince of life, whom God hath raised
from the dead; whereof we are
witnesses. And his name through
faith in his name hath made this man
strong, whom ye see and know: yea,
the faith which is by him hath given
him this perfect soundness in the
presence of you all. And now,
brethren, I wot that through ignorance
ye did it, as did also your rulers. But
those things, which God before had
shewed by the mouth of all his
prophets, that Christ should suffer, he
hath so fulfilled.

Repent ye therefore, and be
converted, that your sins may be
blotted out, when the times of
refreshing shall come from the
presence of the Lord; And he shall
send Jesus Christ, which before was
preached unto you.

But
we trusted that it had been he which
should have redeemed Israel: and
beside all this, to day is the third day
since these things were done. Yea, and
certain women also of our company
made us astonished, which were early
at the sepulchre; And when they
found not his body, they came, saying,
that they had also seen a vision of
angels, which said that he was alive.
And certain of them which were with
us went to the sepulchre, and found it
even so as the women had said: but
him they saw not. Then he said unto
them, O fools, and slow of heart to

believe all that the prophets have
spoken: Ought not Christ to have
suffered these things, and to enter into
his glory? And beginning at Moses
and all the prophets, he expounded
unto them in all the scriptures the
things concerning himself. And they
drew nigh unto the village, whither
they went: and he made as though he
would have gone further. But they
constrained him, saying, Abide with
us: for it is toward evening, and the
day is far spent. And he went in to
tarry with them. And it came to pass,
as he sat at meat with them, he took
bread, and blessed it, and brake, and
gave to them. And their eyes were
opened, and they knew him; and he
vanished out of their sight. And they
said one to another, Did not our heart
burn within us, while he talked with
us by the way, and while he opened to
us the scriptures? And they rose up
the same hour, and returned to
Jerusalem, and found the eleven
gathered together, and them that were
with them, Saying, The Lord is risen
indeed, and hath appeared to Simon.

The Pauline Epistle
Romans 5:6-21
A chapter from the Epistle of our teacher Paul to the Romans. His blessing be upon us. Amen.

For when we were yet without
strength, in due time Christ died for
the ungodly. For scarcely for a
righteous man will one die: yet
peradventure for a good man some
would even dare to die. But God
commendeth his love toward us, in
that, while we were yet sinners, Christ
died for us. Much more then, being
now justified by his blood, we shall be
saved from wrath through him. For if,
when we were enemies, we were
reconciled to God by the death of his
Son, much more, being reconciled, we
shall be saved by his life. And not
only so, but we also joy in God
through our Lord Jesus Christ, by
whom we have now received the
atonement.

Wherefore, as by one man sin
entered into the world, and death by
sin; and so death passed upon all men,
for that all have sinned: (For until the
law sin was in the world: but sin is not
imputed when there is no law.
Nevertheless death reigned from
Adam to Moses, even over them that
had not sinned after the similitude of
Adam's transgression, who is the
figure of him that was to come. But

not as the offence, so also is the free
gift. For if through the offence of one
many be dead, much more the grace
of God, and the gift by grace, which is
by one man, Jesus Christ, hath
abounded unto many. And not as it
was by one that sinned, so is the gift:
for the judgment was by one to
condemnation, but the free gift is of
many offences unto justification. For
if by one man's offence death reigned
by one; much more they which receive
abundance of grace and of the gift of
righteousness shall reign in life by
one, Jesus Christ.) Therefore as by the
offence of one judgment came upon all
men to condemnation; even so by the
righteousness of one the free gift came
upon all men unto justification of life.
For as by one man's disobedience
many were made sinners, so by the
obedience of one shall many be made
righteous. Moreover the law entered,
that the offence might abound. But
where sin abounded, grace did much
more abound: That as sin hath
reigned unto death, even so might
grace reign through righteousness
unto eternal life by Jesus Christ our
Lord.

If any man speak, let him
speak as the oracles of God; if any man
minister, let him do it as of the ability
which God giveth: that God in all
things may be glorified through Jesus
Christ, to whom be praise and
dominion for ever and ever. Amen.

Now while Paul waited for them
at Athens, his spirit was stirred in
him, when he saw the city wholly
given to idolatry. Therefore disputed
he in the synagogue with the Jews,
and with the devout persons, and in
the market daily with them that met
with him. Then certain philosophers
of the Epicureans, and of the Stoicks,
encountered him. And some said,
What will this babbler say? other
some, He seemeth to be a setter forth
of strange gods: because he preached
unto them Jesus, and the resurrection.
And they took him, and brought him
unto Areopagus, saying, May we
know what this new doctrine, whereof
thou speakest, is? For thou bringest
certain strange things to our ears: we
would know therefore what these
things mean. (For all the Athenians
and strangers which were there spent
their time in nothing else, but either to
tell, or to hear some new thing.)

For as I passed by, and
beheld your devotions, I found an
altar with this inscription, TO THE

ye ignorantly worship, him declare I
unto you. God that made the world
and all things therein, seeing that he is
Lord of heaven and earth, dwelleth
not in temples made with hands;
Neither is worshipped with men's
hands, as though he needed any thing,

seeing he giveth to all life, and breath,
and all things; And hath made of one
blood all nations of men for to dwell
on all the face of the earth, and hath
determined  the  times  before
appointed, and the bounds of their
habitation; That they should seek the
Lord, if haply they might feel after
him, and find him, though he be not
far from every one of us: For in him
we live, and move, and have our
being; as certain also of your own
poets have said, For we are also his
offspring. Forasmuch then as we are
the offspring of God, we ought not to
think that the Godhead is like unto
gold, or silver, or stone, graven by art
and man's device. And the times of
this ignorance God winked at; but
now commandeth all men every
where to repent: Because he hath
appointed a day, in the which he will
judge the world in righteousness by
that man whom he hath ordained;
whereof he hath given assurance unto
all men, in that he hath raised him
from the dead.

I have given them thy word; and
the world hath hated them, because
they are not of the world, even as I am
not of the world. I pray not that thou
shouldest take them out of the world,
but that thou shouldest keep them
from the evil. They are not of the
world, even as I am not of the world.
Sanctify them through thy truth: thy
word is truth. As thou hast sent me
into the world, even so have I also
sent them into the world. And for
their sakes I sanctify myself, that they
also might be sanctified through the
truth. Neither pray I for these alone,
but for them also which shall believe
on me through their word; That they
all may be one; as thou, Father, art in
me, and I in thee, that they also may
be one in us: that the world may
believe that thou hast sent me. And

the glory which thou gavest me I have
given them; that they may be one,
even as we are one: [ in them, and
thou in me, that they may be made
perfect in one; and that the world may
know that thou hast sent me, and hast
loved them, as thou hast loved me.
Father, I will that they also, whom
thou hast given me, be with me where
I am; that they may behold my glory,
which thou hast given me: for thou
lovedst me before the foundation of
the world. O righteous Father, the
world hath not known thee: but I have
known thee, and these have known
that thou hast sent me. And I have
declared unto them thy name, and
will declare it: that the love wherewith
thou hast loved me may be in them,
and I in them. Giory be to God forever.

The Liturgy

The Pauline Epistle
1 Corinthians 12:1-31
A chapter from the First Epistle of our teacher Paul to the Corinthians. His blessing be upon us. Amen.

Now concerning spiritual gifts,
brethren, I would not have you
ignorant. Ye know that ye were
Gentiles, carried away unto these
dumb idols, even as ye were led.
Wherefore I give you to understand,
that no man speaking by the Spirit of
God calleth Jesus accursed: and that
no man can say that Jesus is the Lord,
but by the Holy Ghost. Now there are
diversities of gifts, but the same Spirit.
And  there are differences of
administrations, but the same Lord.
And there are diversities of
operations, but it is the same God
which worketh all in all. But the
manifestation of the Spirit is given to
every man to profit withal. For to one
is given by the Spirit the word of
wisdom; to another the word of
knowledge by the same Spirit; To
another faith by the same Spirit; to
another the gifts of healing by the
same Spirit; To another the working of
miracles; to another prophecy; to
another discerning of spirits; to
another divers kinds of tongues; to
another the interpretation of tongues:

But all these worketh that one and the
selfsame Spirit, dividing to every man
severally as he will. For as the body is
one, and hath many members, and all
the members of that one body, being
many, are one body: so also is Christ.
For by one Spirit are we all baptized
into one body, whether we be Jews or
Gentiles, whether we be bond or free;
and have been all made to drink into
one Spirit. For the body is not one
member, but many. If the foot shall
say, Because I am not the hand, I am
not of the body; is it therefore not of
the body? And if the ear shall say,
Because I am not the eye, I am not of
the body; is it therefore not of the
body? If the whole body were an eye,
where were the hearing? If the whole
were hearing, where were the smelling?
But now hath God set the members
every one of them in the body, as it
hath pleased him. And if they were
all one member, where were the body?
But now are they many members, yet
but one body. And the eye cannot say
unto the hand, I have no need of thee:
nor again the head to the feet, I have
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no need of you. Nay, much more
those members of the body, which
seem to be more feeble, are necessary:
And those members of the body, which
we think to be less honourable, upon
these we bestow more abundant
honour; and our uncomely parts have
more abundant comeliness. For our
comely parts have no need: but God
hath tempered the body together,
having given more abundant honour
to that part which lacked: That there
should be no schism in the body; but
that the members should have the
same care one for another. And
whether one member suffer, all the

The grace of God the Father be with you all. Amen.

members suffer with it; or one
member be honoured, all the members
rejoice with it. Now ye are the body of
Christ, and members in particular.
And God hath set some in the church,
first apostles, secondarily prophets,
thirdly teachers, after that miracles,
then gifts of healings, helps,
governments, diversities of tongues.
Are all apostles? are all prophets? are
all teachers? are all workers of
miracles?  Have all the gifts of
healing? do all speak with tongues?
do all interpret? But covet earnestly
the best gifts: and yet shew I unto you
a more excellent way.

The Catholic Epistle
1 John 2:20-3:1
The Catholic Epistle from the First Epistle of our teacher John. His Blessing be upon us. Amen.

But ye have an unction from the
Holy One, and ye know all things. I
have not written unto you because ye
know not the truth, but because ye
know it, and that no lie is of the truth.
Who is a liar but he that denieth that
Jesus is the Christ? He is antichrist,
that denieth the Father and the Son.
Whosoever denieth the Son, the same
hath not the Father: (but) he that
acknowledgeth the Son hath the Father
also. Let that therefore abide in you,
which ye have heard from the
beginning. If that which ye have heard
from the beginning shall remain in
you, ye also shall continue in the Son,
and in the Father. And this is the
promise that he hath promised us,
even eternal life. These things have I

written unto you concerning them that
seduce you. But the anointing which
ye have received of him abideth in
you, and ye need not that any man
teach you: but as the same anointing
teacheth you of all things, and is truth,
and is no lie, and even as it hath
taught you, ye shall abide in him.
And now, little children, abide in him;
that, when he shall appear, we may
have confidence, and not be ashamed
before him at his coming. If ye know
that he is righteous, ye know that
every one that doeth righteousness is
born of him. Behold, what manner of
love the Father hath bestowed upon
us, that we should be called the sons
of God: therefore the world knoweth
us not, because it knew him not.

Do not love the world, nor the things which are in the world. The world shall pass away and all its desires; but he

who does the will of God shall abide forever. Amen.
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The Praxis
Acts 2:1-21
A chapter from the Acts of our fathers the pure Apostles, who were invested with the grace of the Holy Spirit. Their

blessing be with us all. Amen.

And when the day of Pentecost
was fully come, they were all with one
accord in one place. And suddenly
there came a sound from heaven as of
a rushing mighty wind, and it filled all
the house where they were sitting.
And there appeared unto them cloven
tongues like as of fire, and it sat upon
each of them. And they were all filled
with the Holy Ghost, and began to
speak with other tongues, as the Spirit
gave them utterance. And there were
dwelling at Jerusalem Jews, devout
men, out of every nation under
heaven. Now when this was noised
abroad, the multitude came together,
and were confounded, because that
every man heard them speak in his
own language.

But Peter, standing up with the
eleven, lifted up his voice, and said
unto them, Ye men of Judaea, and all
ye that dwell at Jerusalem, be this
known unto you, and hearken to my
words: For these are not drunken, as
ye suppose, seeing it is but the third
hour of the day. But this is that which
was spoken by the prophet Joel; And
it shall come to pass in the last days,
saith God,I will pour out of my Spirit
upon all flesh: and your sons and your
daughters shall prophesy, and your
young men shall see visions, and your
old men shall dream dreams: And on
my servants and on my handmaidens
I will pour out in those days of my
Spirit; and they shall prophesy: And I
will shew wonders in heaven above,
and signs in the earth beneath; blood,
and fire, and vapour of smoke: The
sun shall be turned into darkness, and
the moon into blood, before that great
and notable day of the Lord come:
And it shall come to pass, that
whosoever shall call on the name of
the Lord shall be saved.

But these things have I told you,
that when the time shall come, ye may
remember that I told you of them.
And these things I said not unto you
at the beginning, because I was with
you. But now I go my way to him that
sent me; and none of you asketh me,
Whither goest thou? But because I
have said these things unto you,
sorrow hath filled your heart.

Nevertheless I tell you the truth; It is
expedient for you that I go away: for if
I go not away, the Comforter will not
come unto you; but if I depart, I will
send him unto you. And when he is
come, he will reprove the world of sin,
and of righteousness, and of
judgment: ~ Of sin, because they
believe not on me; Of righteousness,
because I go to my Father, and ye see
me no more; Of judgment, because the
prince of this world is judged. I have
yet many things to say unto you, but
ye cannot bear them now. Howbeit
when he, the Spirit of truth, is come,
he will guide you into all truth: for he
shall not speak of himself; but
whatsoever he shall hear, that shall he
speak: and he will shew you things to
come. He shall glorify me: for he shall
receive of mine, and shall shew it unto
you. All things that the Father hath
are mine: therefore said I, that he shall
take of mine, and shall shew it unto
YOuU. Glory be to God forever.
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
